New light from the consumer stand- 
(Milnt la thrown on trends In the use

of Agriculture. (.'oltoii and wtwd 
growers as well as m anufacturers of 
textiles and textile machinery are  
vitally concemeil with the shift la  
textile buying hablls.

The hiireau has oMaineil replies 
from mure than a thousand men and 
wonieii, representing all aevilons of 
Ihe I'nlted States, as to the textile 
fillers In use In their wanlr»»lM*s and 
houaes In lir.'T as compared with UC“J, 
and Iheir reasons for rhnnge. T lie  re­
turns show that fam ilies and Indi­
viduals with the larger Incomes more 
frvquenily chose silk  or rayon In 
l-refcrenre to cotton for many gar- 
ments. Likew ise, those living in the 
larger cltlea. In ninny rases regislerevi 
a simitar rhange from cotton to allk 
and ni.von Women gave aa their 
chief reasons for this rhange that silk  
and rayon are more attractive and 
easier to handle than cotton. Men 
based their preference for allk and 
rayon aorka to cotton on style and 
comfort.

In household arttrlea, however, cot­
ton la more than holding Its own. ac­
cording to the re|>ort of tVM famlllee. 
In Ihe large cltlea and In homes with 
tlie higher Incomes, linen, rsyoa. snd  
allk were given preference to cotton 
for certain articles, but this was off­
set hy Ihe more extensive use of cot­
ton and hy Ihe actual Inrresse tn num- 
tier of cotton household articles In 
(he mnjorlty of the hornet In IICT as 
compareit with tlCJ.

What I liinde 
of It. that tlral day. wua that I was 
not, at all events, going to he hanged.
I had a law yer; he mas doing hla tiest. 
and iiiaklng the moat of Panahaw'a at­
tack i>n me; and hla attem|>t to run 
me down. The old Solomon lalantler 
mas chief mlliieiui. The boy I hnd 
hired In |Mirt. mho eleaiieil my rifle 
and found ono shot had tieen flrvNi; a 
stray Miila native, mho had tieeo out 
fishing on (he reef, and had teen me 
come away from Kisherm aii, make a 
long sweep, and return, were othera 
S|ilcrr, when they ralUsl. t<dd shanio- 
lessly all that he had overheard un­
der the house In Maru, and thereby 
alieeied home to me the one thing 
manting—motive. I was known, of 
rourse, to lie in love with Miss iJin- 
rler, but that alone mould hardly have 
tlxeil tlie rrlm e— If crime one must ra il 
I t ;  I have never felt Inclined to do ao.

The end of It was that the Jury 
found me guilty of manslaughter, and 
that I was aenteneed to five years.

They mere kit'd 
ly cold, coldly kind, as Jail othclnia 
Justly are. Molly, the head jailer, 
mllli hia sharp blue eyes, and the 
aiiille that wusii’t a smile, and the 
voU-e (hat could rake the hide off a 
delinquent native prisoner— turn him, 
with two words. Into a heap of shiv­
ering brown Jelly— Molly wasn't my 
friend, kept me to the letter of the 
Jail regulations; slacked nothing th.it 
might have been slacked, allowed 
nothing that could he refused. I suie 
(Hise he WHS Jiistlfleil. I could learn 
Working to o rder; I didn't mind piling 
stoiiea by myself on the new little 
Jetty, far n ’liioved from the blink 
critiilnuls who were doing almilnr 
work ; 1 nmde no trouble about keei> 
ing my cell tld.v, dhin’i gruiuhle at the 
plain, suttlcleiit food. Wliiit I Could 
not leiirii wna to avoid “ iinsw i-rlng 
hack” ; letting my sore stid angry spirit 
flush out In sudden fury at the le:ist 
riqiniof. What I did not realize, for 
long, was that In losing my frec'h>m, 
1 hnd also lost my rights as a tin­
man lieiiig and a nmn. It Is so. In 
Ja ils ; it must (le s a  There were lliiios 
when I could have murdered Moll), 
siiiiished his hluck warders into imtili 
er iiieat. Vet there was no time I 
think- when right, according to |irlson 
cusloiii. was oil my aide.

T h is  had a hud result. When the 
three months were out, and \l»ttors. 
Iiy law, could lie permitted. I got in) 
one hour on Siiiiduy, once a niontli. 
and Hot another tiiliiute. I got my let 
t<-ro. monthly; alwa.vs read and In 
ItlaliHl The letters  ̂wrote were rend 
and Initialed also. If I could have 
nttisl myself Into the prison shape so 
fur aa to behave "deis-litly,'’ “civilly." 
“ remenilHT I wiis In Jull, and not In 
the Motel Anslrulln," (Meiivcn knows 
I was adiuoiiishcd often enough) I 
might have "wangleil’’ many ■ little 
Indulgence, such as are granltsl to llo* 
miMlel — iisnally ex|»*rlencet| —Jail l>lr I

Hut for Pin and for me, there were 
no extra visits, no unread letters 
Worst of all, though (lerfeilly  legal 
and riglit. was the presence of Molly 
at all oiir Interviews. Me rend a 
|>a|>er, and pretended kindly enough 
not to he listening; hut--1 ask you —
