G0 years a song familiar to thou
invites one to “Come to the
chnrch by the wildwood, Oh, come to
church in he wvale.,” The Little
Brown Chureh of song and story 1s
tted In northeastern lTowa, in the
beautiful valley of the Red Cedar. It
nds today among the same glant
pines that were there when it was
bullt back In Civil war days, In the
wildwood which made the setting and
provided the inspiration for the carol
As a matter of fact the song, varl
ously known as “The Church in the
Wildwood™ and *“The Little Brown
Chureh In the Vale,” was not written
shout any church specifically. Its au-
thor, Dr. W, 8. Pitts, a native of Wis.
consin, recelved the Inspiration for
the song while on a visit In Towa. He
Wrote the song at his home In Rock
county, Wisconsin, but It was sung
for the first time publicly In the now-
famous Little Brown Church in the
Vale, In Bradford, lowa, two miles
northeast of Nashun. How he came
to write the song and how it came to
be applled to this particular church
and to make It famous 18 told In
Doctor Pitts' own words, In a historl-
cal booklet, published by the Little
Brown Church, as follows:

“One bright afternoon of a day In
June, 1857, I first set foot In Brad-
ford, lowa, coming by stage from Me-
Gregor. My home was then in Wiscon-
Ein. The spot where “The Little Brown
Chureh’ now stands was a setting of
rire beauty. There was no church
there then but the spot was there
Walting for it. When back In my home
I wrote the song, “The Little Brown
Chureh in the Vale” 1 put the manu-
seript away,

“In the spring of 1862 I returned to
lown and settled at Fredericksburg,
Inasmuch as my wife's people were
there, In the winter of 18634 I tanght
A Einging class in Bradford. We held
Our school in the brick bullding known
A8 the Academy. In the years 1850
And 1860 the good people of Bradford
were determined to bulld a church. |

will not take time to tell of the trials
the disappointments and the successes
that followed ; suflice it to say, by the
early winter of 1864 the bullding was
ready for dedication

“While I was holding the singing
school, near its close in the spring
the class went one evening to the
church. It was not then seated, but
rude seats were lmprovised., My man
uscript of the song I had brought with
me from Wisconsin, It had never heen
sung before by anyone but myself, 1
sang it there. Soon afterwards | took
the manuscript to Chicago, where It
was published by H. M. Hig ins. It
won a speedy recognition locally and
with the years won its way into the
hearts of the people of the wor

The church grew, and as a kind of
by-product came Bradford academy.
The school was housed better than
the church, In a fine brick structure.
Beginning in a small way, the school
grew and did notable work, elevat
ing the standard of education In the
reglon around, so that at one time It
was said that no territory of equal size
in Towa could claim so many people
with a college education,

In 1868 the long-hoped for rallroad
came and passed Bradford by, touch-
ing at Nashua two miles away and
across the river. Bradford, the larg
est town for many miles, gradually
became a town of the past, while
Nashua grew to the dignity of a popu-
lation of 1,000. Where Bradford once
stood, the land was turned Into farms,

The Little Brown church survived,
however. This was on account of Doe-
tor Pitts' song, mainly, for after It
was taken to Chleago and published,
Jubilee singers took It up, concert
companles carried it all over Ameriea
and Europe, and it was heard in Aus
tralla, New Zealand and South Amer
fea. For 20 years It was one of the
popular sengs of the country,

Meantime, following Bradford’s
change from a town into open country,
the Little Brown Chureh was aban
doned.
