Health Letter

IMMUNIZE CHILDREN
Texas loses more than 300 of 

Its Children each year from diph­
theria. according to Dr. Geo. W. 
Cux, state health officer. It wa.>> 
responsible for 351 dt‘ath» in 1936

If you have a child six month> 
or more old, you are advised to 
take him to your physician and 
ask that a Shirk test be made t< 
detenniiie whether the child i? 
susceptible or immune from diph­
theria- -for 75 to 90 per cent of 
children under 12 years of ag< 
ARE susceptible.

Information that as high as 9< 
per cent of children under twelvi 
are susceptible was gamed fron 
Shirk teals carried out on thou­
sands of children during the pas' 
decade, and indicates that yourq. 
children should receive immuniz­
ing treatment against diphtheria 
without a preliminary Shick test. 
Such a test should, however, be 
carried out six months after pre­
ventive treatment, to make cer­
tain that immunity has been es­
tablished. In older children and 
adults a preliminary Shirk test 
is advisable, since immunity may 
already be present.

Diphtheria immunization is ac­
complished by the injection of 
toxoid. Your physician can tell 
if the immunization was success­
ful by giving the Shirk test four 
to SIX months after the la.st tox­
oid treatment. It takes that long 
for protection to develop.

There is no guess work about 
toxoid. It LS a safe and proven 
preventive. The wiae parent will 
take his child to the family doc­
tor now, before school opens and 
have him protected against dan­
ger of contracting diphtheria.

Burning Cedar Under Bange 
Building Frartiee Na. C2

Members of the state commit­
tee have made a very thorough 
investigation cf the question of 
burning cedar At their last 
meeting the following res«4ution 
was passed'

'The the following policy he 
adopted m regard lo burning ce­
dar on ranchaa claiming payment 
for rescuing the land from thu 
plant (1) Compliance must first 
be made by either cutting or pull­
ing. (2) It u optional with the 
individuals as to whether or not 
the cedar u to be burned in whole 
or in part from their ranges. (3) 
Range must be inspected for per­
formance prior to burning, and 
payment will not be certified if 
burned prior to inspections."

County committees should ad­
vise producers that the burning 
of cedar may destroy palatable 
plants growing on the range and 
increase eruaion. and that this 
fact may seriously reduce the ap­
praised carrying capacity for sub­
sequent years.

There are Mrvrral ranchers in 
the county who plan to spend all 
or mnat of their allotment under 
the range program for construc­
tion of spreader dams, terraces, 
and posture ridges. A spreader 
dam IS a dam built directly across 
a gully or wash to stop water and 
IS similar to a dirt tank in that it 
will also, in some cooes, moke a 
good water hole. A terrace ia 
built out from each end uf the 
dam that lakes water that other­
wise would rush down the creek 
doing no good and lota of dam­
age and .spreads it out over a 
wide area where it soaks into the 
ground. This water spreads 
slowly and does no washing. In 
the wide flats north and north­
east uf Sanderson buffalo grass 
grows wherever the water is 
slowed down enough to allow it 
to soak into the ground. Road­
beds in lota of caaea act aa ter­
races. This grass ranks higher 
than mesquite gross and most of 
the gramas os a sheep feed, and 
anything done to slow up the wa­
ter will tend to make it spread.

Many ranchers intend to spend 
their allotment on dirt tanks and 
headers. In many coses when the 
work is completed they will have 
some of the allotment left, not 
enough to build other tanks, but 
sufficient to build several miles 
of terracea, which coat from 15.20 
to $20.80 per mile, depending on 
their type. It will not coot the 
rancher any money to try this 
practice, os the dirt moving out­
fits in the county can construct 
them at the rate allowed under 
the range conservation practice.

The county agent has all equip- 
ment necesoary to locate theae 
terraces and will be glad to os 
«at any rancher at any time.
