In a mammoth meeting Mon­
day night members of the coun­
cil of Frlona approved a budget 
for the new year totalling $ 124,- 
809 to carry out the city's busi­
ness during I960.

Complicating the business of 
"guessing" at how much money 
it will take to carry each of the 
City's varied departments 
through the year is the fact 
that this year the city will 
change their fiscal year from a 
calendar year to a tax year.

This means the city will close 
their books for the year October 
1 of each year In place of the old 
way of closing the books at the 
end of the year.

Following the budget dis­
cussion the council voted to ask 
(or bids for a new garbage truck. 
The present vehicle is a 1946 
model dodge that Is "pretty well 
on its last legs." The council 
felt that after hearing prices 
quoted for overhauling the old 
truck the city would be better

off purchasing a new chassis 
rather rhan spend from $600 to 
$1,000 on the old vehicle.

Hie council also discussed 
at length the first reading of 
Ordinance No. 330 which re­
lates to the setting of costs in 
the city's Corporation Court.

At the present-time there Is 
no charge for court costs in rhe 
city's courts in case a defendant 
calls for a jury trial or pleads 
not guilty to a charge.

The council, feeling that with

the new insurance laws now in 
effect, thought that this year 
there will be an Increase in the 
calling for jury trials and as 
tn the pest there had been no 
need for such ordinance the city 
should think about such a pro­
cedure.

The new schedule will not 
affect a person if they plead 
guilty as has been the case be­
fore. The fine is left up to the 
judge to decide. But, if the de­
fendant pleads not guilty and

asks for a Jury trial the fine 
is up to the jury and a jury 
costs the city money therefore 
this ordinance is being drswn 
up.

The ordinance provides for 
coats not to exceed $18.SOtoac- 
company any jury trial and costs 
of $15.50 to cover costs of a 
trial where a jury isn't used.

The total coattothedcfendant. 
If found guilty, would be the 
fine plus the appropriate court

cost. If the jury finds the de­
fendant not guilty there is no 
charge at all.

In other business the council 
accepted the recommendation*
of the city's Planning & Zoning 
Commission concerning a 
petition for the rezoning of ce r ­
tain blocks in the south part of 
town. (This story is carried in 
detail elsewhere in the paper.)

Also the council instructed 
City Manager Albert Field to 
ask 'he highway department 
about the possibilities of erect­

ing a reflectorlazed sign on the 
east end of Highway 60 where 
the four lane diviaion begins. 
Several wrecks have happened 
at this spot, mainly due to the 
driver not seeing the divided 
lanes in time to miss the median 
in the middle of the road.

Poll tax sties reached a new 
high mark this year in Parmer 
County—not altogether unex­
pected. but nonetheless sig­

Tabulations aren't all in at 
Lee Thompson's assessor-col­
lector office in the courthouse, 
but it looks like the total is going 
to hit around 2655. That is ■ 
huge increase from the 1613 
who paid their $1.75 last year, 
and a substantial jump from the 
2483 that armed themselves 
with ballot privileges In 1956-- 
the last presidential election 
year.

There was the usual rush 
st the tax office Saturday, as 
Citizens lined up on the last 
day tcq-sltly them**.'.ester t»e 
r n p - v o t i n g  ptivlege* :h*t 
lie ahead.

Employees stayed on the job 
in the Farwell office until 5 
p. m. Saturday, and Thompson 
himself stayed on after that to 
make it possible for late­
comers to still get in under the 
wire.

One interesting aspect of poll 
tax sales this year is that 
Parmer County has a chance 
to outvote rheir Bailey County 
neighbors--probabl> for the 
first time. Sales st Vluleshoe 
are 2512 this year.

This year Parmer Counry 
Issued 75 exemption certif­
icates on poll taxes Most 
persons are familiar with the 
fact that a citizen otherwise 
qualified and just turning 21 
can get a " f r e e "  vote his or 
her first year.

Those who receive exemptions 
for disabilities snd those who 
obtain them upon moving here 
from other states are less well 
known classifications.however.

A person 60 or over does 
not have to pay the tax, but in 
Parmer County no exemptions 
are issued in this category.

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Why I Am A Democrat

A few years ago we modes mistake when it 
came to voting, and like a lot of other folks, 
we are paying for that mistake. W e l l . .  . we'll 
own up to making it. but right here and now 
we'U vow that such a mistake will never he 
made again by this person.

But--beck to our definition
Mr. Beggarly uses part of a speech made 

by Senator Jennings Randolph of Wear Virginia 
for hts definition and we shall do the same.

Said Senator Randolph, "First. I am a 
Democrat because 1 am young . . . even 
though the vears are magnified. 1 will be 
young with the Democratic Party."

"The Democratic Party, though the oldest 
political party in existence, is still the 
youngest in this country measured by vitality. 
Ours is the party of youth, for it sees the 
world in terms of its tomorrows while not 
relying entirely upon its yesterdays. Ours is 
the party with eyes in its forehead—not in 
Its hindhead.

"In this respect 1 have sometimes thought, 
that, rather than the elephant, a more ap­
propriate symbol (or the other party would 
be the vain and strutting peacock, with a 
thousand eyes in Its tail- all looking back­
ward. However, the ri«f<hant. w*th much 
memory but Uttle imag^an<*», will do . . .

" The valid concepts of the New Deal and 
the Fair Deal--and moat of them were valid- -  
have become an enduring part of our national, 
political, and economic life, and have pre­
vented the recurrence of the tragedies of the 
era of the thirties. Just ai the great 
depression tested the assumptions of the 
philosophy of ‘ let nature 'alie its course* 
-•and found those assumptions insufficient, 
so has the period since World War 11 tested 
the basic principles of the New Deal- and 
found them valid "

Space prevents ocher comments of Senator 
Randolph on his first point

"There is a second reason why t am a

Democrat." continued the Senator. "The 
Democratic Party is not afraid to dare. 
Our party, since, its founding by Thomss 
Jefferson in 1794, hss been willing to ex­
periment in the public interest. And it is 
no accident of history that throughout our 
national life the significant surges of growth 
toward the realization of the American dream 
have been associated with the Democratic 
Party . . . .

The fsrmer, 
the small businessman, the worker, the aged 
and the unemployed may advance their claims 
only If the budget is balanced to the satis­
faction of the dominant business executives

"The property interests of the corporation 
are only a segment of the total area of 
the meaning af property rights Without a fair 
price for his commodities, thefarmer's pro­
perty rights become an ironic jest--and a poor 
one . . .

"in thus recognizing a broader definition 
of property rights the Democratic Party 
hat sought to extend the fruits of democracy 
to an ever widening number ot people. For 
this reason the Democratic Party continues 
to attract, in ever increasing numbers, the 
farmer, laborer, the small businessman, 
the intellectual--and all those who look 
to the future, rather than to the past."
