Ships, planes, tanks, car s ,  
houses and the rest of the long 
list of defense necessities cost 
money. Present plans, accord­
ing to the most recent available 
figures, call for the expenditure 
for defen.se purposes of more 
than 40 billion dollars. This fig­
ure. as it stands. Is almost be­
yond comprehension. It Is more 
easily understood when It Is con­
sidered that a 35 000-ton bettle- 
.shlp, such as the U. 8. 8. North 
Carolina, costs 70 million dollars; 
that It takes 50 million dollars 
to build an aircraft carrier; M  
to 30 millions for a cruiser. A 
.single four-engine b o m b i n g  
plane costs nearly half a million 
dollars We need large numbers 
of these flying fortresses, as well 
as lighter bombers, dive bombers, 
pursuit planes, and still other

vlduals or corporations borrow 
from banks to purchase Gov­
ernment bonds, demand deposits 
are likely to expand Thb. U true 
becuusa banks usually pay for 
the bonds they purchase, not 
with actual cash, from their 
vaults, but by placing on their 
books newly created deposits to 
the credit of the Government 
The result Is the same if the 
baiik Is lending to Individuals or 
corporations for the purchase of 
Government bonds; that Is. de­
mand deposits to the credit of 
the Government Increase When 
the Government draws upon 
these deposits to defray some of 
Its expenses, the purchasing 
power of the general public Is In­
creased Hence the purchase of 
bonds through the creation of 
new demand deposits has been 
accomplished without a decrease 
In anyone’s spending, and pur­
chasing power Is Increased at a 
time when the volume of goods 
available Is limited by defense 
requirements Under these cir­
cumstances, an Inflationary rise 
in prices, with all Its attendant 
disadvantages, might result The 
purchase of bonds out of current 
savings, on the other hand, 
would not expand demand de­
posits It would .serve to reduce 
potential purchasing power, and 
thus to les-sen a tendancy toward 
higher prices 
Ilefense Savings Issues

Three new issues of United 
States Savings Bonds were of­
fered on May 1. 1941. They are 
known as Defense Savings Bonds, 
*4erles E. Scries F, and Scries G 
No limit has been set on the 
length of time during which 
these bonds will be offered fur 
sale, but the power to end that 
period rests with the S»*cretary 
of the Treasury. To facilitate the 
steady accumulation of savings 
by small Investors, a new De­
fense Series of postal savings 
stamps has been provided by the 
Piwt Office Department When 
a sufficient number of these 
stamps has been purchased, they 
may be exchanged for Defense 
Bunds

All ol the.se Defen.se Savings 
Bonds. Series E. Series F, and 
Series O. are registered bonds, 
issued only In the name of the 
owner The owner's name is w’rl- 
ten on each bond and It is pay­
able only to the ownier, unless he 
dies or Is In some way disabled 
Consequently, the.se bonds are 
not transferable, and may not be 
sold, or used as .security for a 
loan. The Secretary of the Treas­
ury may not call the bonds for 
redemption before their date of

U. S. Workers To 
Be Re-trained lor 
Defense Jobs

Additional national de(en:>e 
and lend-lease approprlatlotni 
are coming up, and It now ap­
pears that 2 500.000 more work- 
era will be required by the pri­
mary defense mdustrles by next 
summer This will double the 
present number

The Labor Department has 
estimated that 19.000.000 man- 
years of labor would be required 
In primary and secondao’ de­
fense production to meet the 
$47,000,000,000 In contracts and 
authorizations made up to July 
5 (Since then contracts and au­
thorizations have mounted to 
$60,000,000,000 )

The net annual addition to the 
nation's labor force, of young 
people growing up and leaving 
school and getting Jobs, after 
substractlon of deaths and re­
tirements. is little more than 
500,000 workers

So most of the Immediate and 
Imperative defense Industry jobs 
must be done by the “nonde- 
fense" Industrial workers of the 
nation

The men from the filling-sta­
tions, the gadget-factories the 
soldiers who are released from 
the army and the skilled work­
men who have been producing 
automubUes, washing-machines 
and the other useful Implements 
of a hlgh-standard-of-llving na­
tion. are turning rapidly Into 
defense workers Plow share.s are 
being converted to swords

Plants that turn out tank-s 
and guns and planes and ships— 
and the parts that go to make 
up these weapons of democracy 
—require skills which are differ­
ent In most cases from those 
practised In peacetime factories 
And moat of their workers must 
have at least some training for 
the new machines of defense

The need Is for re-tralning of 
men for defense, for the train­
ing of “non-defense" workers to 
do the production work of a new 
defense economy with different 
machines, working on harder 
metals In most cases, but with 
the same American mass-pro 
ductlon methods

The efficient factories, which 
have been engaged In producing 
the semi-luxuries which have 
become almost necessities In 
this rich land, are the obvious 
sources of “defense" labor, es­
pecially since the defense needs 
for materials are restricting 
their output now

The OPMs Labor Division a

program also tied together the  ̂
training programs of the U 8 | 
Civil Service Commission and 
the work experience proJecU of 
the National Youth Administra­
tion, the Works Project Admin-, 
Istratlon, and to some extent the 
Civilian Conservation Corps 
Within OPM there was estab-; 
lished a tralnlng-Wlthln-lndus- 

Branch, closely associatedtry
with the apprentlceslilp program 
of the Labor Department and  ̂
the states, which has worked In-1 
timately In the field with manu-, 
facturers in developing pro-1 
gram.s of In-plant training 

Speeaallsts from private and 
public life were enlisted Their 
aim throughout was to Insure an 
adequate supply of skilled and ; 
semi-skilled defense workers for 
the national crisis A neccessary ; 
part Of their effort was to utlll-. 
Ize the resources available, toj 
bring Into the production effort  ̂
the abilities of trained or avail­
able women, negroes, or other 
citizens whose Industrial abili­
ties have not been used and who 
contribute greatly If their use-' 
fulnes Is recognized 

Now comes the great test of 
this program Factories produc­
ing non-defense goods are about 
to lay o ff their production work­
ers In some "one-industry" 
cities and towns. thU may face 
many people with unemploy­
ment. or else the heartrending 
upivKitlng that goes with forced 
migration of working people 

A program of re-tralnlng and 
placement of such workers In 
defense jobs has been worked 
out. utllizatlng the combined 
efforts of local agencies the 
state and federal employment 
.services, employers, labor un­
ions and OPM's industrial ex­
perts -all aimed toward the 
major goal That goal Is to 
match men with jobs, to contrib­
ute to the defense effort by in­
creasing the effectiveness of 
manpower — woman-power - 
and prevent any “ priority un­
employment' which will throw 
workers out of jobs in one com­

munity in which no defense 
work has been placed 

The Federal government, hav- 
mg started the training program 
and subsidized Its oi>eratloiu. U 
anxious and willing to promote 
and adapt training to any spec­
ial situations 

Federal activities however, 
depend upon local spark-plugs— 
public minded cltUens of a la- 
callty who are ready to devote 
their time and their e fforu  to 
the mobilization of their schools, 
their camps, and their local ac­
tivities, to the national effort to 
do something for defense—and 
for their own people
