In the present emergency, the 
following steps are Indicated for 
the protection of life and prop­
erty In Texas, and according to 
Gov Stevenson, .should b«- taken 
In order

1 Industrial and public works 
protection by private guards.

2 Protection by lex's! police 
authorities,

3. If local police are unable 
to handle an emergency situa­
tion. the State Police will as­
sist,

4 If all police protection 
proves Inadequate, the Governor 
will order out the Texas Defense 
Guard,

5. If State forces require as­
sistance, the United States Ar­
my will take over 

It Is Incumbent upon all bus­
iness establishments, organiza­
tions, individuals, county gov­
ernments and municipalities to 
provide for their own defense 
and protection as far as po.sslble.

When the emergency becomes 
so great that the State Police 
are needed, they can be relied 
upon to move In quickly and 
render effective service 

In case of major catastrophe, 
or the threat thereof the o ffi­
cers and men of the Texas De­
fense Guard will be found quite 
able to give adequate reinforce­
ment to the State Police force 

I f  the situation Is so serious 
that State and local forces com­
bined prove Inadequate, the 
Governor will call upon the Uni­
ted States Army for a.ssistance 

Co-operation of the Veterans' 
organization is essential as these 
men are trained In discipline 
and action under fire and can 
doubtless bo of great a.'slstance.

As progre.ss Is made In the or­
ganization and details are 
worked out citizens of Terrell 
will be kept Informed and in­
structions will be given as to 
what procedure they can follow 
to be of the most help in the 
work

School Fire Drills 
May Turn lo Air 
Raid Drills Now

The local school authorities 
are following the Instructions of 
the U S Office of Civilian De­
fense In preparation for the re­
mote danger of possible air raid. 
Although no actual danger is 
anticipated In this locality, the 
safe thing Is to be prepare. The 
Instruction given to teachers 
and pupils are for the fire drills 
to be turned Into an air raid 
drill Pupils and teachers are re­
quired to report to an air raid 
refuge, usually an Inner corri­
dor of the building which has 
more than one exit No one is 
permitted to leave the building 
during an air raid alarm Par­
ents are requested not to go to 
school building or telephone 

The country Is suddenly and 
unexpectedly In war and every 
effort should be made to organ­
ize and win by furnishing secur­
ity and defense at home, accord­
ing to the U 8 Office of Civil­
ian Defense
