This small 10c stamp. If It is 
all they can afford Ls Just as 
Important In giving that person 
a part In the defense of the na­
tion as the $I 000 paid by the 
party who could afford It with­
out any great sacrifice

There were 360 purchases 
made during the month of Jan­
uary Many ol the purchases 
were made by the same people 
There arc. according to the lat­
est census Iqiures. 2,952 per.soiia 
In Terrell County If every per­
son doe.s his part In this great 
program, there will be more than 
that amount of purcha.ses, for 
many will buy small Mamps each 
week The money must come, 
and It IS hoi>*d that enough will 
come from this campaign to pre­
vent a probable payroll tax 
which has been .suggested as a 
means of more revenue This 
would mean that from every pay 
check a certain jx’r cent will be 
deducted In the form of taxes 
And monies Ihusly taken will
