Chapter Home Service work­
ers and Field Directors are being 
supplied by the War DcpartiiiciU 
with the official forms and a 
booklet explaining provisions of 
the law Mrs Tol Murrah Is 
Home Service chairman of the

Application for a family al­
lowance should be made by the 
soldier in every case where prac­
ticable In certain Instances, 
however, the application may be 
made by relatives or dependents

Soldiers on duly overseas may 
obtain application forms from 
their commanding officers Rel­
atives or dependents may obtain 
applKation forms from the 
nearest army instajatlon or 
their local Red Cross chapter

If the application Is made by 
a piison other than Ih* Service­
man, docmentary evidence must 
accompany the application On 
the other hand If the soldier 
himself makes the application 
he IS allowed six months tn 
which to furnish dex-umentary 
proof t-j the War D parlment 
Fi-.ld Directors will assist sold­
iers and chapters will aid de­
pendents in furnishing this e- 
vldeiice
