The first is easeiitlal to pt‘Oce 
because Uie alternative to free 
enterprise Is state socialism and 
state socialism leads to war The 
dictators have proved that The 
second Is essential because our 
cdb|)eratioii is neces.sary to en­
force a Just peace Ttie third Ls 
esaeiitlal bec.iuse nations tied 
together by trade are far le.ts 
incUiied to fight

Every effort must be made to 
awaken people to the fact that 
our leadership is wirely needed
