Our government will go bank­
rupt If highly prtKluctive private 
Industry capable of paying 
heavy taxes. Is not encouraged 
and maintained in these days of 
hundred-billion-dollar war bud­
gets A majority o f people have 
no conception of truth o f his 
assertion A single Industry, the 
rallroad.s, are at the prcient 
time paying more in taxes than 
the total cott of the Federal 
government a few short years 
ago

Railway taxes for the first 
eight months of l*H3 totaled 
approximately SI 206.362 000 or 
an average of $5,353 000 a day 
This is at the rate of $2 044 000 - 
UUU a year Statistical experts 
are of the opinion that rail taxes 
fur the calendar year 1943 will 
be In the neighborhood of possi­
bly a little more than $2 000 000,- 
000, It IS estimated that 21 or 22 
per cent o f total railn ads rev­
enues In 1943 will go to pay 
taxeN

It is not an accident that the 
railroads are able to pay Mich 
astronomical sums Neither is it 
Just a matter of writing a law 
and sending the tax collector 
around B.ick of the railroads' 
W 000.000 000 tax bill is an epoch 
of transportation development

These factors are ex­
pected to help offset the extra 
rust of harvesting the sparse 
.stands in rugged country.

Where the usual practice had 
been lo pack the shrubs out on 
burros and bale it in crude hand 
pre.s.se.s, the foresters are using 
tractors and trailers to do the 
collecting and power balers to 
prepare it for shipment. Such 
practices have helped to reduce 
labor needs. Camps have been 
pitched out on the range 

The plants, which look very 
niurh like sagebrush, are pulled 
out of thr ground, since bran- 
ehe.s and roots alike yield rub­
ber In extracting rubber, the 
entire plant is growing up in 
water The rubber separates 
from the plant fibers and floats 
to the .surface in particles. Cul­
tivated strains of the plant pro­
duce a.s much as 20 percent of 
their dry weight in rubber. It is 
reported but yield from the wild 
-hrub is somewhat lower 

Guayule has been cultivated 
exi>erimetitally in a limited 
manner in the United States for 
the past 30 years and has 
been much Improved as to rub- 
b<-r content Under cultivation, 
the .hrub may be harvested in 
two or three years when grown 
< n irrigated land, or five years 
on dry farm land The average 
age of the wild .shrub now being 
harvp.sted is believed to be about 
14 year.s
