Any farmer who needs more 
than 300 Ixiard feel of lumber 
should apply to the County .AAA 
of flee at Sander.son for a certi­
ficate The committee ha.s 
authority to ls.sue farmers' lum­
ber certificates for e.s.sential 
maintenance and repair u.se and 
for new construction • other 
than re.sldencesi where the cost 
ts not more than $1,000 |)cr farm 
l>er calendar year The commit­
tee also will Issue certificates for 
lumber needed for emergencies 
For construction which must be 
approved bv the War Produc­
tion Board, the ACA committee 
receives farmer’s applications 
and makes recommendations 
but does not Ivuie rertlficates

Farmer’s lumber certlfleates 
rank as "certified and rated 
order, with ratings as high as

quoted This celebrated expert 
b'lieves an Investment of 50 
billion dollars will accomplish 
the desired end The reasoning 
IS .sound, and I am basing this 
estimate on his figures.
Indirect Uompetition 

Cheap foreign labor has long 
b«*en a challenge to American 
efficiency, although aliens may 
never under-bid American citli- 
ens for work on U S. soil again; 
their competition will be Indi­
rect The hazard Is that Euro- 
|)can and Asiatic manufacturers 
will u.se their cheap help to In- 
itatc American goods and then
