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THIRTY COUNTIES 
LOSE CATTLE FROM 
WHEAT POISONING

CX)LLEGE STATION July 6 -  
Abuut 8.000 cattle valued at 
$607,300 have been lost during 
the |a.st wheat grazing season In 
30 Texas cwnties as a result of 
"wheat poLsonlng,” according to 
a preliminary .survey made by a 
committee studying the situa­
tion.

The survey .'^the first step to­
ward a .solution of the wheat 
poi.sonlng" problem outlined at 
a recent conference called in 
Amarillo by Dr. Ide P Trottei 
director of the Texas A and M 
College Extension Service New­
ton Harrell, cattleman from 
Claude, Is chairman of the con»- 
mittee making the preliminary 
Inquiry.

Of 595,032 animals which had 
been grazed on wheat, largest 
lo.s.ses occurred in animals four 
years or older, the reixirt show­
ed Los.ses occurred during all 
months during which wheat l? 
grazed on the Plains, but e.spe- 
cially during February and 
March There seemed to be no 
relation between lo.sses and the 
period of grazing before loss 
Some deaths occurred when the 
wheal had been grazed as little 
as two weeks and .some when it 
had been grazed three to four 
months.

In .some Instances cattle vic­
tims of “wheat poisoning" had 
been given mineral and rough­
age supplements, and In other 
cases not.

Greatest los.ses were reported 
by Hansford County, with 1,500 
and Potter County with 1,000 
Ochiltree reported 600 lost, Sher­
man 500, and F7oyd 480 County 
Agricultural Agent A P Bralley 
Amarillo, committee .secfetary, 
compiled the report.

It Is 
essential that not only public 
health officials but the citlsens 
living In their respective homes 
or operating eatablisltments 
serving the public cooperate 
wholeheartedly with the local 
sanitation policy," declared Dr 
Geo.

AUSTIN. T E X . July 8,—Forty 
representatives of Texas public 
schools, selected from all over 
the state, started today, at 
the University of Texas, on an 
effort to save the lives of nearly 
one thousand Texas school 
children annually.
