Orange, Tex,, March 8.—An 
unusual n ew  protective coating 
for the "outer skin" of ships of 
the inactive fleet which will be 
berthed here will kill barnacles 
or any other life that attempts 
t o cling to the v e s s e l  and i s 
good for five years in .salt water 
and 15 years m fresh water the 
Navy disclosed U>dav

This application will be ap­
plied to th{> ships in mothballs 
of the SUteenth f- leet. and ships 
out of commission can be made 
ready tor sea within 30 days

Ttie N a v y  also disclosed that 
one or more ,<>hips in each berth­
ing unit will be left in commis­
sion. with a s k e l e t o n  crew a- 
buard. for maintenance of the 
other ships in the unit The Re­
serve ships left in commission 
can be returned to active service 
m 10 days.

AUSTIN. March 9—That the 
inclusion of proper foods in the 
daily diet plays a very important 
part in th« maintenance of good 
health was stressed In a state­
ment I s s u e d  this week b y Dr 
Oeo W. Cox. State Health O ffi­
cer.

"On  ̂ of the mo s t  dreaded of 
all diseases, pellagra, u caused 
entirely by not eatmg the kinds 
of food which would insure a 
properly balanced diet." Dr Cox 
said. "The p u b l i c  Is prone to  
overlook the serious nature of 
p e l l a g r a  At best It u an un­
comfortable and unpleasant di­
sease. but aside from thu, there 
Is one possible result that can 
be very tragic. All too frequently 
pellagra leads to serious mental 
duturbances.** Dr Cox warned 
'and In some cases, actual in­
sanity "

Officer, pellagra Is known as a 
disease which is no respector of 
persons There is danger of pel­
lagra striking a t any age and 
either sex when th^ diet is con­
sistently faulty
