Bob Saunders, district man­
ager. visited the city manager,

His explanation was very 
similar to the explanations for 
the unnecessarily long delays 
commonly encountered when 
repair of a telephone is re­
quested. According to Outland, 
Saunders said that he did not 
get the word about the meet­
ing.

(Stelnberger prepared a report for the o r ­

Unusually cold weather with a 
temperature of -5 rdegrees be­
low zero on the night of 10 
January caused contraction of 
the ground and street Just east 
of the water tower and thereby 
caused a 4" water main to sep- 
erate. Only the Frlona Growers 
and Shippers was affected by 
the outage and repairs were 
made after the arrival of more 
favorable weather on 16-1" Jan­
uary.

F reeze plugs and pins giving 
away In frozen meters pre­
vented any serious damage to 
the water meters, however. 24 
meters were renovated, cleaned 
and replaced during the month.

Approximately 4,094,691 gal­
lons of sewage were pumped 
during the period. Eight 
hundred forty-nine klllowatt 
hours of electricity were used 
at an approximate cost of $8.12.

Of the eight fire calls dur- 
Int the month, only two were In­
side the cltv limits for an esti­
mated loss of $400. The remain­
ing six calls were to rural 
areas with an estimated total 
loss of $5,'00.

The two orders for firehoses, 
placed during December, ar­
rived at the City of Erlona Fire 
Department on 27 January. Re­
ceipt of the siren and rwo hand 
extinguishers were still pend­
ing.

There were a total of 26 
arrests made during the month. 
Of these, 7 were for drunken-
r. ss, 2 for vagrancy and In­
vestigation, 9 for traffic vio­
lations and the remaining 8 
were given traffic warning ci­
tations.

After extreme cold tempe­
ratures In the middle of the 
period, over a half Inch of rain 
fell on 25 January to cause 
the patching of 98 small holes 
In 5,6,7 and 8th streets during 
the following three days.

Farmera repraaentlng Par- 
mar and 11 Panhandle and South 
Plalna Countlas haard a report 
Tuesday night at tha Hilton Ho­
tel InPlalnvlew from David Bur- 
geaa, Praaldant of tha Plalna 
Irrigation Caa Uaera Associa­
tion regarding tha affort made 
by the group to recure lagle- 
ladon at tha recent Special 
Saaaion of the Leglalature.

Tha leglaladen Bought would 
have given to farmera tha aama 
right of appeal to tha Railroad

The meeting was attended by 
over 100 farmera and business­
men, Including 30 from Parmer 
County, which was the largest 
delegation ever present at a 
Board of Directors meeting of 
the Plains Irrigation Gas Users 
Association. Burgess com­
mended the group on the con­
duct of their effort to secure 
the legislation In Austin, and the 
group enthusiastically re­
sponded and without exception 
expressed determination that no 
effort would be spared until 
relief had been secured.

Connally Blasts

Two Big Problems Left

Governor Proclaims 
Session Productive

A hectic final night ended the 
special session of the Texas 
Legislature. Two major prob­
lems — loan regulation and 
appropriations — were left un­
finished.

Senate killed the loan regu­
latory bill by a two-vote margin, 
after the Houae had approved 
It by 18 vote*. It was described 
by experts as the strongest loan 
regulatory law In the nation.

Death came to the appropria­
tions bill In the Houae. It would 
have provided money to adver­
tise for tourists, repair San 
Jacinto Monument, repair dam­
ages done to atate properties 
fires, pay Senate employees, 
and finance a number of other 
Items.

Gov. Price Daniel called It a 
very productive session, never­
theless.

He said It had settled two 
long-standing Issues — bank 
escheat reporting and farm-to- 
market road policy.

Daniel was disappointed about 
the failure of the loan legisla­
tion, tourist advertising, and 
Sen Jacinto Monument repairs. 
But he said he would not call 
this Legislature beck into ses­
sion In the foreseeable future.

Lewmakert headed for home 
to file for re-election and begin 
their campaigns for the aame 
or other offices.

This session set some sort 
of a record for fast action on 
bills to aolve local problems. 
These ranged from closing the 
season on alligator* In Orange 
County, to a score of bills 
creating new water districts 
(to undertake drainage, hurri­
cane protection or water supply 
project*).

Daniel was pleased at the bill 
changing the name of the State 
Board of Water Engineer* to 
the Texas Water Commission,

and reworking It into an Image 
of the State Highway Commis­
sion. The chief engineer takes 
over full administrative con­
trol, leaving policy matters In 
the hand# of the three-member 

commission.
Governor Daniel studied a 

flood of mall, telegrams and 
phone calls, which he had 
elicited, and decided that there 
was a definite public demand for 
him to try to become Texas’ 
first four-term governor.

WHO SHOULD CENSOR?— 
Question of school book censor­
ship was buffeted about by 22 
witnesses, when the Houae 
Textbook Investigating Com­
mittee held Ita fourth weekly 
public hearing.

Some 200 persons attended 
the hearing.

Frank Wardlaw, director of 
the Unlveralty of Texas Pres*, 
said, “ There are no men wise 
enough to serve as censors." 
He atated that he would prefer 
that hla children’ s textbooks be 
censored by authoritative pro­
fessors. rather than by un­
qualified Individuals,

Author J. Frank Doble said 
“ the more textbooks are cen­
sored. the weaker they be­

com e.”
The opinion that regulation 

of teaching materials by elected 
trustee* has worked satis­
factorily was expressed by 
former Baylor U n iv e r s it y  
trustee Joseph M. Dawson.

Back-Tag Testing Keeps 
County Records Current

___A new method for screening
market cattle for brucellosis 
will make the job of keeping 
Parmer County on the modlfled- 
certlfied list much easier, said 
County Agent Coker today. The

county agent explained the new 
program under six basic points.

Cattle being sold for beef are
identified with a special back tag 
at the ranch or assembly points 
on the way to market. Blood

samples are collected from the 
tagged animals at the packing 
plant or other designated points.

Signup Opens For ’62 
Feed Grain Program

Growers of corn and grain 
sorghum may sign up to take 
part In the 1862 Feed Grain 
Program starting on this com ­
ing Monday, Februai> 12. 1862. 
The signup period will extend 
from February 12 through 
March 30. 1862.

Operation of the program will 
be similar to the 1961 Feed 
Grain Program. Likewise. Its 
objectives are the same — (1) 
To Increase farm Income; (2) 
to further reduce the excess 
feed stocks; (3) to reduce Gov. 
ernment costs of farm pro­
grams; (4) to reduce the "lsk 
of serious overproduction of 
meat, poultry, and dairy pro­
ducts; and (S) to assure con­
sumers of fair and stable prices 
for these products.

All producers of corn and 
grain sorghum are eligible to 
take part in the teed grain pro­
gram. which calls for the di­
version of acreage formerlv

planted to one or more of these 
crops Into an approved so il- 
conserving use. The program Is 
voluntary, bur program par­
ticipation by farmera who pro­
duce these feed grain crops Is 
required If they want to be 
eligible for price support on 
their feed grain crops. Includ­
ing oats and rye.

For corn and grain sorghum, 
there must be a minimum r e ­
duction of 20 per cent from the 
farm’ s 1858-60 average acre­
age of these crops and the pro­
ducer muat not exceed the 
farm’s barley base. For barley, 
there muat be a minimum re ­
duction of 20 per cent In the 
farm’ s average 1858-60 barley 
acreage, and the producer must 
not exceed the farm’s corn and 
grain sorghum base.

Producers of oats and rye will 
be eligible for 1862-crop price 
support If thev comply with 
either the com -grain sorghum

Survey Aimed 
At Purchases

A scientifically selected 
group of Tbxas rural families 
will be asked soon to report 
on the things they bought In 
1861, It was announced today 
by Mr. Cary D. Palmer, State 
Agricultural Statistician.

Questions about their pur­
chases will be asked as part 
of a nation -wide Survey of Con - 
sumer Expenditures, first of 
Its kind In 20 years. Infor­
mation about families on farms 
and in towns under 2,500 pop­
ulation will be gathered by the 
L. S. Department of Agriculture 
and similar Information from 
families In metropolitan areas 
will be gathered by the U. S. 
Department of Labor.

Results at the survey are ex­
pected to be used by Govern­
ment In guiding legislation and 
policies, and by people in In­
dustry and business to deter­
mine consumer needs.

Under the new method, 
counties can be recertified If 
at least five per cent of all 
breeding cattle In the county are 
tested each year or a total of IS 
per cent for each three -  year 
period, Jhe county agent ex­
plained. Only female cattle three 
years of age or older are back- 
tagged and tested.

If we fall to qualify under this 
method, the animal disease 
eradication division must come 
Into the county at the end of 
three years and check 20 per 
cent of the herds and20 per cent 
of the cattle In these herds not 
participating In the backtag 
program until a 15 per cent total 
has been reached. All pure- 
breed breeders or registered 
breeders also will be required 
to test 20 per cent of their 
cowa over a three year period 
If they cannot qualify by test­
ing at least 15 per cent cull 
cattle.

It will definitely be to your 
advantage to participate in this 
program, for you will never have 
to retest your herd unless you 
come up with some reactors at 
the testing station. Then the 
state or federal veterinarian 
would work with you to clear up 
your herd.

Kenneth Holum of the Depart­

ment of Interior reported to a 
committee; "Water Is becoming 
a more precious asset every day 
we live. In every area of [he na­
tion the demand for clean, fresh 
water threatens to outrun the 
available supply.

Today Americans are con­
suming 60 per cent of our fresh 
water supply. By 1875, with our 
tremendous growth In popu­

lation, we will be consuming 
80 per cent of the supply pres­
ently available. The U, S, Ge­
ological Survey predicts that by 
1880 we will be using 600 billion 
gallons per day. This Is double 
the present rate.”

On July 28 the Texas Board of 
Water Engineers presented to 
Governor Price Daniel a plan 
for development of Texas Water 
resources to meet the antici­
pated water needs of the State 
to 1880. The board warned that 
"despite the water development 
projects completed In the past, 
Texas’ water problems continue 
to grow In magnitude and com - 
plexity,”  and that ‘ ‘ additional 
development of our water re ­
sources will be essential to 
provide for a rapidly expanding

population and an accompany tng 
expansion of industrial ca ­
pacity.”

The board's reports reveal 
that "through proper develop­
ment, Texas has adequate water 
to meet Its municipal and in­
dustrial needs In 1880 and sus­
tain agriculture and other 
uses.”  but that Its studies ” ln- 
dlcate that continuous planning 
and Increasingly comprehens­
ive studies will be essential 
to bring about development of 
the state's water resources

need not take a back seat.
Marshall alao haa the dis­

tinction of having been the lar­
gest producer of sesame In the 
U. S. In 1958 he had 450 acres 
that produced 1150 pounds per 
acre.

It la a direct result of having 
grown sesama that enabled 
Marehall to this year bacome 
the number one corn producer 
on the High Plains. Having plan­
ted sesame successfully for 
several years, he felt he should 
route his acreage to another 
crop. The emergency feed grain 
legislation In 1961 established 
grain sorghum acreage quotas 
baaed on production record* 
for the previous two yeera. That 
means that Marahall had a very 
•mall production record for an 
acreage basis.

Marshall Investigated com  
and negotiated a contract with 
Texaa Sesame Grower* *t 
Muleshoe to produce 500 acre* 
of ‘ 'Food grade”  corn. That 
la corn used In food products 
such •* tortillas and corn chips. 
These corn meal products have 
made tremendous gains In pop­
ularity throughout the country.

Under terms of the contract, 
Marshall was to be paid $2.25 
per hundred based on a mois­
ture content of 14 percent. Seed 
Grower* agreed to be responsi­
ble for drying the corn.

A major part of the corn 
used for food purposes Is white 
corn and Marshall agreed to 
plant 305 acres to white var­
ieties. He said this caused some 
anxiety on his part becauae 
he felt he could get higher pro­
duction from yellow varletle*. 
However, It turned out that 
Marshall’ s best yield was 148 
bushels, which was planted to a 
white hybrid, Asgrow 105-W.

Marahall planted 195 acres 
of Texas 30 yellow corn, 85 
acres to Texas 17-W and 220 
acres In Asgrow 105-W. He 
planted almost 16 pounds of 
seed per acre, and he planted 
the entire 500 acres between 
April 20 and May 5.

Early planting of corn on 
the High Plain* has been recom­
mended by experiment stations. 
Marshall la convinced that ear­
ly planting was one lmporunt 
reason for his success In com .

Marshall irrigated hla com  
crop with one preplant appli­
cation and three applications of

water during the growing sea­
son. The amount of water used 
was about the same as he would 
have used for grain sorghums.

This bumper crop of corn 
was harvested with a Big C 
Gleaner combine with a four 
row corn head attachment. Mar­
ahall started harvesting Oct­
ober 21 and finished the har­
vest on November 11, HI*
neighbor* In the Bovina area 
verify Marahall didn’ t slow 
down for ‘ ‘ water or coa l" . The 
maximum amount harvested In 
one day, beginning at 10 o' 
clock In the morning and flop­
ping at 10 o'clock at night,
•mounted to 230,000 pound*.

Four trucka were required 
to haul the corn from the farm

to Muleahoe. The molaturecon- 
tent during the harvest varied 
between 15^ and 30?6 with 
the average at about 17%. 
Marahall feels hla harvest me­
thod was the most efficient and 
allowed the earliest posalble 
delivery of his corn crop, 

Marahall hat been farming 
In the Bovina area since 1952. 
He owns 560 acres In Parmer 
County and In 1961 rented an 
additional 560 acres. Marshall 
Is a member of the Farmers 
Union. Billy and hla wife, E r­
nestine, are active In the Church 
of Christ st Bovina where Billy 
also serves as an elder In the 
congregation. Thev have three 
children, Joyce age 15. Billy 
age 13, and Meloney age 9.

Greenbugs develop to large 
numbers under certain condi­
tions and may cause serious los - 
ses. These plant lice suck sap 
from plants of all small grains. 
Infested fields may have small 
’ ’ deadened’ ’ areas during the 
winter. Later, greenbugs In 
these spots may continue to In­
crease and soon migrate 
throughout the field. In some 
cases, entire fields of grain 
•re killed. Greenbugs cause 
more damage when wheat or 
small grains are suffering 
from deficient molature In mild 
winters and cool springs. The

might be expected Irrigated 
wheat can withstand larger pop­
ulations of greenbugs without a 
marked loss In yields.

Results of experimental tests 
during the past 5 years Indicate 
the moat benefit from applica­
tions of insecticides on wheat 
resulted when they were applied 
In March and April. It la Impos­
sible to outline specifically the 
condition under which Insecti­
cides should be applied for 
greenbug control. However, the 
Information presented In the ac­
companying table may serve as 
a guide for treatment.

greenbug reproduce* rapidly 
at temperatures between 55 and 
75 degrees F. Its natural ene­
mies, however, reproduce very 
slowly when the temperatures 
are below 65 degrees F. Thus, In 
cool weather the greenbug may 
Increase to enormous numbers 
while the number of Its natural 
enemies Increase slowly.

Make a minimum of five 
counts, each consisting of 1 
linear foot of row, at random 
while walking diagonally across 
the field. More counts may be 
necessary where large acreages 
are Involved. Greenbugs should 
be shaken from the plants onto 
• piece of paper or cloth and 
counted.

The necessity for applying In­
secticides for greenbug control 
depends on such factors as the 
number of greenbugs present, 
size and vigor of plants, variety, 
temperature, time of year, 
moisture conditions, state of 
growth and presence or absence 
of parasites and predators. As

The appearance of small 
deadened areas caused by 
greenbug feeding Is also a 
good Indication that insecti­
cides should be applied. Oc­
casionally populations of 25 
to 50 greenbugs per foot In 
very young or spring planted 
small grain msy warrant treat­
ment. This Is especially true 
where oats and barley are 
Involved. Both oats and barley 
•re considerably more sus­
ceptible to greenbugs than 
wheat.

Mayba we shouldn't ever even 
think of It. but we can remember 
the time when. If an employ ee 
got too sorry for hli job and 
there was a fellow anxious to 
make a good hand, the sorry 
one was fired and the new one 
hired. Now, however, if a fe l­
low geta a suggestion for 1m. 
proving his efficiency or In­
creasing his output, he run* to 
his union boat and Insists on,a 
raise, or Improved worklAg 
conditions, both of which he 
usually geta, thua teaching hla 
employer that he should not be 
meddling In the area of h lsem . 
p lo y e d  business.

On January 19, 1962, the 
President of the United States 
Issued an executive order okay­
ing unionization of federal em ­
ployees. Since nearly all of them 
already have immunity to being 
fired under Civil Service, they 
will probably be quite brave in 
their demands they make to

their employer for more pay 
and leas work.

If the U.S. Labor Department 
has Its way, farmers will soon 
be required to ask when he may 
hire a new man, put him to work, 
and at what pay for how many 
hours. The regulations already 
In effect in some truck farming 
activities require the farmer to 
be prepared to pay a minimum 
of two houra wages If he so 
much at aaka hla employe# to 
get up in time to report to work 
and then finds the weedier has 
changed enough to prevent be­
ginning of the work. Of course. 
If thoy get to work a faw min­
utes before conditions develop 
to atop them, they get three 
hour’ s pay.

As you all know, thelrrlgatlon 
Gaa L'ser’ a Association bill 
failed to become law. Wa believe 
It should hava succeeded. Wa 
hear there may be some new 
legislators In some of the dis­
tricts because of some of the 
happenings. This Is ons 
lnstsncs, but svsryvotsr should 
watch ths vots of his legislator 
In Austin and Washington so he 
will know whether he la the 
right man to keep, come next 
election time.

Dividends received by tax­
payers during 1961 must be re ­
ported on federal Income tax 
returns, John J. Sloan, Admin­
istrative Officer, for Internal 
Revenue Service, Lubbock. 
Texas, said t#;!ay.

He explained:
"I f  you own stock In a cor­

poration, the pay menu you r e ­
ceive out of the company's earn­
ings and profits are called divi­
dends and must be reported in 
your tax return.

"Usually, dlvldlerds are paid 
in cash, but if paid in m er­
chandise or other property, they 
are taxable at their fair market 
value.

"You must report those dlvl-

dents credited to your account 
as well as those which you ac­
tually receive.

•‘You also must report the 
dividends on your stock which 
Is held In the name of your brok­
er.

•'Your distributable share of 
dividends from partnerships, 
estates and trusts must also 
be reported."
