I was Iimpressed with the
turnout at the watershed proj-
ect meeting In Hub Tuesday
night, It was one of the largest
attendances which | have seen
at any meeting of that nature
during the past six months,

I, personally, counted 75 peo-
ple in the building. Admittedly,
a program of this type should
draw a larger crowd, But it is
better than the 35 to 40 which
seems to be the average atten-
dance at such functions -- es-
peically during good farming
weather,

I have no real way of knowing
how many of the Star subscrib-
ers have read the article onthe
proposed dams which have been
carried during the past few
weeks, but a newspaper article
cannot possibly fully describe
the information presented at
the Tuesday meeting--with full

impact,
When | first head of the
project, | looked at it with

scepticism, Several questions
as to the real value of the
dams popped into mind,

First, there was the question
of what the project would cost
people of this county. The
answer recelved was about one
cent per acre per year,

Second, how long would the
dams last? The answer was
from fifty to one hundred and
fifty years, depending on the
maintenance,

Third, what specific lasting
benefits could the county re-
ceive from the dams. The ac-
tual cash benefit to the resi-
dents all along the draw has
been estimated by government
agents at $1,25 return for every
dollar invested in the project,

In addition, there is the value
of the water retained. Every
drop of water retained in this
county is that much which will
be added to the underground
supply. It does not have to seep
into the waterbearing forma-
tion to ald in preserving the
water level, If it {s used from
the lake, an equivilant amount
of water will be left under-
ground for future use,

One question {s not answered
and cannot be answered to my
sadsfaction until the actual
dams are constructed, It is,
would a lake, if the dam was
enlarged beyond the minimum
specifications, containwater all
year or would itdry up and leave
any fish or other such life mired
in the mud? Is there enough
water shed into the draw each
year to keep the lakes full?

If the answer to the last
question is yes, | am of the
opinion that we should get be-
hind the project and push it to
a reality,

The more | have been able to
find out about the project, the
more | believe it would be a
benefit to the county and general
area, As far as obtaining ease-
ments for the structures is
concerned, | would be most
happy to have someone come in
and build a $250,000 structure
on my land and then say ‘“Here,
it's yours.” That is essentially
what would occur {f an individual
granted easements for thedam,

The water and all privileges
for use of the impounded water
would be his in most cases,
