Safety sticker* may be ob­
tained at any safatv inspection 
station and. providing no re ­
pair* are needed, w ill cost one 
dollar. License plate* must be 
obtained from the county tax 
office.

Citations will also be Issued 
for operating a scooter with ar 
excessively loud muffler, 
Moorman warned.

Inflation Cheats I s All
Some of our problems develop so gradually that it la difficult co realize the seriousness of 

Impact. One such is Inflation. Oscar Schlagall tells in the March Reader's Digest, for example, 
when his son was born In 1931 he arranged to have $2,000 for his college education.

At that time tuition costs at major private universities ran to about $500 a year and It seemed 
Idea. Butb> the time the boy was ready for college tuition coats had more than doubled 

a result of continuing inflation.
Despite U. S. cost-of-living figures which show only an average rise of 23.1 per cent over tha 

decade. Schisgall writes, many essential costs have risen from 100 to 300 per cent. Medical 
have gone up 47.4 per cent. The poor and aged, many of whom live in rooming houses and 

in reataurants. face similarly spiraling costs.
A pencil that coat two cants ten years ago now costs six cents, Schisgall writes; a typewriter 

coat $210 ten year* ago. was replaced this ear by a new one costing well over $200. 
article, titled "Hidden Hazards of Inflation," also notes that tha tax collector profits 

the 23.1 percent Increase In the cost of living; the man who earned $4000 ten years ago. must 
get about $5000 this year Just to keep up. Yet he paid 20 per cent income on his $4000 salary and 

jmust pay 22 per cent on the higher figure, with no increase In his real Income.
"In flation ," Schisgall concludes, " Is  a national problem, a national hazard which affects the 

lives and fortunes of each of us." Those who wonder how wild Inflation can become may well 
recall that In Germany in 1923 It took a trillion paper marks to equal the value of Just one in 1914. 

•Thus, all Americans should read this article now - or be prepared to weep later.

This Is the time of the year 
when young of the wild has a 
tendency at times to stray from 
the mother, and persons art-In­
clined to want to make pets. This

.deer.
Persons who capture and at­

tempt to confine wild animals 
as pets are subject to arrest 
for violation. In addition, many 
of these young animals turn out 
to be not such good pets, and 
many times they revert to nature 
and Injure their benefactors.

An additional risk In picking 
up these youngsters Is In the 
rabies threat, which has been 
spreading, particularly among 
skunks. Skunks should be avoid­
ed for thi s ,  a mong  other 
reasons, and d o m e s t i c  pets 
should be kept away from them 
at aH times.

W e can be proud of the leadership our organi­
zation has taken, through the years, in many areas 
of American life. Perhaps most important is the 
matter of preparing girls for the dual role of twen­
tieth-century woman; motherhood and homemak­
ing plus active citizenship outside the home Ba 
den-Powell in England and Juliette Low in this 
country were among the first to recognize that 
training in the traditional womanly virtues could 
and must be combined with training for respon­
sible participation in civic affairs Not only the 
content of the Girl Scout program but the way it 
is carried out in troops contributes to this end. It 
is no accident that from Brownie age onward. 
Girl Scouts learn to govern themselves in the troop 
with increasing effectiveness, to take initiative in 
planning their own group activities, to evaluate 
the results of their planning, to share the work.

Girl Scouting was also among the earliest groups 
offering an opportunity for women and girls to 
serve others in an organized way, on a large scale. 
In the Fourth Liberty l>oan Drive during World 
W’ar 1, Girl Scouts were sixth among sixty-five 
women’s organizations in total bond sales. W e have 
continued our efforts to discover more and better 
opportunities for meaningful service by girls—rang­

ing from mass efforts like the "Clothes for Friend­
ship" drive after World War II, which provided 
clothing for more than 150,000 children in Europe 
and Asia, to the Service Aide programs for Senior 
Girl Scouts, which make it possible for teen-agers 
to volunteer as individuals for work at an almost 
adult level in community agencies

Camping comes to mind at once in a list of Gir* 
Scout “firsts." In 1912 it was a distinct novelty for 
girls to do any kind of camping—and Girl Scouts 
did.

eager learners, and the effort to give them the best 
possible grounding in both philosophy and skills 
began early in the organization's history The first 
National Training School was held at the Winsor 
School, Boston, in the summer of 1917 Since that 
time the National Organization has varied its train­
ing program to suit different stages of growth. 
Leader training through special college courses— 
a network of national training schools—"fixing 
squads" of national trainers these and other de 
sices liave l>een used in manv different combina 
tions But by far the greatest training job is. and 
for many years has been, done bv local Girl Scout 
councils. Today the national training effort is large 
h concentrated on providing councils with sug 
gestions and materials, keeping them in touch with 
the latest and most effective techniques of instruc 
tion Courses are given bv national staff members 
at Edith Macv Training School, in three other na 
tional centers ( Asilomar. California, Yellow Springs 
Ohio, and Buck Mill Falls, Pennsylvania), and in 
cities visited by the Camping and Arts Caravans In 
this direct training, there is increasing emphasis on 
reaching council administrators. tx>th volunteer and 
professional.

Part of our unique heritage is our membership 
in the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl 
Scxmts W e have the privilege of sharing ideas and

activities, as well as the Promise and Laws to which 
we all subscribe, with sisters in more than fifts 
countries around the world The Juliette Low World 
Friendship Fund, started in 1927, has made pos­
sible a livelv exchange of visitors, both girl awl 
adult between this country and others in the W orld 
Association B\ meeting ami talking with these 
exchangees. bsr contributing to the Fund, bv reading 
about and corresponding with sister Guides and 
Scouts, millions of girls have discovered interna 
tional friendship as a living. personal realitx.

Clearly, our plans for the immediate future are 
simply the next giant step its a long line of pro 
gress For the task that will occupy us in the months 
to come is nothing less than preparing for program 
change change growing out of the needs expressed 
by girls and leaders in the recent study of Girl 
Scout program In the fall of 1963. for tlie first time 
in our historx', we shall have a complete set of new 
handbooks, providing one program designed for 
continuous progression through its age levels Open 
ing tins treasure chest will he one of the greatest 
adventures that Girl Scouting has ever offerer!. Yon

HD Agent Advises 
Care In Pruning 
Trees And Shrubs

HD Agent’s Notes
BY MISS ETTIE MUSIL

"Pruning trees and shrubs Is a 
serious operation and should be 
done with extreme care," stated 
the HD Agent to 84 homemakers 
In the 8 HD Clubs In the county.

The purpose of pruning Is to 
r e m o v e  unwanted growth of 
trees, shrubs and rose bushes. 
Main reasons for pruning are for 
health, appearance, safety, and 
disease control.

Dead wood or winter-killed 
growth should be pruned, as well 
as parts of plants broken by 
w e a t h e r  conditions such as 
heavy Ice, wind, or lightning.

Sometimes older plants need 
pruning to remove stems and 
b r a n c h e s  to encourage new 
growth. If trees and shrubs have 
been Injured by d i s e a s e  or 
Insects these parts of the plants 
should be pruned and parts burn, 
ed. Be sure to disinfect all prun­
ing tools used on diseased parts 
by dipping them In 70 percent 
denatured alcohol before each 
cut is made to prevent the 
disease from spreading.

Pruning for appearance Is one 
of the least Important reasons 
and seldom Is worth the job. 
However, p r un i ng  plants to 
balance the size and shape may 
add to the overall landscape 
appearance.

Avoid topping or dehorning 
large trees unless some serious 
d a m a g e  makes It necessary. 
Thinning and shaping large trees 
should he done by an experienced 
arborist who knows the type of 
tree. Its needs, and proper time 
of the year to perform the 
operations.

A c c o r d i n g  to a b u l l e t i n  
Modern Pruning Methods " r e ­
moval of a large portion of the 
top of any tree may favor fungus 
and Insect attack, and Increase 
the possibility of bark scalding 
due to sudden exposure of the 
lender tissues to s t r o n g  sun 
rays. Removal of many small 
branches Is more desirable,"

Pruning ornamental shrubs 
and s m a l l  flowering t r e e s  
depends on the g r o w t h  and 
blooming habits of the plant. 
Shrubs and trees that bloom

from early summer until fall 
usually form flowers on shoots 
that have been produced early In 
the same season. This group of 
plants should be pruned while 
they are dormat. Marchor after 
the danger of late frost Is past 
are r e c o m m e n d e d  pruning 
times. New growth stimulated 
by pruning will be killed by 
frost If pruning Is done too early.

Most shrubs and small trees 
which bloom during the spring 
produce their flowers on the 
growth that was made the pre­
vious year. These spring bloom­
ing plants should be pruned 
Immediately a f t e r  they  have  
finished blooming. Pruning may 
be done for flower arrangements 
In the home.

Nandlnas that have long cane 
stems from the ground should be 
pruned to encourage new growth. 
However, to keep the height of the 
shrub and encourage bushiness 
prune one third of the tall, lanky 
stalks to one Inch of ground 
level. New growth will become 
one and one half to two feet In 
height the first year. Then next 
year prune another third of the 
stalks. This practice should be 
done as the nandlna becomes 
stalk.

All s tubs  or lips of wood  
should be removed from large 
wounds  for good healing. Fo l­
lowing the operation the wound 
should be painted with o r a n g *  
shellac. Whan the shellac has 
dried a wound dreasing or tree 
paint should be applied over all 
of the exposed area.

Orange shellac Is used as a 
wound paint primarily because 
It Is the safest such material 
known. It does not Interfere with 
callus formation. Howevar, It 
doas not last for a long period. 
In order to got longer lasting 
protection , It Is necessary to 
use an asphalt base tree paint.

Specialists G ive Views 
On Vital Farm Topics

Vital farming Information 
gleaned from years of exper­
ience and experimentation was 
packed Into a two hour presen­
tation by four farm specialists 
at a county meeting In Hub 
Friday at 2 p.m.

Although the weather was 
favorable for farm operations, 
49 area farmers attended the 
meeting which was scheduled 
by County Agent Deryl Coker.

Billy C, Gunter, area agro­
nomist, stressed the Im­
portance of soil testing In de­
termining the proper fertilizer 
needs. Proper balancing of 
nitrogen and phosphorous Is 
needed for the particular crop 
and will not be the same for 
wheat, grain sorghum or cot­
ton. Grain sorghum uses a lot 
of nitrogen where cotton needs 
more phosphorous, according to 
Gunter,

Since phosphorous will not 
move In the soil with the mois­
ture as will nitrogen, is In most 
efficient to "bane In" phos­
phorous so that It w ill be with­
in a few inches of the plant 
roots and deep enough to re­
main below the dry topsoil, 
Gunter continued.

Dave Sherrill, area Irrigation 
specialist, was then introduced 
by Coker. Sherrill, like the 
other three speakers, projected 
slides, charts and diagrams to 
demonstrate his points.

He stressed the value of cot­
ton burrs as keeping soil open 
and aiding In water satruatlon 
while at the same time serving 
as a fertilizing agent. Ap­
plication of six tons of burrs 
per acre resulted man Increase 
of 228 pounds of cotton lint per 
acre over a five year period, 
Sherrill stated.

Sherrill showed color slides 
of various Irrigation practices. 
One such slide showed a field 
with a high spot In the center 
which was flooded on both ends.

"W ater is being wasted at 
all points here," he said In 
referlng to the picture. Water 
was penetrating far below the 
root zone In the flooded places 
while It was not reaching the 
roots In the high area.

"W ater Is too vsluable for 
us to enjoy Its waste." he con­
cluded.

Jlm'Murphrey, farm manage­
ment specialist, discussed the 
economics of farm management 
and necessary considerations 
when seeking maximum net re­
turn on farm Investment.

" I t  Is sometimes desirable 
to grow a crop at a loss If 
If fits In with the overall pic­
ture," he said. For Instance, 
barley could be grown at a loss 
If It resulted In profit when fed 
to cattle.

"W e must consider eachcrop 
on the basis of how It fits In 
with the total farm program and 
not on Its individual crop 
m erit,”  he said. "Each farm 
should hsve check plots so that 
changes In fertilizer and Irr i­
gation practices could be 
checked and measured as to 
results In terms of dollars and 
cents return,”  he added.

George Warren, grass spec­
ialist concluded the meeting 
with a discussion of the uses of 
various grasses both as pasture 
and for erosion control.

Proper grassing of tallwater 
and drainage ditches will 
greatly reduce the cutting 
erosion of soil.
