And, If you are planning a 
trip  out of town, be careful 
on the road and then be thank­
ful that no other car smashed 
into you.

What makes the natural laws 

governing water pressure dif­
ferent In Frlona than In most 
all other towns 7Or, do the same 
rules apply here? In which di­
rection will the town's major 
growth be In the future.

The answer to these questions 
should be found soon - -  before 
the new water tower Is erected.

According to the Information 
at my disposal, the engineers 
have declared that the position­
ing of the new tower w ill not 
greatly affect the water pres­
sure In the city. WHY? If the 
tower Is placed on the far 
northeast side of town as sug­
gested, It w ill not benefit the 
west side of town — except 
in the volume of water which 
may dribble out of the faucets 
— unless the natural laws are 
different for Frlona.

Why shouldn't the placement 
of the new tower follow the pat­
tern proven to be most effective 
by other towns? Why shouldn't 
the new tower be placed near­
est the population center of the 
city or on the opposite side of 
the heaviest users from the old 
tower?

The latter placement has 
proven to be most practical In 
helping to maintain ample 
volume and pressure to supply 
the water needs of cities both 
smaller and larger than F rl­
ona.

I believe we are governed 
by the same natural laws as any 
other town and that the most 
logical place for a second tower 
Is near the north end of Main 
Street. But I do not have the 
results of any study of this 
problem. To my knowledge, no 
study has been made recently.

So. let’ s see where the facts 
lead us. There Is a water sup­
ply tank In the southeast part 
of town, another on Fifth Street 
In the west part of town but 
none on the north side.

The town has already ex­
tended north on both sides of 
Main and further growth may 
go either north or east. Most 
of the room for growth to the 
west has been taken or soon 
w ill be. The golf course, swim­
ming pool and drlve-ln theater 
form a type of barrier to growth 
to the west. The railroad and 
draw blocks the south. A lake 
blocks the northwest. There­
fore, the only logical direction 
left to grow in Is the north snd 
northeast.

On pure speculation, we could 
say the town will grow to the 
north east because a few houses 
are being built In this area. 
Therefore. It Is possible that 
a load on the water supply 
might develop In this area 
sometime In the future. But 
»  hat of the needs of the pres­
ent city. A supply at the north 
end of main would help the pres­
ent users and place the north­
east In a better position than 
the north part of town is at 
present.

TEXTBOOKS SELECTED — 

State Board of Education voted 
to accept the State Textbook 
Committee's recommendations 
lor new texts in 13 public school 
courses, and approved its rec­
ommendation not to select new 
economics texts at this time.

In compiling a list ofsome65 
textbooks for selection by local 
boards, the 15-member com­
mittee studied 188 books sub- 
m'tted by 33 publishers, with 
the assistance of 517 profes­
sional advisors and 400 laymen.

Texas Education Agency ex­
perts In 10 fields then reviewed 
their selections and submitted 
some 400 suggested cor­
rections. which the publishers 
agreed to make.

Most of the corrections refer 
to typographical mistakes and 
minor factual errors.

State Library agreed to keep 
a copy of each recommended 
text so that they will be avail­
able to individuals who may want 
to protest acceptance by local 
school hoards.

Board of Education also will 
send samples to local hoards, 
according to enrol Imer*; one set 
for 500 pupils; 16 sets tor 
10,001 to 50,00 pupils; etc.

Local boards must appoint 
their selection committees by 
Decamber 15.

SOMFTHINC TO THINK ABOLT 
Most of us are fam iliar with 
the parable In which the Lord 
healed the ten lepers. In this 
parable we are told that their

Tips For Current 
"Gobbler Season”

THE HIGH PLAINS
The gobbler season of the 

year la here. More turkeys are 
bought during this time than 
any other season of the year, 
says E. Z, Beanblossom, poul­
try marketing specialist. Texas 
A AM College.

He says that homemakers 
who buy their turkeys through 
retail stores should consider a 
number of things when making 
their purchase. First of these 
Is the slxe of the bird and will 
depend on the number of people 
to be served and how well the 
family w ill eat the leftovers. 
Generally. 3/4-pound of ready- 
to-cook turkey per person 
should be allowed for generous 
portions.

The next factor to consider 
Is the quality of the turkey, 
according to Beanblossom. The 
beat quality birds are Grade A 
and will have an even covering 
of fat over the entire body. 
Crade A turkeys are broad 
breasted and have bulging thighs 
and large drumstick and give 
the best meat to bone ratio 
for your turkey dollar. The 
homemaker should select a bird 
without blemishes, such as torn

skin or bruises, the specialist 
says.

The grade and Inspection 
identification Is Important and 
should be noted when buying. 
Beanblossom says. These are 
metal or cardboard tags and are 
on the bird for the buyer's bene­
fit. A tag saying "Inspected for 
wholesomeness byU. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture" shows that 
It was processed in a plant under 
the supervision of the USDA 
Inspection program. The tag 
reading "U . S. Department of 
Agriculture Grade A "  means 
that the turkey has been given 
an official grade of A by the 
USDA grader In the plant.

Beanblossom also recom­
mends that the homemaker cook 
the turkey according to it's 
weight. Allow 15 to 20 minutes 
per pound of ready-to-cook tur­
key and cook in a 325 to 350 
degree F. oven.

and bathing.
Make a practice of ventilat­

ing the house by opening win­
dow* or doors occasionally. The 
secret of preventing window and 
wall sweating Is to prevent the 
buildup of humidity In the warm 
house, which condenses on 
areas that are not Insulated 
against thecolder temperatures 
outside.

During the cool weather we 
have In store for the rest of 
the winter months we tend to 
keep the house too warm. Check 
the temperature at body level 
that It Is 70 to 75 degrees. 
Not only can high temperature 
be uncomfortable, but many 
open-flame heaters can become 
dangerous In burning up too 
much oxygen that is vital to good 
breathing and health.

Are you thinking of repaint­
ing your house? At this time of 
year It Is difficult, due to lack 
of ventilation while painting, and 
the cold temperature does not 
allow paint to spread as easily. 
But nevertheless, experts in the 
Forest Service of the USDA say 
It's better to apply the same type 
of paint that's already on the 
house. If, however, the paint has 
not been satisfactory, you can 
change. But wait at least4 years 
before you do.

When you change color 
schemes, make the change from 
a white or light color to a dark­
er color. Never apply a light 
paint over a dark colored paint.

Also, never add colors-ln-oil 
to white mlxed-plgment paints. 
Instead, buy the tinting base 
paint made by the same manu­
facturer for this purpose.

Thought you might like to 
know that Miss Jimmie Lou 
Watnscott and Uel R. Stockard, 
Extension Service agents have 
been selected to accompany the 
Texas delegates to the National 
4-H Club Congress In Chicago, 
November 25 -29.

Classing Activities 
Reported Near Normal

Mr. W. K . Palmer, O fflcer- 
ln-Charge, reported classing 
activities are beginning to look 
normal for this time of the year 
at the Lubbock Classing Office, 
□ally sample receipts are run­
ning over 20,000 samples per 
day. A full shift of forty clas- 
sers has bean In operation for 
the past week. A double shift 
will he started onNowmber 19.

The Lubbock office classed 
93,000 samples for the week 
ending November 16. This 
brought thetotalclassedat Lub­
bock to 231,400 and the office 
had a carry-over of 20,000 
samples. The La mesa office re­
ported 12,000 samples classed 
for the weak. This brought the 
total classed for the year to 
53.800 samples, with a carry­
over of 2,000 samples. The 
Brownfield office classed 
22,200 samples for the week. 
This gave the Brownfield office 
a total of 69,800 samples for 
the year. A carry-over 8.000 
samples was reported by that 
office.

The three classing offices 
hsd classed a total of 693,400 
samples through November 16, 
1961. A total carry-over of 
33,900 samples was reported at 
that time.

Light Spotted grades ac­
counted for one-half of the sam­
ples classed. Strict Low Mid­
dling and Middling Light Spxted 
were the predominart grades, 
with percentages of 30 and 3° 
per cent. Strict Low Middling 
Light Spotted accounted for 10 
per cent. Eleven per cent of 
the samples classed were Mid­
dling.

The average staple length 
was slightly shorter for the 
week compared with the prev­
ious week. For the week of 
November 9 it was 30.2 thirty- 
seconds of an Inch, this past 
week It was 30.1thirty-seconds 
of an Inch. The predominant 
staple was 15/16 with 57 per 
cent. Twenty-nine thirty-sec­
onds of an Inch was 18 percent. 
3 1/32 was 19 per cent.

The number of samples with 
micronalre readings of 3.4 and 
below increased this past week. 
For the week ending November 
9, twelve per cent of the sam­
ples miked 3.4 or below. Nine­
teen per cent of the samples 
had micronalre readings of 3.4 
or below for the week ending 
November 16. Thirty-seven 
per cent of the samples were 
In the range of 3.5-3.9. The 
range of 4.0-4.4 had 34 per 
cent. Ten per cent miked 4.5 
or better.

The Lubbock Cotton Ex­
change reported 37,200 hales 
purchased fo r the week ending 
November 16. This was 14,800 
hales more than the previous 
week and compares with68,000 
hales reported for the seme 
week a year ago.

The cotton price quotations 
remained unchanged over the 
past week. Middling 1 inch quo­
tation la 32.30, whlchcompares 
with 33.00 a year ago. Some of 
the Lubbock quotations are;

A large per cent of the farm­
ers In Parmer County' are 
donating two pounds per thous­
and pounds of grain to the Grain 
Sorghum Producers Associa­
tion.

Of 
course, they have to get rid of 
them If the farmers do not pick 
them up, and adding burs to the 
land is one of the cheapest 
sources of adding humus and 
Improving the physical con­
dition of the soil. Burs also in­
crease the water holding capac­
ity of the soli and have nearly 
fn all cases increased yields of 
crops that follow.

The Lubbock E xperlment Sta­
tion has come up with the fol­
lowing statistics which would 
make bur application very

land. Thay are that you could 
Introduce diseases, or bring 
in diseases that could hurt you 
In the future, also, you could 
put weed seed on your farm 
that you don't want. Burs go on 
feed land to a great advantage 
also.

If you are not afraid of the 
disadvantages, burs could be a 
profitable way to add organic.

Nearly 90 per cent of the 
cotton harvest will be by me­
chanical strippers this year. 
Remember don’ t start the strip­
pers too early in the morning 
following heavy dews or show­
ers.

Research has shown that har­
vesting cotton with a high mois­
ture content can cause farmers 
to lose $10 to $15 a bale In 
quality.

One of the most practical 
methods of using burs to im­
prove the soli Is to apply 2 
to 4 tons per acre per year. 
The above test was conducted 
at Lubbock. Texas.

Sophomore Doug Dodd cap­
tured three team championships 
for the 1962 football season. 
Dodd edged out Everett Gee for 
the rushing title, 311 yards to 
281, and was the pass receiv­
ing leader, with 11 catches, to 
nine for senior Billy Thomas. 
Dodd's 20 points also gave him 
the scoring lead.

Dodd led the team with a 
4.9 yard-per-carry average. He 
carried the ball 63 times, less 
than both Gee and Gary Ren­
ner, who finished third.

Going Into conference play, 
Dodd was no better than fourth 
In rushing, second in pass re­
ceiving, and had not scored a 
point. But he scored three of the 
four touchdowns Frlona was 
able to manage against class 
AA competition, and his steady 
play carried him to the lead 
In the other two departments.

Dodd's 58 yards In the sea­
son finale at Olton enabled him 
to overtake Gee for the rush­
ing title, after Gee had led that 
department all year. An ankle

injury during the last month of 
the season slowed his running 
effectiveness. Gee was able to
gain only 45 yards In the final 
four games.

Although the rushing total for 
the team leader was relatively 
low, there were six players who 
gained 100 yards or m ore.M il- 
ton Hargus was the sixth, with 
107 yards on only eight carries, 
a gaudy 13.4 yard-per-carry 
average. The fact that a 70- 
yard run was Included in his 
total explained the good aver­
age.

Renner, who missed three 
games, still took the team title 
for total offense. He gained 
236 yards rushing, including an 
88-yard run against Bovina, 
longest run of the season, and 
passed for virtually the same 
number of yards--245, for a 
grand total of 481 yards.

As a team, Frlona led their 
opponents In only two categories 
--pass completion average and 
punting. The Chiefs completed
