tlous" about their custom of 
using hand labor.

•’There should be no need 
for hand labor, especially the 
use of Itenerant workers. If the 
crop Is handled correctly.*' 
Lavls predicted.

He also voiced the hope that 
the new sugar refinery to be 
built at Hereford would beat the 
average length of operation for 
such a refinery (100 days per 
year) by a cons lderable margin.

Because of the favorable 
growing season, plus the pro­
spects of having beets earlier 
and later from the Immediate 
area as well as from other 
possible areas In the state. 
Lavls said the mill might con­
ceivably he kept In operation 
from six to eight months out 
of the year.

‘ •Naturally, It Is the commun­
ity’ s advantage for an Industry 
such as a sugar mill to operate 
as much as possible during the 
calendar yea r." Lavls said.

He said that the mill. If It 
runs more than four months, 
which It should have no reason 
not to do so. would give It the 
longest operating season of any 
similar refinery In the United 
States, and the world, for that 
matter.

Lavls impressed the audience 
of approximately 200 people 
with his discussion of sugar 
beet yields, the hardiness of 
the plants, and the value of their 
by-products.

Beet pulp, he said, Is con­
verted Into a tremendously fine 
cattle feed, one which stimu­
lates the animals, and acts as a 
health stimulant as well as a 
feed.

Lavls used figures to show 
that area farmers should be 
able to produce a sugar cash 
crop worth more than their reg­
ular crops, and at the same time 
produce by-products (pulp) with 
as much calorie value to ani­
mals as 100 bushels of corn

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per acre.
Touching on a subject aside 

from beets which Is of interest 
to area farmer*. Lavls said 
the farmers here. In his opin­
ion, ran their Irrigation water 
too far.

"B etter and more economical 
results should come from more 
ditches and shorter lengths of 
Irrigation," he aald.

early 1950s the American far­
mer was rewarded with parity 
Inrome-what was considered a 
" f a i r "  return on his labor and 
Investment. But this all stopped 
suddenly In 1952. The new ad­
ministration looked upon our 
abundance as a burden rather

25 per cent (2) Farm costs rose 
$3.8 billion. (3) Farm Dept. 
Increased $9 billion.

(This was done by the Farm­
e r ’ s Secretary, Mr. Benson, 
who should have been trying to 
help us Instead of trying to put 
us Into the city and causing un­
employment. President ’ ’ Ike’ ’ 
aided this undertaking also.)

Now, here Is what happened 
In 1961 and '62. (1) Farm In­
come Increased nearly $1 
billion each year, to the highest 
point since 1952. (2) The trend 
of ever-growing stocks was re­
duced dramatically. (3) Govern­
ment storage costs decreased. 
(4) The farmers return per hour 
tripled between 1960 and 1961 
to $1.09 per hour, still below 
the Federal minimum wage 
standards.

Now here Is the biggest hurdle 
the farmer has had In a long 
time. The latter part of May 
or early part of June there will 
be a vote on the wheat Referen­
dum. This has to pass on a 
yes vote by a 2/3 majority or 
we will lose all we have gained 
the past 21/2 years. Turn 
everything loose, let everyone 
plant what they want and as 
much as they want to, now would 
that not be a sweet mess for us 
farmers, you talk about a sur­
plus, there would be one that 
would drop the prices to 25< per 
bushel. They talk about supply 
and demand, which Is real good, 
but this Is certainly not the way 
to get It In line.

There was a meeting called 
of Interested farm organ­
izations and commodity groups 
during the second week of Jan­
uary to get a start on the na­
tional drive for an overwhelm­
ing "y e s '' vote. Represented at 
this meeting were leaders of the 
National Wheat Growers Assn. 
The National Federation of 
Grain Coops, The National Far­
mers Organization, The Na­
tional Grange, The Farmers 
Union, and the Farmers Union 
Regional Coops.

Significantly absent from this 
meeting was the American 
Farm Bureau. The Farm 
Bureau leadership. Its proces­
sor cronies, and others who 
benefit by keeping the farmer 
In the hole and his prices down, 
have already embarked on a high 
priced smear campaign to de­
stroy all farm programs and 
the family farm system. This 
anti-farm group makes no bones 
about the fact that 1963 Is a 
"do  or die year" for them.

It Is generally an under­
statement to say "le ts  keep 
politics out of farm ing," Okay, 
why doesn't Farm Bureau quit, 
get out, or leave things alone 
as long as things are looking 
up. They wrote the farm plat­
form for the Republicans at 
Chicago; they as well as Nixon 
were beaten.

of gasoline end fuel oil he uses 
to power his farm equipment 
and heat his place."

The Importance of the farm­
ing business has led many In­
dustries to devote a large part 
of their research activities to­
ward farm problems. Patter­
son said.

"Research In which our Com­
pany has participated shows that 
it Is more profitable in cold 
weather to supply heat to poul­
try and other farm animals than 
to force them to generate It 
through food consumption." he 
said.

"W e learned, for Instance, 
that It cost Just about one - 
fifth as much to supply heat as 
it does to supply extra feed 
to poultry . We learned that pigs 
consume 50 per cent more feed 
per pound gained at 40 degrees 
than at 60 to 70 degrees. And 
we learned that Jersey cows 
need less than half as much 
feed to produce a gallon of milk 
at 50 degrees as they need at 
eight degrees.

"Cooperative research of 
this nature points the way 
toward greater productivity and 
profitability for the farmer as 
well as Increased sales for In­
dustry to the benefit of both." 
Patterson added.

Applications for the testing 
service must be submitted by 
a glnner to the Agricultural 
Marketing Service.

In Tests conducted at University ol Tennessee agriculture experiment station 
for Johnson grass control In cotton. Average yields were highest with geese 
’ 3? pounds of lint per A, comparewith69? with the hoe and 668 with the herblcid. 
(dalapon). The soil was somewhat sandy and the herbicide caused some injury 
to. and delay In maturity of. the cotton.

Net returns were $143. $10". and $106, respectively, for the three treat 
ments. No charge was made for management and care of the geese. The fields 
weeded by geese and herbicide were essentially free of Johnsongra s at harvest, 
but not the hoed field. Cotton In the hoed field was hand-picked; it is presumed 
that yield and grade would have been lower had picking been done mechanically 
because of reduced efficiency where grass is present.

John G. McHanev says that 
the outlook for 1963 points to 
another vear of relatively small 
changes In farm product prices, 
output and marketings. Total 
realized net Income of farm 
operators also Is expected to 
continue around the levels of 
1961 and 1962. The farm popu­
lation and the number of farms 
will continue to decline In 19- 
63. As a result, average per 
capita Income of farm people 
from all sources, and net farm 
Income per farm, at record 
highs In 1962. w ill rise further 
in 1963.

SUPPLY
Farm output In 1962 was 

about 10' per cent of Its 195'- 
59 average and likely will ex­
ceed this figure In 1963. It 
appears at this time that the 
output of farm products w ill 
rise  a little above the levels 
of the past three years. The 
final output w ill depend on a 
number of factors. Including 
growing conditions and the Im­
pact of 1963 programs on acre­
age and production.

Carryovers of most major 
farm commodities Into the 
present marketing years, par­
ticularly grain stocks, were 
less than last year. However, 
the carryover of cdtton and 
dairy products was greater.

Livestock production in 1963 
appears likely to Increase as It 
has for the past three years. 
Prod otlon of livestock and 
livestock products Increased 
more rapidly than crops during 
the past decade. Crop produc­
tion In 1963. assuming current 
programs and average growing 
conditions, likely will change 
little from the reduced levels 
of 1961 and 1962.

Marketing of livestock and 
livestock products are expected 
to Increase In 1963. Little

DEMAND
A gradually expanding domes­

tic market absorbed a record 
quantity of farm products In 
1962.

Most of the rise was due to a 
further Increase In real estate 
values.

Farmers' equities declined 
gradually during the past de­
cade. to $8' per $100 of total 
assets In 1962 from $91 In 19- 
51 and 1952.1 quldes were about 
$86 per $100 of assets on Jan­
uary 1. 1963. The total debt 
owed by farmers and ranch­
men January 1. 1963 was about 
six per cent more than on Jan­
uary 1. 1962.

LONG-TIM F O ITLOOK
The outlook for agriculture In 

the L. S. and Texas during the 
next several years Is based on 
the assumption that general ec­
onomic conditions. Internation­
al relations, weather and Im­
provements In technology will 
continue about like they have 
for the past several years. 
The long-time outlook also Is 
based on the assumption that 
government programs over the 
next several years will be de­
signed to further reduce the 
large supplies of some of our 
major agricultural commodi­
ties

l  nder these conditions, the 
upward trend In farm produc­
tion probably w ill slow and 
could even decline somewhat. 
However, even though It may 
appear that supplies will be 
reduced, production will con­
tinue large. The domestic mar­
ket for agricultural commodi­
ties probably will remain good 
and. with the help of govern­
ment export programs, agricul­
tural exports should continue 
large.

Texas farmers and ranch­
men w ill continue to be con­
fronted with a price - cost 
squeeze through the next 
several years, and agricultural 
production will continue to be­
come more and more competi­
tive among areas of production 
and among Individual operators. 
Farms and ranches w ill become 
more and more commercialized 
and vertical Integration In agri­
culture w ill continue to grow. 
SmalL Inefficient farms and 
ranrhes wtll continue to de­
cline in number.

We do not. of course, know, 
but we do not believe most 
farmers will be blindly sold by 
USDA's several million dollar 
soap box advertising and threat­
ening program without taking a 
deep personal look at the rea­
sons for such a sales campaign 
being conducted.

Farmers generally, we be­
lieve. have enough sense to de­
termine by their own studies 
If they are for or against a 
proposed 'ncreaslng control

program on their operations 
We do not subscribe to the 
suggestion of some that farm­
ers and ranchers do not have 
enough sense to operate their 
farms and ranches profitably 
without compluslon from ap­
pointed political opportunists.

We also hope and believe that 
extension service agents In 
counties over the nation are 
aware of their first responsibil­
ity to their state and county, 
and that they w ill refuse to be 
used to peddle bureaucratic 
probability' propoganda de­
signed to produce fear votes of 
yes on the upcoming wheat ref­
erendum. We also hope there 
w ill be a record turnout on the 
date of the referendum so that 
a majority of the jjroducers will 
have spoken out regarding the

program, whether It is yes or
no.

Polls taken in Indiana and 
Illinois Indicate that Farm 
Bureau member farmers were 
highest In opposing compluslon 
In .'arm control programs, with 
those who are members of no 
farm organization being next. 
Farmers Union and NFO mem­
bers Indicated support of com­
pulsory controls In these states.

Frank Hinkson. vice presi­
dent and membership chairman 
of your local Farm Bureau, 
Is beginning to make plans for

organization of membership 
drive groups who w ill work 
In March.

It appears that a new law
may be
this seaslon, making financial 
responsibility compulsory be­
fore an accident. We know that 
many people favor this type of 
law, and If It is passed, we hope 
it w ill be properly administered 
and word.
