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The time for returning to the 
classroom Is at hand for the 
student.

For a few. It Is the time for 
making an Important decision-- 
whether or not to return to 
school and complete the high 
school or college education.

Many of the high school and 
college students of Frlona and 
Parmer County obtained Jobs 
when school closed last spring. 
They enjoyed the sense of re­
sponsibility which those Jobs 
provided. They found that the 
money earned allowed them to 
buy the luxuries which their 
families could not provide-- 
or at least, furnish them with 
a source of money without hav­
ing to go to the parents.

This exf>erlence, unfortu­
nately, has In the past caused 
some young people to decide 
against going back to school. 
Such a decision will In all prob­
ability have very lasting and 
undesirable results on the In­
dividuals future.

Those who do not think 
farther ahead than tomorrow 
or next week have decided that 
continuing to work will give 
them money for cars and enter­
tainment which, at the moment, 
seems most Important. But. 
these persons should ask them­
selves another question--If 
cars and such are Important 
now, how much more Important 
will they be In the future when 
the chance for an education has 
been passed by.

The boy or girl who quits 
school (or Is forced to quit by 
some nearsighted parent-- 
which does happen at times) 
will regret It later--when It Is 
too late to do anything about 
It. A little extra education often 
makes the difference between 
success, mediocrity and fa il­
ure.

Today, In this age where 
space travel Is read about In 
the current newspapers Instead 
of the comic books of a few years 
ago, the world wants and needs 
trained and educated men and 
women. It is not lm|x>rtant that 
the Individual will not be one of 
the electronics experts or 
chemists Involved in firing the 
great rockets. It Is important 
that every chance for advance­
ment Is taken advantage of.

The Individual with a High 
School education today Is no 
better off than the Individual 
with six or seven years of edu­
cation during the depression 
years when the nation-wide 
standards are considered. Of 
course, the young people of to­
day are not faced with the try ­
ing financial times known dur 
lng the depression.

The college education Is be­
coming available to an ever In­
creasing number of people and, 
like the water which you drink. 
Is becoming worth little to those 
who have It, but Invaluable to 
those who do not have It.

There was a time when the 
man with an education was 
looked up to but now the edu­
cated person Is the man-in-the- 
street. It Is the person with­
out the education which feels 
Its Importance. VMthout It. he Is 
batting strike three all the time 
-.whether applying for a Job or 
holding one or working for a 
promotion.

To those who are tempted to 
quit, I must say: Go back to 
school . . .  go on through col­
lege . . .  go prepare yourself 
to take a proper place, a worth­
while place. In the world of today 
— and tomorrow , . . you can 
do It, If you apply yourself and 
want the security for the future 
which Is made possible through 
education.

State and National elections 

are nearly two months off but 
farmers are faced with an Im­
portant trip to the polls today.

The vote today Is concerned 
with the declalon of whether 
or not to continue the market­
ing quotas for their 1963 wheat 
crop.

To some farmers, the vote 
may not seem Important. Others 
may claim there Is no- use vot­
ing because the outcome Is as­
sured qr that the voting Is 
rigged In some way.

But one thing la sure. If a 
farmer doesn't vote, he has no 
moral right to gripe U things 
do not come out the way he 
wants them. After all. this Is 
supposed to be a Democracy 
where the majority Is supposed 
to rule. If you don't vote, you 
are a minority before the re ­
sults are announced.

The Frlona City Commission approved a $169,084 budget 
for the coming year In a special meeting Monday night. The 
new fiscal year begins October 1, 1962. and ends September 
30, 1963. It was voted to leave the tax rate at $1,30 per $100 
valuation.

The new budget Includes a five per cent Increase In salaries 
for the 14 city employees. The total budgeted disbursements 
compares to the figure of $166,'05 which was budgeted for 
the fiscal year now ending.

The raise will be effective for all of the city employees. 
It accounts for approximately $2,000 of the Increase In the 
overall city budget. Salaries for the past ear totaled $49,114, 
and with the raise, the salaries next year will total $51,144

The revenue which are expected for the coming fiscal year 
Includes $67,404 for ad valorem taxes, $76,900 from water 
and sewage fees and $24,650 from miscellaneous fees and 
sources.

This makes a total anticipated revenue of $168,954, which 
Is very near the proposed expenditures of $169,084.

The city will carry over a beginning balance of $49,110 
from the 1961 62 fiscal year, and the total funds available for 
the year will total $218,064. Including expected revenue.

The amount to be carried over on the beginning balance Is 
approximately $12,500 more than was carried over last year.

The actual expenditures for the past year were somewhat 
lower than the budget. Main reason for this lies In the fact 
that $4,000 budgeted for -tree! repair^ was not used.

Two Items budgeted lor the past year, a tractor mower and 
street signs, were not purchased. They have been Included In 
the budget for the coming year, however.

City Manager Jake Outland, In discussing the pay raises 
for city employees, said "They were badly needed In most 
cases.* In (Jutland's prefer e to the proposed budget, he told 
council members:

"Considerations are the continued Increased costs of llv 
lng, the present relatively limited amounts of salaries and the 
many years of faithful service that the employees have served 
the City of Frlona.*’ The 14 employees of the city have cur
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rently served In a city position for a total of 64 years.

SULPHUR
defic iency
(E.xcecpt from August 1962 Isaue of AGRICHEMICAL WEST)

Western growers are finding that sulphur Is becoming In­
creasingly vital as a plant nutrient. For some time It has been 
used In the western states to reduce soil alkalinity and re 
claim saline Bolls. Now the element Is considered on* of the 
more Important stimulators of plant growth.

Briefly, sulphur la an element without which plant and animal 
life  as we know It would soon cease.

Deficiencies of sulphur In cr ip produede are Increasing. 
Many of these deficiencies are being found In areas in which 
shortages of this element were heretofore unsuspected. Re­
sponses to sulphur fertilization in these deficient areas are 
stimulating renewed Interest In the Importance of this element 
in agriculture.

The number and extent of areas known to be sulphur-defic­
ient are steadily increasing. It appears that sulphur la being 
removed from the soil In grazed and harvested crops and by 
leaching In greater quantities than It is being replaced.

There are a number of causes for the decline In amounts 
of sulphur found in many soils. One of them is the ellminadon 
of much of the atmospheric sulphur which formerly supplied 
the needs of plants growing near urban areas.

Most fuels that are burned for heat, power and transporta­
tion contain some sulphur. Coal smoke has a particularly 
high sulphur content. When smoke, or exhaust fumes, are r e ­
leased into the atmosphere, the sulphurous gases are captured 
by moisture In the air and are deposited In the soil by rain­
fall. tog. smog and dew. Plants also are capable of absorbing 
these sulphurous gases through their leaves.

However, natural gas and other petroleum products from 
which pracdcally all of the sulphur has been removed In the 
refining process, are replacing coal as a fuel. Campaigns 
to reduce air pollution are further restrl t.ng, and eventually 
w ill eliminate almost abgether, this atmo-pherlc source of 
sulphur.

Normal Superphosphate has been the predominant phosphorus 
fertilizer for years, and the principal base material for the 
manufacture of compound fertilizers. The phosphorous content 
of normal super-phosphate Is about 8 9$ (18-20$ P205 
equivalent). The sulphur content of normal superphosphate 
Is about 12$, Thus, when enough normal superphosphate la 
applied to sadsfy the phosphorus requirement, the sulphur 
requirements also usually have been met. at least for the first 
year.

Concentrated Superphosphates are made by removing the 
sulphur-containing gypsum constltutent from normal 
superphosphate. While theae materials contain from 13 to 
22$ phosphorus (30-50$ P205 equivalent), they usually contain 
only 1-5$ or lest of sulphur which Is considered an impurity. 
Concentrated superphosphate and phosphoric acid made by the 
electric furnace process contain no sulphur.

Ammonium Nitrate. Anhydrous and Aqua Ammonia, and urea, 
high-analysis nitrogen carriers which are gaining wide favor, 
contain no sulphur, although In some areas where sulphur 
Is known to be required, ammonium sulphate, poly sulfides or 
thiosulfates are added for their sulphur content.

The trend toward higher-analysis material Is a natural 
development dictated by economics both in transportation and 
In handling. However, the gain in primary nutrient content 
almost always Is accomplished st the expense of sulphur 
and others of the "secondary”  and "tra ce ’ elements which 
are "bonus”  constituents of the moje traditional fertilizers.

Dusting sulphur and other sulphur-containing materials 
such as lime-sulphur were among the first known pest control 
chemicals and at one time were the most widely used fungi­
cides. Residues from spraying and dusting went Into the soli, 
thus supplying plants with sulphur as a nutrient.

In recent yeert. however, the newly-developed organic 
pesticides have been replacing sulphur-based formulations (or 
some applications. Many of these organic formulations also 
contain sulphur, but usually in minute quantities.

Irrigation water from wells and from mountain streams can 
be quite low In their content of both sulphates and soluble 
salts. Where such waters are employed for Irrigation along 
with Urge quantities of sulphur free fertilizers. Sdeficiencies 
may often limit yields.

Through the use of more adequate fertilization, better 
plant varieties and other Improved farming practices, crop 
yields are on the Increase everywhere. This means that more 
of all the plant nutrients — Including sulphur - are being re ­
moved from the soli with every harvest.

There are only a lew areas in the world In which crop yields* 
can he said to approach the maximum, even In the present 
state of knowledge. This has created a trend toward tncrea sing 
yields and withdrawals which in all probability w ill continue 
Into the foreseeable future.

Deficiencies In sulphur may be recognized through the re ­
action of plant* during the growth season, but not as readily as 
deflclences of some of the better known plant nutrients. In 
fact they may he easily confused with deficiency symptoms 
of other minerals.

Field trials are a must to check crop response to sulphur 
applications, or the Uck of S may go totalis unrecognized

Unfortunately, presently - known soli tests for sulphur 
do not always provide an accurate Indication of sulphur avail­
ability In the soiL

Severe deficiencies, however, generally are indicated by one 
or more of the following plant symptoms:

Plants are small and spindly with slender stalks.
Growth rate Is retarded and. especially In the case of cereal 

grains, maturity frequently Is delayed.
On most plants voung leaves are light green to yellowish 

In color, with even lighter-colored veins. On others, however, 
such as citrus and cotton, some of the older leaves may be 
affected first. (This yellowing of leaves Is also characteristic 
of nitrogen deficiencies, but In the case of lack of N. the 
yellowing almost always begins with the older leaves at the 
bottom of the plant and proceeds upward.)

Friona State Bank

The bank completed arrange­
ments to become a Federal 
Depositary for withholding tax 
paid by local employers.

Under the new setup, 
customers may deposit their 
withholding tax In the new ac­
count at Friona State Bank, 
rather than sending It to the 
Federal Reserve Bank In 
Dallas.

"W e think it's  an added con­
venience to our customers.*’ 
said Frank Spring, president 
of the bank.

Friona State Bank already had 
a ‘ Treasury Tax and Loan’

account, and by having that, It 
was just necessary to make ap­
plication and meet require­
ments of proof collateral for 
money which the bank will keep 
for the Federal Reserve Bank. 
Spring explained.

Every businessman pays 
money to the Federal Govern­
ment for withholding taxes. Un­
der the local account, when that 
amount reaches $100, they may 
bring that amount to the bank 
for deposit In the special Fed­
eral Account.

THE COST OF CHANCE
Every deviation from an old practice or way involves a certain 

amount of cost to the persons making the change.
The only fact which should be considered before making a change 

is whether or not the benefits will be worth the cost of breaking 
away from the old practice or system.

This is the case with the proposal for a change in the names of 
streets in Friona.

City Manager Jake Outland describes the change as affecting 
current records of county, city, school utilities and companies 
holding city securities and bonds.

Although the actual change of street names would be fairly simple 
to accomplish, according to City Manager Jake Outland, the change 
would work a major change, and possibly, a hardship on the city, 
county, school utilities, and a number of other companies and in­
stitutions because of the necessity of changing their records of 
city holdings.

All tax property and mortgage records would have to be 
changed to show the new street names. It is estimated that the 
change in names of streets following a north-south line in Friona 
would necessitate changes in the city records which would cost in 
the neighborhood of $500 for labor.

Similar changes in the records of other institutions and busi­
nesses would be required also.

The question which must be decided by the people of Friona is 
whether the change of street names so that they follow a pattern 
which would enable residents, if not total strangers, to locate a 
given address would be worth the cost of making the change.

At present, a good number long-time residents are unable to 
even tell the street on which some of their close friends live. 
(But they have no trouble in finding the location.) Few strangers 
or new residents are able to receive any directions involving the 
use of Avenue names and still be able to find the location without 
additional directions.

A name change from the present hodge-podge mixture of names 
to an orderly system (such as Ave. A, B, C.) would certainly be 
a great improvement over the present system. Such a change could 
also prove advantageous in the future as the city continues to grow 
and reaches the stage were residents are not acquainted with 
everyone in town.

And if the names are to be changed at all, now is the time to 
do so before street signs are purchased. The cost now will be 
much smaller than in some later year after the city has doubled 
in size--especially is the mixture of names without order is 
continued through new additions.

But no change will be made and street signs will be ordered with 
the present names unless the residents indicate a change is sup­
ported by sufficiently to warrant consideration.

Whether for or against the change of street names, The Star 
asks all residents to make known their wishes by calling the 
mayor, R. L. Fleming, or one of the council members, or by 
writing the city manager or The Star.

pounds In 1962. This amount of 
chemical treats 14.75 seres of 
bindweed. ASC Office Manager, 
Prentice Mills reported that 
about twice as many farmers 
are taking advantage of ASC as­
sistance programs in treating 
farm Und bindweed this year. 
This, he said Is a fortunate 
situation, because plots can be 
kept to small enough size for 
hand poisoning Instead of doing 
it by the acre, which becomes 
very expensive.

State highway Maintenance 
Supervisor, Lloyd KUtough and 
his crews have treated several 
miles of bindweed this year, 
and the plots are becoming few­
er and smaller each year, so 
that this will become a routine 
small plot project until erad­
ication has been completed.

County Commissioners have 
cooperated with farmers Inter­

ested in treating bindweed on 
county road right of ways ad­
joining their farms by furnishing 
the chemical free of cost to the 
farmer who also treats, at his 
own expense, bindweed on his 
adjoining acreage.

J. T. Jones, chairman o f the 
weed committee and a farmer 
south of Bovina, expressed ap­
preciation to everyone who has 
worked the lastseveralyearsln; 
the bindweed eradication pro­
gram which has made Farmer 
County one of those rare coun­
ties with very few Urge plots 
o f bindweed and puts It In a po­
sition to become completely 
clear of them.

WE CO N Q U ER ED  THE WILDERNESS

In driving around over the 
county I noticed a great deal of 
cotton Is still being watered. 
According to the Experiment 
Station results, watering cotton 
in September has always netted 
less clear money per acre than 
cotton that has not been watered 
past September 1. August 20 has 
been the best cut-off dateand has 
made more money than any other 
time,

It always seems to me that
cotton had to suffer so me In Sep­
tember In order to make a high 
yield.

Also in checking fields ! am 
still finding bollworms and it 
would be advisable for farm­
ers to conttnue to check for boll- 
worms for at least 2 weeks or 
unOl the temperature drops to 
below 50 degrees at nlte.

Each year the selection of a 
proper variety’ of wheat for this 
area Is an ImportantconslderaJ 
Oon for the producer. Even 
though one variety will not pos­
sess all the desirable character- 
lsttcs, consideration should be 
given to the following points In 
selecting a variety.

1. Maturity date.
2. Sttffness of Straw,
3. Yielding capacity,
4. Disease resistance,
5. Winter hardiness.
6. Milling quality.
Early maturing varieties are 

desirable as a means of evad­
ing diseases during growth snd 
losses due to adverse weather 
conditions during harvest. Short, 
strong strawed varieties will re­
sist lodlng and the subsequent 
loss In yields. Some varieties 
have an Inherent capacity for 
higher yields than others. Also, 
variettes are adapted to some 
areas and not to others— thus 
giving different field yields. No 
commercial variety adapted 
to Texas is resistant to all di­
seases. However, some have 
greater resistance to the more 
common dlseasea. Because of

the wide range In climatic con­
ditions In Texas, winter hardi­
ness Is an Important considera­
tion. The market demand is for 
wheat with good baking quality. 
Different varieties as well as 
cultural practices influence the 
baking quality of wheatas meas­
ured by the sedlmentation test 
and other quality measurements.

If the recommended variettes 
have not been grown and tested 
want to plan several varietal 
demonstrations for your county. 
These demonstrations provide 
valuable Information for youand 
your producers. If you plant a 
variety demonstration 1 would 
like to work with you on it.

Below are the varieties 
that the A & M Collage recom­
mends and ones that are ac­
ceptable.
Recommended; Tascosa, Bi­
son, Kaw, Aztec and Ponca.

Acceptable: Crocket, Com- 
manche, Concho and Imp. T r i­
umph.

Klttrell reported on their ex­
periences In meeting with Texas 
E mployment officials and mem 
bers of the legislative labor 
council. This, of course, brought 
them in contact with members 
of the CIO snd other union people 
who are very instrumental in 
making tarm labor scarce and 
less dependable.

If you are one of those trust­
ing Individuals who believes that 
TEC and your legislators are 
carefully working In your 
Interest regarding farm labor, 
you are In for a rude awakening, 
according to these informed la 
dies.

Controls and speeds -both 
right and left handed people find 
control switches on topeaslerto 
use than those on the side. Is the 
speed range adequate for all 
mixing Jobs, and does the speed 
control Increase or decrease 
smoothly aa you change the speed 
control?

Stability with light weight -- 
the mixer should we wide and 
heavy enough at the base so as 
not to be easily knocked over, 
yet as light In weight aa possible 
for portability.

Power head--should be firm ­
ly fastened to the stand, 
yet easy to remove and attach 
If deaigned for use as a portable 
unit. The motor should have 
a radio-Interference elimina­
tor.

Reserve power--should be 
enough to handle heavy batters, 
with a motor built to last.

It's a not-so-startllng fact that one In every 500 school chil­
dren has defective eyesight And students of all ages are spending 
more time over their books, frequently as many aa five hour* a
day In home study

To prevent eye strain and 
fatigue, and to make those 
hours of study more comfort­
able and profitable, the student 
needs a proper study environ­
ment

He needs a permanent, level 
work surface, either a flat top 
desk or a table The Illuminat­
ing Engineers Society recom­
mended a desk or table meas­
uring 24 by 46 Inches

A drop-shelf desk does not 
provide sufficient study space, 
and makes It neceaaary to use 
a floor lamp which Is harder to 
place oroperly than other mod­
els.

The Society recommend* that 
the surface of the desk be light 
In color and non-glossy A dark 
study surface contrast* too rad­
ically with the lighted book or 
paperwork If you have only a 
dark surface to work with, a 
linoleum cover or pastel blotter 
will help protect the eyes

The student s eye level should 
be at least 14 Inches above the 
top of the desk If you don t 
have an adjustable chair, cush­
ions plied to the proper height 
will do just as well

The desk should be placed 
flat against the wall, ar in a 
corner so light la Increased by 
reflection from the wall or walla

The wall In front of the study 
area should be light In color and 
dull In finish A light-colored 
tackboard or peg board wlU pro­
vide a pleasant retting place for 
the eyea

If. for reasons of decorating, 
the desk must be centered In 
the room or placed at right an­
gles to the wall additional light 
can come from a celling fixture 
A 200-watt bulb In the celling 
fixture will make up for lack of 
reflected light

Be sure to avoid placing the 
desk In from of a window For 
students of any age. the out­
doors la a distraction better 
done without

Biological control of puncture 
vine (goat head) with imported 
weevils la being studied by 
scientists at the U, S. Big Spring 
Field Sutton. First release at 
the FxperlmentStatlonwasmade 
August 2. 1962, as acotperatlve 
federal-sute effort with Mr. 
Robert Hawks. USDA. bringing 
the weevils by airplane from 
California, with Dr. Allen 
Wiese, weed control specialist, 
and Norrla Daniels, entomolo­
gist, Texas Agricultural Expert 
ment Station. Buahland, Taxaa. 
and Dr. Earl Burnett and Dr. 
James Box. U. S. Big Spring 
Field Station, collaborating.

Farmers agree chat the com­
mon "goat head sticker" (punc­
ture vine) is a costly enemy in 
terms of added cultivation. The 
puncture vine la not unknown 
to the urbanite's lawn, either. 
There are few mothers in the

area who have not pulled a 
"goat head sticker" out of her 
child's foot.

Dr. G. W. Anglet of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture had 
been In India prior to 1956 ex­
ploring for parasites of the 
ortenul fruit fly when he noted 
the rarity of puncture vine in 
India and made extensiveobser 
vatlons on two species of weevtls 
he found atucking it. His test 
and additional research estab- 
11 shed the safety in introducing a 
stem-boring weevil and a seed 
boring weevil. These Insects 
were shown TO be entirely in 
capable of breeding on any plants 
other than puncture vine and pos­
sibly one of Its very close rela­
tives. Government officials then 
approved Introduction of these 
Insects. Puncture vine weevils 
were first Introduced into Cali­
fornia In 1961.

The greatest hazard facing 
these small beneficial Insects Is 
the pesslng of the winter period, 
much of It In the absence of its 
host plant. During this time, 
weevtls hide out In sheltered 
spots, but they may move about 
considerably, dispersing widely 
from the areas where liber­
ations are made.

Summer vacations have come 
So an end. especially for the 
many hoys and girls of school 
aga.

This takes much good manage­
ment on your part to choose col­
ors and designs of clothes Just 
right for each of your boys and 
girls. High fashion doesn't 
a lle y s  look attractive on every 
figure ty pe. To be really becom­
ing your clothes muat have lines 
designed to flatter your figure.

Whan buy ing shirts and trous­
ers for the boys o r dresses, 
skirts, and blousee for the girls, 
your choice before buying be­
comes automatic. You look for 
clothes as other hoys and girls 
are wearing. Also, you oonslder 
whst kind of csre it will require 
to keep them looking like new. 
Then you always consider what 
you can pay and what you want 
to buy.

Buy only by actual try-ons.

Also, look for colors that ere 
becoming to their eyes, akin, and

heir. If your son's ordtughter's 
complexion Is ruddy avoid 
green. Bright yellow makes a 
sallow complexion noticeable.

Blue colors are usually a 
favorite o f blue-eyed people, 
Ffewever, a bright blue makes 
blue eyes appear dull. Try a 
slightly dull blue for a better 
appearance.

pressure treated with penta- 
chlorophenol, often referred to 
as "penta."

Many lumber yards and wood 
treating firms can furnishprea 
sure treated lumber on request. 
If the table is to be painted, your 
request should specify that the 
material be treated with Penta- 
WR. explains the forester, How­
ever, if painting is unimportant 
and natural wood beauty degired. 
fuel o il can be used as the’ car­
rier, he adds.

If pressure treated Southern 
yellow pine lumber Is not avail­
able, the useful life of the table 
can be lengthened by soaking the 
material In a penta fuel oil solu­

tion. saya Smith. If painting is 
desired, Penta-WR must be used 
as the preservative. Some ad­
vantage would be gained, he adds, 
even by simple brush appllca- 
tlons of the preservative. Penta 
Is available in either the ready- 
to-use or concentrtte from moat 
lumber yards, hardware store*, 
paint shops, mall order houses, 
or other sources.
