Three ordered cold
drinks and kept the attention of
the salesgirls while the other
two were elsewhere in the store
according to the story related to
the officers. After the group had
left, the salesgirls noticed that
a travel-alarm clock, valued at
$1095, and a pocket watch, val
ued at $495 were missing and
officers were notified The group
was apprehended cast  of town
and after being questioned,
mitted the violation according
to the officers. and were charg
ed

The “shoplifting” law is rela-
tively new, according to County
Attorney Jack Hayre It reads as
follows

“Art,

ad

1436¢.  Shoplifting Se«
tion 1. Any person while legally
in a retall business establish-
ment as an invitee or licensee
who removes from place
goods, edible meat or other cou
poreal personal property of any
kind or character under the val
ue of Fifty Dollars (85000 kept
stored or displayed for sale with
the intent to fraudently take and
to deprive the owner of the value
of the same and to appropriate
the same for the use and benefit
of the person taking is guilty of
shoplifting. Altering of label or
marking on goods, edible meat
or other corporeal personal
property or transferring same
from one container to another
with intent to defraud the owner
also constitutes the crime  of
shoplifting

Sec. 3. For the first conviction
for a violation of this Act, the
punishment shall be by impris
onment in jail not exceeding six
(6) months, or by 2 fine of rot
more than Five Hundred Dollars
($50000) or both If it be shown
upon the trial of a case involving
a violation of this Act that de-
fendant has been once before
convicted of the same offense
he shall, on his second convic-
tion, be punished by confinement
in the county jail for not less
than thirty (30) days, nor more
than six (6) months, or by a fine
of not less than Fifty Dollars
(85000, nor more than One
Thousand ($1,00000), or both. If
it be shown that the defendant
has two or more times before
been convicted of the same of-
fense, he shall, upon the third or
any subsequent conviction, be
guilty of a felony, and the pun-
ishment shall be by confinement
in the penitentiary for not less
than one (1) nor more than five

(5) years"
