It should go without saying 
but we are going to say it 
that the offlrt‘rs would appreci­
ate any information leading to 
the apprehension of party or 
parties guilty of using the ex­
plosive at the school, the burg­
lary of the siwnfrs office, and 
the theft of the county pick-up

You can very easily sit bach 
and say that those things are the 
Job of law enforcement officers 
and no concern of mine We be­
lieve this to be untrue It is our 
Job. collectively, as res|>onsible 
and moral citizens, to aid In any 
way In the apprehension of the 
guilty parties

Local officer> are not all-pow­
erful They do not know every­
thing and they will admit it It 
is Impossible (nr them to know 
the activities of every person in 
the county at all times and pre­
vent all crimes or violations

We do feel they are conscien­
tious. and are doing what they 
ran do W’e feel also that the ap­
prehension of any of the guiltv 
ones will be because of a good 
break, since seldom do such peo­
ple leave their calling cards
