Sociol Security 
Amendments
The Social Security Amendments 

of l‘X»5 made several major changes 
in the social security disability pro­
gram.

The most important of these is a 
change in the definition of “ dis- 
abibty”  under the social security 
law. Under the new definition, you 
can be eligible for monthly benefits 
if yx)u have a disabling condition 
which has lasted or is expected to 
last at least 12 calendar months.

Under the “ old law”  you could 
get disability benefits only if you 
had a disability which pre\entod 
you from doir^ any substantial 
gainful work, and the disabling con­
dition was expected to last inde­
finitely.

But the new law now states that 
the illness or injury must have 
lasted or be expected to last only 
12 calendar months or longer. Only 
people who cannot do any substan­

tial gainful work can receive bene­
fits.

However, two important disabihU 
provisions were not changed by the 
196.3 :uiiendments. ,\ per.son can re­
ceive benefits only if he has social 
security credit for at least 5 years 
of work in the 10-year period just 
before he bc'.-ame dLsabled. And. 
cash benefits do not begin until al­
ter the first 6 full months a person 
is disabled.
