Service Probe On

Secretary H. N eil Carson, of 
tlie Interstate Com m erce C om ­
m ission has informed Congress­
m an R ichar.’ C. Wliite that the 
Corm iission lias instituted an in ­
vestigation  of the adequacies of 
passenger service on tlie South­
ern Pacific  from Los Angeles to 
New Orleans, by way of El Paso. 
T he Commission had informed 
Congressm an W'.iite earlie r that 
it was c o n s i d e r i n g  instituting 
such an investigation, after sev­
eral letters from the est Texas 
Congressm.ui, and petitions from 
tlie regulator, botiics in Texas, 
Louisiana, Niv M exico, Arizona, 
and C alifornia.

The Southcni Pacific passes^ 
tiirough eight counties of White's 
West Texas D istrict, and the 
Congressman has received many 
com plaints conceniing the d is­
continuance of Rillm an and d i n­
ing car services, tlie d iscontinu­
ing of reservations, poor sched­
uling , and a general d e te rio ra ­
tion  of service. These complaints 
were passed along to  the In te r­
sta te  C om m erce Commission. 
T h a t body has now decided to 
institu te  an investigation, and
