The American housewife may have her last op-
portunity to raise questions about “politicians in
the pantry”™ when the Hart Packaging and Labeling
Bill is considered by the Interstate and Foreign
Commerce Committee of the U, S, House of Repre-
sentatives.

The Senate, in passing the bill. chose to disregard
existing state and national laws which protect
against intentionally deceptive packaging and label-
ing practices. These laws are fully supported by in-
dustry and Better Business Bureaus.

Almost every shopper can tell which products
are high-priced, which low-priced and which me-
dium-priced. and she doesn’t base her choice of
product on splitting hundredths of a cent. Yet the
bill would authorize government agencies to find
that the fractional weights of products “are likely to
impair the ability of consumers to make price per
unit comparisons’ and to issue regulations setting
the only weights at which products could be sold.
regardless of price.

In an Alice-in-Wonderland exercise of ““making
a word mean what | want it to mean,” the agencies
could establish what a ““serving™ of a produet must
be. and what “small.” “medium™ and “large™ must
mean, This arbitrary freezing of practices could
seriously interfere with future efforts to provide
better bargains for the shopper.

Mher provisions of the bill duplicate and con-
tradict existing state and federal laws and regula-
tions. They would apply even though the manu-
facturer was making a conscientions competitive
effort to supply the customer with a high quality
product at the lowest possible price, Competition is
still the best means to assure that Mrs, Housewife
will get the best possible bargain—not unnecessary
laws which interfere with competition,

Yes there are many questions which Mrs, House-
wife could raise as to what influence the Hart Bill
will have on her range of choice of products and
on the cost of her market basket items,

One such question might well be. who knows
better, and is more solicitous about, the needs of
Mrs. Housewife than the manufacturer, whose life
or death in business depends upon her confidence ?

Have you checked up on your
social security account lately? Ac-
cording to H. P. Thomas, district
manager, Odessa Social Security Of
fice, if you are one of the 9 out of
10 working Americans protected by
social security, the Social Security
Administration should have a record
of all the earnings reported for you
since 1937.

The social security record keeping
system is simple: an individual rec-
ord is kept for you under your
social security number. When wage
reports are received from your em-
ployer, the amount reported is added
to your social security record. Since
mapy people have identical names,
both your name and social security
number are needed to identify your
earnings. This is why it is so impor-
tant for you to show your employer
your social security card rather than
meinorizing the number, Thomas
emphasized.

At least every third year, you
should ask for a statement of your
social security accoumt. This is es-
pecially true if you work for more
than one employer during a year,
Thomas added. In this way, you
can compare social security records
with your own. If they do not agree,
you should notify the social security
office at ence.

Double Jeopardy

T'o the athlete defeated in sport,
the proverb says

“If at first you don’t succeed,
Iry, try again.”

But 1o the prosecutor defeated
in court, the United States C onsti-
tution says just the opposite

"I at first you don't convict,
YOu may not try, try again.”

For, if the prosecutor tried the
same case again, he would be put-
ting the accused person in “double
jeopardy™-——that i1s, he would be
torcing him to face trial twice on
the same charge

Why does the Constitution tor-
bid double jeopardy? It is a mat
ter of simple fairness.

“The underlying idea.” the Su-
preme Court once explained,
that the State with all its resources

“is

[ris o ' . ' ’ |
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and power should not be allowed
to muake repeated attempts to con-
vict an individual for
offense. thereby subjecting him to
embarrassment, expense and o1
deal and compelling him to hive
m a contimng state of anxiety
and insecurity’

Yet society, by giving up its
second chance of winming o con
viction, takes the sk of letting
some real criminals go free. To
prevent double jeopardy from pro
viding an “easy ouwt” lor rascals,
the law puts carcful himits on the
rule

Consider three examples

A madl fraund tral o was called

an aitlcged

off because the judge became
seriously ill;

a murder trial was halted by
the discovery that the defendant
had smuggled a friend onto the
jury;

a forgery trial ended in dead-
lock when the jurors found them-
sclves unable to agree on a ver-
dict,

In ecach of these cases a second
trial was begun. Each time the
defendant objected that he could
not be tried again because of
“double jeopardy.”

But each time the objection was
overyuled. For in none of these
situations had the basic question
innocence really been
answered. Through no fault of the
prosecution, the law’s machinery
had been stopped short, its task
yvet undone

In fairness to the accused, we
do not askh him to face jeopardy
twice. But in fairness to society,
we do ash him 1o face it once.
Society. 100, is entitled to its “day
in court.”
