A South African mohair ex­
pert will attend the 52nd ainual 
convention of the Texas Sheep 
and Coat Raises' Association in 
San Angelo July 24-26. He will 
te ll Texas growers what South 
A f r i c a n  proiiucers did to lift 
their moh^r out of the doldrums 
and make it the highest-selling 
in the world. Texas mohair has 
been moving sluggishly the last 
couple of years, dealing a se­
vere blow to tire agricultural 
economy in areas where Angora 
goat production is particularly 
important.

The speaker will be Dr. C. C. 
Kritzinger, manager of the Mo­
hair Advisory' Board in South Af­
rica.

American mohair growers — 
97 per cent of them in Texas — 
recently approved a deduction 
of 1 1/24 a pound from mohair 
incentive payments to finance 
a mohair promotion and pro­
duct d e ve 1 o pm e n t program 
which could rejuvenate the in­
dustry.
