He drove Mr. and 
Mrs. Savage to the cemetery 
to acertain if the snake that bit 
bit him was poison and from 
there to the doctor's office 
where he gave Mr. Savage two 
units of anti-venin and accom ­
panied Mr. Savage and Dalton 
Hogg, who was the ambulance 
driver, to Alpine. In Alpine 
Mr. Savage received two more 
units of anti-venin after hospi­
talization, and further treat­
ment for the snakebite, which 
mostly included ice packs.

Anti-venin was available and 
administered here, and all that 
was needed locally was done. 
Anti-venin p r o p e r l y  admini­
stered and speed to hospitaliza­
tion with observation and any 
further-needed treatment is the 
best for snakebite patients, ac­
cording to all the information 
we Could find out.

"Lhe availability of a doctor, 
anti-venin, and the speed to 
the h o s p i t a l  aivi subsequent 
treatment are probably respon­
sible for the saving of the fin­
ger of Mr. Savage's on which 
the bite occurred, according 
M attending physician in 
Alpine, and ve r i f i c a t i o n by 
other physicians.

Seaf Belts 
Are Required 
Now In Texas

Seat belt accessories, steer­
ing mechanism, wheels, and 
rims are added to the items to 
be added to the list of inspec­
tions on all Texas motor vehic­
les, along with an increased 
minimum fee of $1 . 75  for the 
Inspections.

l i te  flew items were added to 
the tnspection law by the* last 
legLslature and the Department 
of Public Safety has instructed 
all vehicle inspection stations in 
regard to the type of in.spection 
to be made on each item.

The amendment becomes ef­
fective Aug. 28, thus accounting 
for the early inspection date. In­
spections for the 1968 slicker 
will continue until April 15, the 
usual deadline.

Under the new law, front seat 
belts are required on every 
motor vehicle in which seat belt 
am horages are a part of the 
m anufacturer’s on ^ n al equip­
ment For mo.st American-made 
vehicles, the anchorages are 
standard 'oeginnmg with 1962 
models. The vehicles may be re- 
.•ected dunng the inspeition if 
the seat belts are not installed, 
the belts are un.safe o r 
unservii*eable from wear or 
damage, the attachment fittings 
are damaged or loo.se or the 
buckles are loo.se or inoperative

Steering v̂  ill he checked on all 
vehicles.

Wheels and rims are to be 
inspected without being removed 
from the vehicle.

so long ns the total of the fore­
going tax levies does not ex­
ceed Eighty Cents (80(*) on the 
One Hundred Dollars (1100) 
valuation in any one (1) year.
