War Widows Eligible For 
GI Bill-Type Education

A reminder that war 
widows are eligible for Cl 
Bill-type education and 
home loan benefits was 
issued today by the Vet­
erans Administration.

The education benefits 
are also available to 
wives of veterans who are 
permanently and totally 
disabled as the result of 
militar>’ service.

Under a new law which 
went into effect Decem­
ber 1, 1968, the widow 
of a man who died and 
the wife of a veteran who 
was permanently and to­
tally disabled as the re­
sult of militar>' service 
is entitled to 36 months 
of educational assistance 
from the VA.

An allowance of S130 
a month is paid for full­
time training with les.ser 
sums paid for part-time 
training.

Unremarried widow  ̂of 
veterans who served in 
World VVar II, the Kor­
ean Conflict, or in tht 
Post - Korean period
(since January 31, 19,s^) 
and who died in ser\ ice 
or as the result of .'Ser­
vice are eligible for VA- 
guaranteed Cl home
loans.

This eligibility expires 
July 2.S, 1970, for World 
War II widows, with wi­
dows of Korean Conflict 
veterans having until Ja ­
nuary 31, 19"S, to use 
their entitlement. Cener- 
ally, widow s of Post-Kor­
ean sen’ice veteran:-have 
20 years from the date of 
their husband’s death or 
discharge from service to 
obtain loans.

The VA will guarantee 
60 percent--up to a 
maximum of $l2,S00--of 
the loan obtained by the 
widow.  Long - term 
mongages (up to 30 
years) and little or no 
downpayments remain the 
principal advantages of GI 
loans.

The VA also listed 
some other benefits of 
particular interest to wo­
men:

Dependency and In­
demnity Compensation: 
Monthly payments for wi­
dows and children of men

who died in serx’ice or as 
the result of .service.

Payment is generally 
S120 a month plus 12per- 
.ent of the monthly ba­
sic pay now iK-ing receiv­
ed bv a servicemanwho.se 
rank and years of ser­
vice arc the same as those 
of the deceased service­
man. Minimum payment 
is $133 a month.

Death Pension: Monthly 
payment for needy unre­
married wi d o ws  and 
minor children of veter­
an.'- whose deaths we re not 
rel.ited to military ser­
vice. The amount of the 
pension is keyed to in­
come.

Reimbur.sement of bur­
ial ex|x*n."es: Payment not 
to exceed S?.*)!) may bc‘ 
made within two years to 
the widow, undertaker,or 
any other pe*rson who bore 
a veteran’s funeral ex­
penses.

t. hildren’s education: 
In addition to education 
benefits f o r  qualified 
wives and widows, an al­
lowance of $130 a month 
for full-time college level 
training Is paid to child­
ren (under 26) veterans 
who diedor were perman­
ently and totally disabl­
ed as the result of mili­
tary service.

The VA invites women 
who have questions about 
possible lx.‘nefits to con­
tact their nearest VA of­
fice.
