Vehicle Inspection Changes

AUSTIN — The most sweep-
ing changes ever to be made
in the State’s Motor Vehicle
Inspection Act will become ef-
fective September 1, according
to Colonel Wilson E. Speir,
director of the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety,

Speir sald the amended act,
recently adopted by the Texas
Legislature, will place Texas
on a 12 month inspection period,
The measure increases the in-
spection fee from $1.75 to $2,
and moves the location of the
inspection sticker fromtheright
of the windshield to the left,
It also adds exhaust emission
systems on 1968 or later vehic-
les, and exhaust systems on all
vehicles, to the list of items
to be inspected,

Speir sald that all vehicles
subject to Inspection must be
taken to an approved motor
vehicle inspection station be-
tween September 1, 1969, and
April 15, 1970, Upon satis-
factory completion of the in-
spection procedure, the mech-
anic-inspector will remove the
old sticker and affix the new
one.

*“The new stickers will ex-
pire 12 months from the date
of inspection, and will contain
a large oumber tab showing
the month of expiration,’”’ Speir
noted. ‘‘For example, a stick-
or issued infeptember will con-
tair a nige, end will
oxpire on the lagt day of
September, 1970. A sticker
issued 1n J-ury will contain
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the number one and will expire
at the end of January, 1971,
he added.

The DPS director urged all
motorists to have their cars
inspected early to get ready for
fall and winter driving, and to
avoid long lines which may de-
velop In April as the deadline
draws near,
