We vtere reminded just this 

past v̂ eek of another change 
in practices. Time was,
:»hen we were growing up, 
when certain people were re- 
fened to only as Mr. So-aod- 
10, and Mrs. So-and-so.
There was nothing unfriendly 
abtxit the salutation, nor 
snobbishness. Just respect!
And the titles of Mr. and Mrs. 
were retained particularly for 
men of the cloth and school 
teachers, then in a "hit-and- 
miss" manner for some other 
professions or positions or 
pe^le. We even knew some 
husbands and wives who a l­
ways - at least in froiS of 
other per^le - called their 
spouse "Mr. So-and-so" or 
"Mrs. So-and-so". There 
was no lack of love iitoned 
in this usage, by any means, 
nor was there any love lack­
ing apparently between the 
coi^les who used these words. 
And our use of the "So-and- 
to" has no meaning except 
as a substitute for their own 
names.

Some of us are creatures of 
habit more than others, per­
haps. Or maybe our habits 
are Just different, but the use 
of a first name for ministers 
and teachers just does, not 
come easy with us, regard­
less of how well we may know 
them or how close our asso­
ciation.

We can remember the root 
of this. It was the decision 
of our parents that such "fam ­
iliarity" would cause one to 
loose respect for the position 
and that respect was one thing 
that the position should re­
ceive. And there was always 
the danger that even if we 
used a more fam iliar name 
and maintained the highest 
respect, there was always the 
danger that someone else 
might acquire the "fam iliar" 
habit and lose the respect.

In our humble opinion, the 
rules were not unreasonable to 
the exteiS dtat we were w ill­
ing to risk the punishment or 
whatever in testing a viola­
tion, so we retained the habit. 
Or maybe it was that we re ­
spected those who made the 
rules to the extent that we 
accepted readily the habit!

Anyway, we hiave it. and we 
arc n<x a^amed of it!

The use of a first name with 
acquaintenances and friends 
does net imply or signify a 
lack of respect for them per­
sonally or their position, 
whatever it is. 1 have even 
i>een able to  overcome, to 
some degree, some earlier 
habits and call teachers by 
their first names, mainly be­
cause some seem to accept 
the Mr. or Mrs. as an aloof­
ness, when that is isot the in- 
te a . But there are some 
friends who are some years 
older, whom 1 have known 
for a long tim e, and well, 
mat 1 cannot use a first name 
m addressing them.

It just depends on how you 
look at it, I guest.

More Immunizotion 
Needed by Studenfi

The State Department of 
Health has asked The Times 
to remind parents of students 
ot the recently-passed legis­
lation which makes it manda­
tory for all school children 
entering elementary or secon­
dary schools to be immunized 
against specific diseases.

The new law applies to all 
students atteixling public, 
private, or parrochial schools 
in the state.

The six diseases for which 
all students must receive im ­
munization include: diphther­
ia, tetanus, poliomyelitis, 
measles, rubella, and small­
pox.

It is specified that parents 
arxd students note that the law 
takes in all ages of studeiXs 
from kindergarten through 
college and that all students 
in any and all schools are in­
cluded in the law.

Students will lie allowed to 
enter fall and summer semes­
ters in 1971 with the provision 
that their immunizations a -  
gainst at least one of the dis­
eases will have been started by 
January 1, 1972.

The two exclusions from 
compliance on an individual 
basis are: if the physician 
feels that the immunizations, 
one or all, would be injurious 
CO the student's health or any 
member of his family; and 
two, if there is a religious 
conflict.
