VEE Yauine 
Being Given Here

Dr. Paul Weyerts contacted 
The Times Sunday afternoon 
to explain the work that is 
being done in Terrell County 
in an effort to innoculate all 
horses against the recent out­
break of Venemelan Equine 
Ence prha lomye litis.

He stated that he worked in 
Sanderson and close to town 
Satiuday vaccitrating horses, 
and Monday morning l«gan 
working in Alpine with later 
schedules taking him to Mara­
thon, and all across the north 
part of Terrell County, with 
the southern part of Terrell 
County being worked the lat­
ter part of the week.

Dr. Weyerts empihasized 
strongly the need for all hors­
es to remain on the premises 
where they were and to con­
tact him in case they are not 
corgacted for vaccination, as 
the quarantine law ahthorizes 
the confiscation exl destruc­
tion of any animal picked up 
on the highway in violation of 
the quarantine.

Dr. Weyerts stated that there 
was a very strict coiirol of 
the vaccine concerning its is­
suance to veterinarians, and 
its use by them in the state­
wide effort to control the dis­
ease.

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Vaccine Clinic 
To Be July 30

The second immiuii/ation 
clitric of the summer will be 
on Friday, July iO , .it the 
Sanderson Elementary School 
at 1:00 p.m . Dr. A. N. Clan­
ton, Terrell County Health 
Officer, has arranged tor the 
clinic with the cooperation 
of the State Department of 
Health.

The second polio vaccine 
will be given along with the 
dipjhtheria-tetanus innocula- 
tion, all of which are required 
of students of all ages enter­
ing schools, colleges, and 
universities this fall.

Dr. Clanton stated that if 
anyone has not begun their 
piolio series, they should take 
this series and tell those in 
charge that this is their first 
in the series of three doses of 
the vaccine. He also stated 
that if anyone missed their 
rubiolla vaccine at the last 
clinic, that he had some of 
the state-furnished vaccine 
on hand and would give it free 
of charge as long as the vac­
cine lasted if people would 
bring their children to his of­
fice.

At the clinic to be July 30, 
Dr. Clanton stated that there 
would be no charge of any 
kind for the vaccine, but as 
at the last one, a contribution 
of 50< would be accepited for 
the Sanderson F'mergency 
Squad to buy some emergency 
supsplies.
