'Tne Turbo'Train is a modem, 
s tre a m lin e d , h igh-speed  
Intercity paaaenger train 
designed by aerospace 
engineers and based on the 
principles of flight.

Powered by aircraft-type gas 
turbine engines, it was desimed 
to provide comfortable, high 
performance service on existing 
railroad trackage.

It was designed and 
developed by the Sikorsky 
Aircraft dlviaion of United 
Aircraft Corp.

'The train’s month-long 
public demonstration run 
began in Providence, R .I., last 
Wednesday.

En route it will stop st such 
major cities as New York, 
W ^ in jrton , Miami, Atlanta, 
New C^leans, Houston, San 
Antonio, El Paso, Los Angeles, 
Oakland, Portland, Seattle, 
Milwaukee, Chica|(o, St. Ix>uis, 
D etro it, Cincinnati and 
Geveland.

Between the first aitd 
fift eich of August of each 
year a Jir> wheel must be 
constituted coiXaining the 
names of all the persons in 
the county who have register­
ed to vote. The juries will 
then be selected drawing 
the names from this jury 
wheel.

The jury commiaion, an 
appoiKment of the Diftrict 
judge, is u>ed to select the 
grand jury members.

Pres'iously the jury com ­
mission selected the names of 
prospective jurors for petit 
jury duty with certain pro­
fessional exemptions barring 
Che selection from the ei<ire 
list of eligible jurors. At one

time oat> those wno had paid 
poll taxes were used as the 
basis for the selection of jur­
ors. With the aboUslor.ent of 
the poll tax voter re gut ration 
w as the basic group troir. 
which jurors were 'iiosen, but 
a qualified resident could a l­
so be selected for jury durv 
e% en if his name was not 
listed on the roll of registered 
voters.

The new law also provides 
that all persons over 6S yean 
of age and females who have 
legal euxody of a child or 
children under the age of 10 
are eligible for jiry durv.
