County ASCS offices throughs+
out the United States have been
chosen as information centers to
answer questions from all citi-
zens on President Nixon's exec-
utive order which is designed to
stem inflation and strengthen
the national economy.

The Brewster-Terrell County
office is receiving official an-
swers to questions concerning
the President's action, and any
person in Terrell County who
wants or needs precise informa-
tion should get in touch with the
County Office, Jessup said.

The Brewster-Terrell County
ASCS office is located at 205
E.Ave. D, Alpine. The mail-
ing address is Box 397, Alpine,
Texas 79830. The telephone
number is 915-837 <2325, In
charge of the office is Norberto
Ponce, county executive direc-
tor. The program assistant is
Mrs. Carlos Dunn. A represent-
ative holds office hours in San
derson at the Soil Conservation
Service office on Persimmon
Street each Wednesday from
10:00 a. m. to 3:00 p. m.

"Ours and all ASCS offices
throughout the nation, will
function as information centers
in all locations outside of high-
ly urbanized areas, " Jessup
said.

County ASCS offices are not to
handle complaints or appeals,
he said. They will serve only
to provide official information.
Persons with complaints will
register them with the most
convenient district or sub-dis-
trict office of the Internal R ev-
enue Service.

"Neither will interpretations
or guesses be made by ASCS
county office people. They will
answer only those questions for
which they have been supplied
an answer. If they don't know
the answer to a specific ques-
tion, they will say so. If a
member of the public wants the
county office to obtain an an-
swer, the question will go by

one or mail to the nearast
IRS district office, " Jessup said.

Normal functions of the ASCS
county office are to adminis-
ter farm action programs of the
U.S. Department of Agriculture
on the local level. County
Committee Chairman Jessup
said ASCS service to farmers
and ranchers will continue
without interruption.
