Dates For Voters

1972 is an important elee-
tion year with local, state and
national elections scheduled.
The first one of the year was
Tuesday of last week when
three directors for the Ter-
rell County Water Control &
Improvement District were
elected. The next scheduled
election will be in April when
school trustees are to be nam-
ed, and the national party
primaries will be on May 6.

The terms of Bill TenEyck
and Will J. Murrah, as trus-
trees of the Terrell County
Independent School District,
expire this time and the elec-
tion of three members of the
board will be on April 1. The
thrid post to be filled on the
board is due to the resignation
of David Mitchell.

In the balloting to be on
May 6, there will be elected
party nominees for all those
holding primaries in the
county for the offices of:
party chairman in each of the
precincts, county party chair-
man, constables and commis-
sioners in precincts 1 and 3,
justices of the peace in pre-
cincts 2 and 4, county at-
torney, and sheriff and tax-
collector. On the district
level, there will be judge and
attorney; state representative
and senator, and on up to the
governor, as well as president
and vice-president and other
national offices.

Candidates for school board
posts must file 30 days before
the election date.

Precinct, county, district,
and state candidates must
file with the party county
chairman by Monday, Feb-
ruary 7.

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A total of 116 bird species
was found on the three 1971
Christmas bird ¢ ounts in Big
Bend National Park. The Rio
Grande Village count produc-
ed 1020 individuals of 75
kinds, 1510 individuals of 72
kinds were found on the Chis-
os Mountains count, and 3202
individuals of 78 species were
recorded on the Santa Elena
Canyon - Castolon count.

Big Bend's bird counts are
part of a nation-wide effort of
censusing areas throughout the
United States to determine
bird populations. Sponsored
by the National Audubon So-
ciety and the U.S, Fish and
Wildlife Service, all counts
must be taken within any 24-
hour period during the last
two weeks of the year, and
are restricted to an area with-
in a circle with a 15-mile di-
ameter, All birds counted are
reported on special forms and
published in the journal nam-
ed "American Birds".

Over the years these counts
offer the best possible index
to wintering birds; their move-
ments, increases and decreas-
es, and locations of wintering
populations became known.
This year was the sixth con-
secutive year that a census of
Big Bend National Park's bird
life was taken. Seven species
were found this year that had
not been found on previous
counts; these seven bring the
grand total of species record-
ed in park counts to 153, Only
25 kinds of birds have been
counted only once in the 18
counts, and 14 species have
been recorded on every one

of the park's Christmas counts.
These may be considered as
the most common of the park-
wintering birds.

Each year some variation
within the park's birdlife is
found. Weather is the greatest
influence. The presence of
waterbirds along the Rio
Grande is predicted upon the
weather within the north and
central part of the country.
Many ducks and other water-

birds can be found when wea-
ther to the north has been ex-
ceptionally cold. This is also
true for ground-feeders. How-
ever, when late summer and
fall rains fail, there are are
no accessible grasscrops and
so these birds pass on through
the area without lingering.

Christmas counts also offer
evidence of "invasion years",
periods when more than aver-
age members of far north
birds frequent the area. This
usually results from excep-
tionally cold weather to the
north or failures in crops,
such as pine cones.

As years go by, and counts
continue, it may be possible
to not only use the data as an
index to the environment
changes, but as a sort of wea-
ther prophet as well.

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New Plates For
Vehicles To Sell
After February 1

Vehicle registration plates
for 1972 have been received
in the office of Terrell Coun-
ty Sheriff Bill C. Cooksey.
Mrs. A.J. Hahn Jr., deputy tax
assessor-collector, stated that
the plates for passenger ve-
hicles this year would have
the prefix DFM and would run
from 10 to 999.

Mrs, Hahn stated that the
practice of holding plates for
certain individials would be
done this year, the same as
last year. Anyone who wants
a specific number will give
her $1 and the receipt for the
registration last year and she
will hold the designated num-
ber for them, mailing it to
them when the number comes
up in rotation. She said that
she would not be responsible
for keeping the title to the
vehicle belonging to the per-
son asking for the special
number, but would keep the
receipt from last year and
mail the license plates to the
resident when they were avail
able.

The sale of the registration
plates will begin on February
1 and will continue to March
31, after which date all ve-
hicles being used on public
roads will be required to have
1972 plates. 3

The papers for the registra-
tion of vehicles this year have
been received by most vehicle
owners and they are asked to
bring these papers with them
when they come to register
an existing vehicle which was
registered in Texas last year.

Persons moving into the state
and not having the papers that
were mailed to residents, are
required to bring titles to the
vehicles to secure registration
plates this year.

Voter Registration

Details Revealed

According to a ruling by U.
S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice entered Septem
ber 28, 1971, persons 18-21
years of age are entitled to
register as voters unc er the
Same terms and conditions
generally applicable to per-
sons 21 years of age and older.

Persons 18-21 years of age
may acquire a residence where
they actually live if they in-
tend to remain there indefinite
ly and call it their home.

For the first time since Re-
construction, Texas law pro-
vides for permanent registra-
tion. Under Senate Bill 51, pe
registration will entitle the
voter to vote for three succes-
sive "voting years" in place
of one year under the current
annual registration system, A
"voting year" begins on March
1. Every initial registration is
good for three successive vot-
ing years (with some qualifi-
cations); and each time the
voter votes in a general or
primary election or has his
registration extended or re-
newed by notice, his registra-
tion is good for another three
successive voting years, pro-
vided he remains qualified
and his registration has not
been cancelled.

For the first time, under
Texas law, voters may reregis
ter by voting, a common prac
tice in other states with per -
manent voter registration sy-
stems. An otherwise qualified
voter is automatically reregis-
tered for another three succes-
sive voting years when he
votes in a general or primary
election, including a run-off.

The new registration system
removes the old January 31
deadline for registration. Any
qualified elector may apply
for a voter registration certifi-
cate at any time. The regis-
trar will issue a voter regis-
tration certificate which will
be effective for any election
held on the 31st day after the
application is received in the
office of the registrar,

Year round registration re-
moves the need to provide
late-registration for persons
reaching voting age, residence
or citizenship requirements,

A person may register 30 days
before he becomes 18 years
of age and before the com-
pletion of his first year of res-
idence in Texas. All registra-
tions received prior to January
31, 1972, are effective on
March 1, 1972, and continue
in effect through 1975 (with
specific exceptions).

Senate Bill 51 retains the
present procedures for initial
registration, A person may reg-
ister in person before a regis-
trar or his deputy or by mail
or by agent., Only the spouse,
parent or child of the voter
may act as his agent #hd then
only if a qualified voter of
the same county as the voter.

Yet another first for Senate
Bill 51 is the requirement
that a voter must sign a roster
at the polls when he votes.
This signature is then com-
pared with that on his voter
registration certificate. If
the two do not correspond, he
will be denied the ballot,
subject to challenge regula-
tions. Those who vote on a
lost affidavit must also sign
the signature roster. The sig-
nature roster is also used for
absentee voting, Special reg-
ulations apply for persons who
are unable to sign because of
illiteracy, blindness or infir-
mity,

Several changes have been
made by Senate Bill 51 in
current law governing voting
in precincts of which the voter
is not a resident. The general
rule is that a person must vote
in the precinct where he is
domiciled. If a voter votes
in a precinct in which he is
erroneously registered, his vote
will nonetheless be counted in
an election contest provided
there has been no intentional
error on his or the election
judge's part, and the vote
would have been validly cast
in the precinct of which he
was a legal resident. If the
voter intentionally registers
and votes in the wrong pre-
cinct, his ballot is void for all
purposes. Persons who move
from one residence to another
within the same precinct must
inform the registrar in writing
of this fact. Persons who
change their residence from
one county to another must
register anew in accordance
with procedures for new regis-
trants but for the first six
months he may vote a limited
ballot, using the registration
certificate of the former
county as evidence of registra-
tion. The registrar of the
county into which the voter
transferred his registration

must notify the rehglstrar of the

county from which the regis-
tration was transierred.

Benefits Limits

An increasing number of
Medicare beneficiaries have
received notification that
some of the medical bills
they have submitted for Med-
icare Part B payment were
more than the allowable
charge. T. Hedley, field rep-
resentative, explained that
limits on the amounts covered
by Medicare have been es-
tablished to keep down the
cost of the Medicare program.

Authority to set the limits
is granted by law and is based
on amounts doctors customar-
ily have charged in the past.
A doctor's customary charge
will be covered if it does not
exceed the amount most com-
monly charged by other doc-
tors of the same specialty in
a locality,
