Sanderson has been designated 
as a home terminal for the new 
operation procediu-es for trains 
that will run from Sanderson to 
El Paso and from San Antonio 
here - -  and will remain so for 
all of the foreseeable future, 
according to the company and 
organization representatives.

All of the uncertainties of the 
possibilities of the terminal's 
move have been removed as far 
as can be stated, according to 
the men representing both sides 
of the operation.

We stated before, and we state 
again, that we hope that this is 
for the best for those involved 
directly, and certainly we are 
happy that the idea will not be 
a consideration in the failure oi 
any individual or group to con­
sider constructive and progres­
sive action locally in the future 

We wonder if this news will 
be given the same area-wide 
publicity as the "threats of the 
terminal's move" have been 
given in the past.

Without a single exception, 
all of the people we have talk­
ed to since last week's paper 
are in more-than-strong oppo­
sition to any tolerance in a c ­
tivities referred to as past or 
threats in the letter published 
last week.

What some minds have not 
yet conceived is that the de­
struction or defacing of public 
or jirivate property may be a 
felony and being found guilty 
of a felony is something that 
no one should welcome and ev­
eryone should try to avoid. We 
should be concerned for those 
who do not realize the serious­
ness of this fact and their appar- 
rent unconcern for the rights 
and property of others and in 
some way try to convince them 
of the foolishness of their ways 
before their thoughts are turned 
into actions.

It is also a serious thing to 
make a threat to do something, 
and it could be that the threat 
of certain things is punishable 
to a degree nearly as serious as 
the act.

Another thing that many peo­
ple don't realize is the fact that 
no individual is given the right 
to determine that a certain law 
or laws may be broken at his 
or her discretion, or upon their 
reasoning or justification with­
out them being a law violator.

We all have a responsibility 
of trying to be a good example 
and all of our efforts in this 
task cannot be too much!

It is not often that a picture 
of a trash dump appears in a
