Wildcat Slaked, 
Oil Well Finaled 
In Terrell County

Texas Oil and Gas Corp of 
Midland will attemjit to re­
open the Mesa Grande (Leon­
ard gas) field of Terrell 
County with the staking of 
Its No. 2 Allison, a 3,800- 
foot test 2,300 feet west of 
the depleted opener, 20 
miles southeast of Sheffield.

Location is 2,250 feet from 
the south and 4,000 feet from 
the east lines of 8-A4-Mrs.
A. Pride. Ground elevation 
is 2,546 feet.

The discovery. Humble Oil 
C Refining Co. No. 1 Allison, 
drilled to 11,324 feet, was 
plugged back and finaled on 
May 11, 1963, for a calcu­
lated open flow of 4.6 m il­
lion cubic feet of gas per day 
through perforations at 3,- 
393-387 feet. It became de­
pleted in July 1967

It was re-entered May 1 by 
Texas Oil G Gas to clean out 
and test at 3,550 feet and 
was abandoned June 1 at 
cleaned-out depth of 3,800 
feet.

Pennsylvanian detrital oil 
production was opened in the 
Yucca Butte multipay gas 
field of Terrell County with 
the completion of Texas Oil 
C Gas Co., Midland, No. 1 
Noelke-Smith, five miles 
southwest of Sheffield and 
7/8-m ile southeast of the 
current sixth Pennsylvanian 
detrital gas producer, to flow 
43.3 barrels of 56 gravity oil 
with gas-oil ratio of 2,309-1.

Production was through a 
16-64-inch choke and per­
forations at 8,348-411 feet 
which had been acidized 
with 7,-500 gallons.

It was drilled to 8,910 feet 
where 4-1/2-inch casing was 
set and plugged back to 8 ,-  
832 feet.

Location is 2,160 feet from 
south and 1,680 feet from 
cast lines of 5-A2-TCRR

The field, opened in Pecos 
County, also has one F.llen- 
burger and two Connell gas 
producers.
