New Traffic Signs to Rely 
On Symbols Instead of W ords

traffic signs making u.se of 
.•symbols in stead of word mes­
sages are being erwti'd through­

out the nation in acconlance with the 
Highway Safety Act of 1966. Many of 
the signs are already in place along roml- 
vvay.s in metropolitan areas of Texas and 
N'pvv Mexico.

Traffic e.xperts say the symbols pro­
vide the best means of comnuinicating 
with drivers bi'cause of their simplieitv. 
legibility and ability to be nvognized at 
a glance. And since the symbols an* in­
ternational. they will helji V.S. drivers 
in foreign countries as well as aiding 
foreign visitors to this countr>*.

The new signs have new shapes, new 
colors and new legends. However, some 
of the highway signs now in use, such 
as the stop sign, will not change.

One of the most important changes will 
be the use of the international red cir­
cle and slash as the symbol for “no.” 
This symlMil, when su(M*rimposed over 
the symbol for a particular type of ve­
hicle or traffic movement, will indicate 
“no" for that tyjx* vehicle or movement. 
F'or example, the sign for no trucks will 
be a red riirle with a diagonal slash 
over a black truck. No left tuni will he 
a red circle and slash over a black arrow 
tuniing left.

Symliols will al.so be used on warning 
signs. The slipper>- when wet sign will 
show a pictun* of a black car and skid 
marks.

Two new colors have also been added; 
orange for construction and maintenance 
hazanis and bmvvn as a background to 
the trapezoidal recreational an*a and 
scenic guidance signs.

These color schemes al.so will he car- 
riisl through on pavement markings. 
When all roads and highways an* 
marked, yellow will be the only color 
used for the centerline markings on two- 
way roads and streets. Red on curbs 
will mean no parking as it does now.

Finally, traffic signals will have thm* 
turn arniws rather than one. In addi­
tion to the gn»en arrow that means pn>- 
ceed, a yellow arrow will indicate the end 
of allow(*d movement, and n*d will show 
that the turn may not be made.

Ily the end of this year, pavement 
markings should conform to the new 
standards, and highway signs should be 
replaced by the end of 1974. The traffic 
signals will take longer, with 1976 as 
the target date.
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
