Absences Explained 
For Po rents

Terrell County Independent 
School District issues three 
types of excuses for absences, 
according to Su('t. C.B. Card. 
They are:

Excused makeup - given for 
the following reasons - per­
sonal sickness, sickness or 
death in the family, quaran­
tine, severe storm which 
makes travel dangerous,un­
usual causes acceptable to 
school authorities. Excuses to 
be in writing ind signed by 
parent or guardian.

Unexcused - given when a 
student deliberately misses 
school and or fails to bring 
an excuse or the parents fail 
to notify the school. Students 
will have three points deduc­
ted from each subject missed. 
Included in this category are 
taking children on out-of- 
town shopping trips, banking, 
e tc ., on s^ oo l days.

Absence Accounted For - 
this type of an excuse will be 
given when a parent takes the 
child from school for personal 
reasons. The teacher is not re­
quired to give any makeup. It 
IS also recommended that the 
parent notify the school prior 
to the child's absence. Any 
work for the time missed 
must be done before the ab­
sence. This does not apply 
during six-weeks tests, when 
the student must be at school 
unless he is sick or an emer­
gency exists. Hunting, fish­
ing, etc ., absences are not 
excused and will cost three 
points per subiect per day.
