One of the very best things about this country is that we have never lost that w illing­ness to lend a hand when a neighbor is down or hurt and honestly can t help himself.But more than time s«;»arates us from the day when h e lp ii«  cut meant rebuilding a man $ bam. It's RO*t«n a lot morecomplicated. The persMneeding help today might be an isolated old person, with­out friends or family; or a child in an inner-city slum.His needs are likely to be many and interrelated—things like the wrong kind of food or not being able to read or write, or a crippling disability or alcohol or drugs—all com­pounded by a sense of com­plete hopelessness. And these problems can get tangled to­gether in one person like a ball of fishhooks.It's a situation which crept up on us over the years.As things got more compli­cated we kept trying to take them apart and make them simple. VV'hat happened was that as people's problems be­came more complex, we be­gan producing specialists in problems but very few special ists in people.Take HFW, for example: eight of every 10 of the men, women or children who need help from us need more than one kind of help. But we go at the job "jirogram by pro­gram." We take people apart and try to make tnem fit into all the various Titles and Acts of Federal law. This approach has never worked well and to­day, when awareness of hu­man problems is so acute and when so many potential solu­tions are at hand) it has be­come tragically inadequate. HEW is responsible for more that 270 specialized programs of human assistance adnunis- tered by dozens of State and local agencies. Human beings get lost in the process, if they can get in it at alL Today people are demand­ing a change. Proponents of change include the people in my Department,social service workers, health and education specialists, government lead­ers,and people in need. They all agree we have to go back to viewing people as whole individuals and treating them in a way which eliminates waste and duplication and still gets the job done.The jiroblem does not lie entirely or even principally with the (professionals who are trying tc help. The doctors, the teachers, the social work­ers who work within the system w  frustrated by it, and the better and more caring they t̂e, the more frustrated they •tre. The problem is the sys- tem--the laws, the rules, the regulations, the traditions which have grown up over the years until they have become an ini|penetrable thicket. But to really help people get back to independence we have to get these specialized agen­cies and pro^ams to work to­gether to treat the whole per­son.The Allied Services Act is one proposed solution. It is not the only one or the final

one. But at the Congreu, the Federal Government and your State and local governments approach this complicated and important problem in the next few weeks and months,I would hope that all of you as concerned citizeiu will study the issues involved and insist that we 'oegin the job of repair and reconstruction. It is too important to be left to specialists.
