From R#c#nf Tests 
In T#rr#ll County

The T exas S tate D epartm ent 
of H ealth  in con junction  with 
the A m erican  Lang Associa- ‘ 
tion , T rans-Pecos A rea, con - 
ducted  a T ubercu lin  Skin T est 
Survey in T e rre ll County in 
O ctober of 1972. As a result of 
the survey, no ac tiv e  tu b ercu ­
losis or contagious disease was 
found am ong those tested . 
Some p>eople, how ever, were 
p laced  on preventive tre a t­
m ent.

In 1965 Senate B ill 1%  was 
passed to fa c ilita te  control of 
Tuberculosis in T exas. Be­
cause of the discovery of an ti-  
tuherculosis drugs it is no long­
er the  d read  disease it was at 
one lim e . An intense effort is 
being m ade to find a ll ac tiv e  
cases and those p^ersons at high 
risk of develop ing  tubercu los­
is. T he high risk grou includes 
p>ersons who have a positive 
skin test and who are under 20 
years o f age. A positive skin 
test does not m ean  a person 
has ac tiv e  d isease , but it does 
m ean tha t he has p icked up a 
tuberculosis in fec tion  at som e 
tim e . As the result of a posi­
tive skin test, a chest x -ray  is 
necessary to  d e te rm in e  w he th ­
er it has developed  into d is­
ease.

P reventive tre a tm e n t, for tu ­
b ercu lin  reac to rs under 20, 
consists of the ind iv idual ta k ­
ing an ti-tu b ercu lo sis  drugs for 
one year and the  drug w ill 
g reatly  reduce the  in d iv id u a l's  
chances of ever developing  a c ­
tive  tuberculosis. During this 
year, th e  ind iv idual is fo llow ­
ed c losely  by a physician  and 
w ith periodic x-rays.

T he fact th a t a person is ta k ­
ing p reven ting  m ed ica tio n  in 
no way m eans th a t this person 
is contaguious, but th a t an e f­
fort is being m ade to  prevent 
the spn-ead of this disease.
