states "All or any part of the
proceedings in any public
meeting of any governmental
body as defined hereina .ove
may be recorded by any per-
on in attendance by means
of a tape recorder or any
other means of sonic repro-
duction."

Section 3 lists the require-
ments of posting or publish-
ing notices of the date, hour,
place and subject of each
meeting held by a govern-
mental body prior to the
meeting, the posting notices
differing for each of the gov-
erning organizations.

Section 4 sets down the
punishment and fine for those
guilty of violating any por-
tions of the Open Meetings
Law.

Persons interested in follow-
ing the plans of any of the
governing bodies will be able
if the provisions of the law
are kept, will be able to read
the notices of the meetings
to see the subjects which are
placed on the agenda to know
if they are interested in at-
tending a particular meeting.

The county governmental
body shall have a notice post-
ed on a bulletin board locat-
ed at a place convenient to
the public in the county
courthouse; a school district
shall have a notice posted on
a bulletin board located at a
place convenient to the pub-

of the school district's pupils
reside or shall give notice by
telephone or telegraph to any
news media requesting such
notice and consenting to pa\
any and all expenses incurred
by the school district in pro-
viding special notice; a gov-
ernmental body of 4 water
district or other distric® or po-
litical subdivision except a
political subdivision covering
all or part of four or more
counties (as described in Sub-
section (f) of this section,
shall have a notice posted at
a place convenient to the
public in its administrative
office, and shall also furnish
the notice to the county clerk
or clerks of the county or
counties in which the district
or political subdivision is lo-
cated. The county clerk shall
then post the notice on a bul-
letin board located at a place
convenient to the public in
the county courthouse.

The notice of a meeting
must be posted for at least
72 hours preceding the day of
the meeting, except that in
case of emergency or urgent
public necessity, which shall
be expressed in the notice, it
shall be sufficient if notice is
posted two hours before the
meeting is convened, etc.
