T he  T erre l l  County Histori­
ca l  Survey C o m m it te e  held  
its regular m onth ly  m ee t in g  
Monday of last w eek  in the 
library building. Those in a t ­
tendance  w ere  Mmes.W.H. 
Grigsby, A.H. Zuberbueler, C.
C. M itche ll ,  E E. Farley, Pat 
Harris Jr., and L.G. Hinide; 
and Jerry Wenmohs, Frank 
Green. Guests were C .C . 
M itche ll ,  Mrs. C lyde Higgins, 
Mrs. W.H. Savage ,  and h^s.
L. H. G ilbreath .

T h e  m ee tin g  was opened  
with the read ing  and approv­
al o f  m inutes from the prev­
ious m ee t in g ,  and the treas­
urer's report which now shows 
a b a lan ce  of $682.42. Inc lud ­
ed in this new balance  was a 
$I(X) m em o ria l  g ift ,  and once 
aga in ,  the c o m m it te e  wants 
to  point out th a t  until  further 
funds are re leased  by the 
C om m issioners ' Court, the 
on ly  m eans of support the o r-  
gan ira tion  has are m em o ria l  
gifts and residents are asked 
to  consider the needs of the 
group, and to  re m e m b er  that 
their  work is not for th e m ­
selves but for T e r re l l  County.

S evera l  i tem s of business 
were discussed and various 

' c o m m i t t e e  reports were '  
brought up to da te .  T he  m a in  
i te m  o f  business was tha t  con­
cern ing  the proposed museum, 
and the offering of the old 
drug store bu ild ing for sa le  to 
the county to be used for 
such; and th a t  the  c o m m b -  
sioners ' court had re je c te d  
the offer due to the re s tr ic ­
t ion  tha t  the bu ild ing  would 
be used as a museum  only.

Frank Green was in troduced 
and gave a ta lk  on "An In tro ­
duction of A rcheo log ica l  
Sites in T e rre l l  C ounty" , bas­
ed or a paper which he c o ­
authored with his fa ther, L.
M. Green, soon to be publish­
ed by the El Paso A rcheo log i­
c a l  Society . Various artifacts  
were shown by Mr. Green th a t  
he had discovered in his e x ­
cav a t io n  of some ro c k -sh e l­
ters in the countv, as w ell as 
photographs of some Indian  
paintings.

Water District 
To Instatt Ptugs 
To Fight Fires

T he  board of directors of  
the T erre l l  Count> Water 
Control C ImjTOvement Dis­
tr ic t  #1 and m anager,  Don 
A llen , m et  Thursday n ight of 
last V l e k  in their regular bus­
iness session. The directors 
are: Greene Cooke, president; 
Edward Kerr, secretary; J im ­
my C aro line ,  Mark D uncan, 
and Weldon Cox.

T he  group voted to buy a 
dri l l ing  m ach ine  and fittings 
and fire plugs and fittings for 
the installa tion  of fire plugs 
in Sanderson. A llen s ta ted  the 
first plug he intended to  in ­
s ta ll  was at the in tersec tion  
of Second St and H ackberry , 
the com er betw een the co u r t­
house, high school, junior 
high, and C atho lic  Church.

Another decision was to pur­
chase  a 2 ,000-barre l  s torage 
tan k  to be put a t  th e  si te  of 
o ther  s torage fac i l it ies  on the 
west side of US28S. Approval 
was also g iven for in s ta l la t ion  
of a 2 - inch  m ain  ex tension  to 
the north end of the W histler 
property, the old  site of  the 
Sanderson Rodeo Club arena.

T he  directors vtjted to hold 
ail e le c t io n  April 6, 1974, for 
d irectors o f  the w ater district.  
T he  e lec t io n  w ill be held  in 
the  courthouse and judges and 
clerks w ill be n am ed  as soon 
as possible.

Candidates’ Filing Controversy Ended 
By Action of New Demo Committee

T he controversy over the e l ­
ig ib il i ty  of  two candida tes  to 
file for offices in the county 
ended Thursday morning of 
last week at a m ee ting  o f  the 
T erre l l  County D em ocratic  
Executive C o m m it tee .  The 
co m m it te e  voted to jnit the 
nam es of Austin Chriesm an 
and R eginald  .Monroe on the 
D em o cra t ic  Prim ary ballo t 
for the offices of County 
C om m issioner of Precincts 2 
and 4 respectively .

It was the  first t im e  the cur­
ren t co m m itte e  had an  opjior- 
tun ity  to consider the ques­
t ion , according to Edward 
Kerr, ch a irm an  of the c o m ­
m it te e ,  who s tated  tha t  the 
o ther c o m m it te e  m em bers 
were Pinky Carruthers, Vic 
L ittle ton , Mrs. H.E. Erelle, 
and Mrs. Manuel Parada Sr., 
one  from each  of the four 
precincts  of the county. The 
c o m m it te e  was n am ed  as e x ­
p la ined  in last w eek 's  T im es  
in an effort to carry cu t the 
duties  of the party in seeing 
tha t  an e lec t io n  was held to 
se lec t  nominees.

T h e  controversy cen te red  on 
a question  of e l ig ib il i ty  of 
cand ida tes  to file  because of 
a question of residence of the 
cand ida tes ,  and the former 
County Demo C hairm an , J.M 
Davis, was in w lv e d  with the 
two candida tes  in the con tro ­
versy. Davis resigned the of­
fice February 8, U>74.

R egistered  voters in T erre l l  
County have rece iv ed  (xastal 
cards by m a i l  in the past 
w eek, accord ing  to Mrs. A.J. 
Hahn, deputy tax assessor- 
co llec tor .

T h e  most imjiortant i tem  o r  
the card was the precinct 
num ber, since precinct lines 
were re -draw n recently .

R ather than  picking out the 
voters who were affec ted  by 
the changes o f  j>recinct lines, 
Mrs. Hahn dec ided  to send 
every  registered  voter a jo s t -  
a l card to check their address 

Each voter should be sure 
t ’̂ at the block on the regis­
tra tion  ce r t i f ica te  conta. is 
the proper precinct number.

man following the  resignation 
of Davis, and the nam ing of 
three add it ional  precinct 
ch a irm en ,  who in turn ap- 
jHJinted Kerr. He s ta ted  that 
he had spent considerable 
t im e , effort, and trouble in 
getting inform ation on what 
had been done, what could 
be done, and what should be 
ilone in sett l ing  the issue. 
Following his assim ila tion  of 
all the inform ation jiossible, 
Kerr ca l led  a m ee t in g  of the 
county co m m it te e  and jire ■ 
sented the inform ation to 
them . He s tated  that  he un­
derstood the law to be very 
p lain  in not giving the c o m ­
m itte e  the final authority to 
jirevent any cand ida te  having 
a p lace  on the ballot if the 
apjilication  was duly e x e cu t­
ed and was accom pan ied  by 
the appropriate  filing fee. On 
exam in ing  the information 
presented to them  by Kerr, 
the group voted to put the 
names of the two candida tes  
on the ballot.

Kerr s tated  that  it was his 
understanding from inform a­
tion given him  by attorneys, 
that any person had the right 
to question the qualif ica tion  
of a cand ida te  by residence 
within ce r ta in  t im e  limits of 
elec tions, but that the ques­
tion had to be de te rm ined  by 
a qualified  court after jt o -  
cediues in i t ia ted  by the per­
son questioning the q u a l i f ic a ­
tion by res idence, and that  if 
there was no contest or if the 
com peten t  court ruled in fa ­
vor of a cand ida te ,  then the 
cand ida te  was not d isquali­
fied from seeking or holding 
the office on the basis of resi­
de nc e.

Kerr s tated  that  he felt the 
c o m m itte e  had ac ted  proj'er- 
ly in their efforts to com ply 
with the laws and he would 
be glad to go over the m atter  
with any interested  group or 
individual who questioned the 
action._________________________

Voting strength it heaviest 
ih precinct 3, according to 
figures released by Mrs. A.J 
Hahn last week. Mrs Hahn, 
deputy tax assessor-collector, 
has been compiling polling 
lists of qualified voters in the 
county and released the figur­
es to The Times. She said 
that there would be a few 
changes in the total figures, 
as there had been some resi­
dence changes of qualified 
voters, but she thought the 
changes would not be signifi­
cant.

In Precinct 1, there are 430 
residents and 273 qualified 
voters; Precinct 2, 436 resi­
dents and 198 voters; Precinct 
3, 424 residents and 356 vot­
ers; Precinct 4, 415 residents 
and 237 voters.

Precinct 1 probably has the 
smallest number of voters out­
side the town of 5anderson, 
since it takes in only the 
southwesternmost part of the 
county from about 12 miles 
east of Sanderson and directly 
south to the river. Precinct 3 
probably is second in lowest 
number of residents outside 
of Sanderson, with Precinct 
2 as third-lowest, and Pre­
cinct 4 heaviest out-of-San- 
der.on population.

If the registered voter fig­
ures are subtracted from the 
total population figures in 
each precinct, then the re­
mainder is the total of non­
qualified voter - including 
chiliken and unregistered res­
idents - that arei 157, 238,
68, and 178 in each of the 
four precincts respectively.
