SCS Sefs Losses
In Recent Flood

Jerry Wenmobhs, local work

unit supervisor for the Soil
Conservation Service recently
completed a survey of local
and area residents to de-
termine the approximate loss-
es due to the April 29, 1974,
flood in Sanderson. He gave
the following report to The
Times:

"As many people and busi-

nesses as possible were contac
ted and asked to estimate
their total damages. Losses
were estimated at $105,200
which does not include in-
direct damages such as inter-
ruption of travel, evacuation
of premises and similar losses.

Besides replacing damaged

or destroyed material, much

livestock was lost, according
to Wenmohs. Damage to
transportation facilities in-
cluding the railroad and high-
way were extensive, he report
ed,ahd many miles of fences
were damaged or destroyed.
Although losses were not as
great as during the 1965 flood,
Wenmohs said it represented
a considerable monetary loss
for Sanderson residents and
residents of the area.

We do act want to be in a
position for possible accusa-
tion as being somekind of a
hang-up in the process of se~
curing easements. We want
to cooperate with all persons
who are involved in getting
the work done, whether they
are party of the first part, the
second part, or any other part,
as long as some real mean-
ingful effort is being accom-
plished.

If anyone is interested in
knowing what easements have
been secured and which ones
are lacking, this can be learn
ed from the Soil Conserva-
tion Service office, from the
county clerk, if the ease-
mentg have been turned in
for filing and recording, from
the commissioners or county
judge if the information has
been passed on to them, or
from County Attorney Jack
Hayre, who is primarily in-
volved in the securing of the
casements.

To point some kind of a
finger at the property owners
who have not signed ease-
ments might be unjustly
pointing a finger accusingly
at some one who has not had
an opportunity to sign an
easement. Or to point an ac-
cusing finger at all who have
had an opportunity to sign an
easement a.ad have not signed
it, is not a presentation of all
of the facts, of which there
could be circumstances far-
reaching and very involved.

We are not "copping out" on
a responsibility, we are only
realizing our responsibility, in
our opinion! For example,
one of the casements has to
be obtained by court action,
but it will be a "friendly"
suit, so the full story is not
even told with that statement,
