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We continue to hear about
sales of ranch land in Terrell
County at what used to be
"unheard of"" prices! Seems
like it might not be long un-
til most of the ranch land in

the county - if not already -
will have been sold for "un-
real” prices and that most of

the land will be owned by
non-resident owners.

One of the most futile dis=
cussions in the world, it ap-
pears to us, would be whether
or not a person can get his
money back on that kind of
an investment by ranching or
whatever use'! Really, we
don't see that this decision is
ours or yours to make. It ap-
pears to us that the decision
has been made already by the
buyer, in agreement with the
seller, that both are satisfied
with the deal and that's all
that matters!

We have heard that some
ranchmen are concerned that
so much country is "being
taken out of production”. We
have heard quite the contrary
- that very little of it is be-
ing taken out of production.

But, whether or not it is be-
ing taken out of production of
livestock or wool or mohair,
there are some things that it
will continue to produce -
and some of them are: deer,
and other wildlife, including
predators.

But whatever the purchaser
uses for the reasons for buying
the land, the reasons and the
money are his responsibility.
Whether or not he can "make
it" by paying those kinds of
prices is also speculation!

."h least, that is how we see
it!

Card Issues
Sl&;t;mmf, Policy
On Mow Bus Route

The following is a state-
‘ment of Supt. C.B. Card con-

. cerning the new bus route and

the reasons for the school
board's adopting their policy
concerning students eligible
to ride the bus:

"In discussing the possibility
of picking up ineligible bus
students (students that do not
live two or more miles from
the school they attend) with
Mr. Gabe Gilley, acting Di-
rector of Transportation with
the Texas Education Agency,
Mr. Gilley stated: 'If a bus
stops for eligible bus students
and three or four ineligible
students board the bus, the
consultant sent to approve the
bus route would probably not
say anything. There would be
no way that you could leave
the most direct route to the
school to pick up students. It .
would not be possible to un-
duly extend the route in dis-
tance or time nor would it be
possible to overcrowd the
school bus.

"The present board policy is
that an ineligible bus student
wants to ride the bus and he is
at a regular bus stop he may
ride the bus. Bus stops near
the city are located at John
Whistler 111 on US 285 and
Highland Plaza and Ocotillo
St. in Lomita Terrace. A stop
is required on Arroyo St. be-
fore entering Highway 90."

Mr. Card also has copies of
the laws concerning the opera.
tion of school buscs on regular
routes, a copy of which will
be given to any person inter-
ested in knowing what the law,
is. One copy wits furnished
The Times along with the
watement of Mr. Card and the
policy adopted by the board.

JOSHUA

In war against the Israelites,
King Nebuchadnezzar of Baby-
lon captured the city of Jeru-
salem. He laid siege to the
city and in the most terrible
tragedy the Israelites had
ever suffered he brought the
Hebrew people down to the
depths of depravity. Utterly
degraded by their own efforts
for survival, the Jews were
forced to surrender their cap-
ital city. Their leaders were
taken into captivity, No event
in all history down to modern
times has had so profound an
effect upon the thinking of
Jewish people. Only the holo-
caust of World War Il in
which six million Jews were
killed is a tragedy of equal
consequence. Why did it hap-
pen? Why did God allow his
own city to fall?

The writer of Joshua and its
editors made an effort to ex~
plain the fall of Jerusalem in
their telling of Jewish history.
The book of Joshua is an ac-
count of the settlement of the
Promised Land. Wovea
throughout is an explanation
of why the nation was eventu-
ally to fall. The key passage
of the book is 23:6-8: "There-
fore be very steadfast to keep
and do all that is written in
the book of the law of Moses,
turmning aside from it neither
to the right hand nor to the
left, that you may not be
mixed with these nations left
here among you, or make

Moses. To show that Joshua
now stood in the position of
Moses, the writer gives ac-
count of events which are rep-
etitious of the experiences of
Moses. For Moses, God parted
the waters of the Red Sea and
le.] the people across on dry
ground. For Joshua, God part-
ed the waters of the River
Jordan and led the people
across on dry ground ( 3:16).
Moses saw a burning bush and
heard the voice of God. Josh-
ua saw a man with a sword
and by the voice of this angel
heard God (5:13). At the Bat-
tle of Sihon, Moses held out
his rod and the people got a
great victory. At the Second
Battle of Ai, by the command
of God, Joshna held out his
rod and the people had a vic-
tory (8:18). By using this
scheame of repetition, the writ-
er is telling us that God was
working with Joshua just as

he had been present for Mos-
es. For us, this repetition is
important. It shows us the
continuity of God's presence
with his people.

This history of God at work
in the midst of his people was
vital to the faith of the Israel
ites. Upon crossing the Jordan
River, Joshua took twelve
stones from the river bed and
set up a memorial. That heap
of stones would always re-
mind the Jewish people that
God had given them a great
blessing (4:20). The Jewish
people kept their history as a
testimony to work that God
had done among them.

The Jews were not the only
ones to see history as a work

events in history is the activ-
ity of God. The blessings of
history that have come to
God's people are the founda-
tion of our faith.

Regrettably, the Hebrews
mixed sin and error with their
history and lost the favor of
God. They had been com-
manded by God to enter the
Promised Land, to destroy all
its inhabitants, and to make
no bargains with any of the
people living in that land.
The people broke this com-
mandment even before cross-
ing the Jordan River. Because
Rahab nhelped the spies to es-
cape, they made an agree-
ment promising to spare this
harlot and her family. With
the conquest of Jericho, Ra-
hab was allowed to live un-
harmed. Later, the people of
Gibeon worked a hoax upon
the Israelites and brought
them into a second agree-
ment against the will of God.
Seeing the history of Jewish
conquest, the Gibeonites were
freightened and wanted to
make a treaty. They sent rep-
resentatives dressed as if they
had been on a long journey.
Thinking them from a great
distance and no threat, the
Jews made a treaty. Although
the story of Chapter Nine is
amusing, this treaty was bla-
tant disobedience of God.
From the beginning of their
life in the holy land the Jews
broke the commandments of
God. To the writer of Joshua
it was no wonder that the Is-
raelites would lose the bles-
sings of God and suffer a his-
tory of tragedy.
