Last week, with Monday be­

ing a half-holiday for us and 
the rains that afternoon that 
caused us to be occupied with 
helping to alarm the people 
living in the lower areas of 
town, then later staying up 
half the night to "help watch" 
the water come down, we did 
not get much of a chance to 
talk to anyone about the dam* 
age out in the country as a re* 
suit of the heavy raitu.

We had driven out tf>e road 
to see how much water there 
was on the flats and in the 
canyon and were amazed to 
see how far the water was 
spread out and how fast it 
was running on the flat this 
side of Longfellow.

The water was running sev­
eral feet dee|' and was run­
ning very rapidly, had taken 
out a lot of fencing rtext to 
the highway or railroad and 
much damage was done by 
erosion out there.

Joe Brown Wednesday esti­
mated several thousand dol­
lars of damage to fencing 
alone and possible loss of 
some stock due to the high 
water. He had not been able 
to get into the area where he 
had some of the stock. He 
said there was also some stock 
pastured on his ranch by an­
other rancher and any loss of 
stock by that person was not 
known at that time.

This is the third time 
- including the 1965 flood - 
that Brown has had a similar 
loss.

Sometimes people think 
the "town people" are the 
only ones that are seriously 
affected by the lack of flood 
control dams, but this is not 
the case! The loss of the live­
stock and fencing has been 
extremely high, but there has 
also been the loss of topsoil, 
and most of all, the incalcu­
lable loss of mental artguish 
to everyone that is affected 
in any wav!
One of the other things that 

was noticed by us, and we 
heard similar comments, was 
the fact that there were many 
people who were acting con­
cerned about the high water 
possibility and who were not 
directly involved by having 
poperty in the area that 
might be inundated.

This concern for friends, or 
concern about the propierty of 
friends, or just a general con­
cern for the welfare of the 
town was written on the faces 
of many people, and expres- 
**d in actions before, during, 
and after tbc threat of high 
water locally.

There was no trouble, what- 
*<’cvcr, th.it wc know of, in 
getting residents out of the 
area where water was most 
'■kcly to be high. There w.is 
»nie concern over the curios­
ity of some resiilents which 
took them so close to the

Easefflenf Report 
Made Monday To 
Commissioners

The status of the flood con­
trol dam project was review­
ed at the regular meeting of 
the Terrell County Commis­
sioners Court Monday. Audrey 
F. Baker, Area Conservation­
ist and Larry W. Seymore, 
District Conservationist of the 
Soil Conservation Service, 
met with the commissioners 
to review the status of ease­
ments of the Sanderson Can­
yon Watershed.

The information indicated 
that all easements had been 
secured on Sites 1, 4, 6, and 
8. Only four landowner ease­
ments remain to be secured 
and easements from four util­
ity companies remain to be 
secured.

Arrangements have been 
made with the utility com­
panies for granting of all land 
right instruments involved.

There are 11 dam sites in 
the proposal, and with tht 
four repxjrted as easement- 
completed by the Soil Con­
servation Service, there re­
mains seven sites to yet se­
cure easements for, and cov­
ered by the four landowner 
easements and four utility 
company easements.

There are six dam sites on 
the Sanderson Canyon water­
shed and are numbered 1-6 
by designation of the SCS pro­
ject map, and sites 7-11 are 
on the Three-Mile Draw wa­
tershed, only one of which is 
complete, according to the 
report by the SCS.

On the Sanderson Canyon 
watershed, sites 1 and 1 are 
on the south side of the can­
yon amj 2-6 on the north side. 
On the Three-Mile Draw wa­
tershed, 10 and 11 are on the 
cast side of the draw and 7-9  
are on the west siile.
