He polled 1,170,253 votes to 
win over Republican Tom 
Cole, with 379,108 and the 
Socialist Workers Tarty nom­
inee, with 30,577.

Land Commissioner Bob 
Armstrong came in second in 
the canvass with 1,136,321, 
and Agriculture Commis­
sioner John C. White third, 
with 1,126,577.

All the incumbents scored 
more than a million votes.

High Republican vote-get­
ter in the canvass was trea­
surer candidate Robert G. 
Holt, with 559,402.

Votes for governor and 
lieutenant governor will not 
be canvassed until the legis­
lature convenes in January. 
The House of Representa­
tives takes care of that. The 
Board of Canvassers can­
vasses the other races, in­
cluding legislative, congres­
sional and judicial.

COURTS BUSY — During 
January-June, 1,716.697 cas«>s 
were filed in or appealed to 
county, justice of the peace

and municipal courts of the 
state, according to Texas Civ­
il Judicial Council.

Fifty-three per cent of the 
county court criminal cases 
and 38 per cent o f the civil 
cases were dismissed or set­
tled before trial.

Justice o f the peace and 
municipal courts received 
$26.4 million in revenue dur­
ing the six-month reporting 
period.

The council reported 184 
o f the 254 constitutional 
county courts have Judges 
who are not attorneys. Only 
six per cent of 984 Justices 
of the peace are attorneys, 
and about 65 per cent of the 
216 municipal courts (in cit­
ies over 6,000) are licensed 
lawyers.

State Rep. Roy Blake of 
Nacogdoches also advised 
city councils to retrain from 
rate increases until the 
charges have been proved or 
disproved.

NEW INDUSTRIES M ULTI­
PLY— Twenty-six new indus­
tries which may have a $121 
million annual impact on the 
economy located in Texas 
during October.

About 2,300 jobs will be 
generated, and another 2,259 
indirectly created.

Household purse strings un- 
wotsid for Texas women re­
cently with changes in credit 
legislation, according to one 
authority.

In Texas, women 18 years 
or older, can no longer be de­
nied c r ^ i t  solely on the basis 
o f  sex or marital status, Mrs. 
Doris Myers, home manage­
ment specialist with the Tex­
as A ^ cu ltu ra l Extension Ser­
v ice , The Texas AGM Uni­
versity System, explained.

**Lcgal rights o f women are 
being recognized as equal to 
those o f men, and this law is 
responsible for that trend,” 
the specialist observed.

She outlined implications of 
the revised law.

" la  1973, the Texas Legis­
lature amended the Texas 
Consumer Credit Code to pro­
hibit a credit grantor from de­
nying an individual credit or 
loaiu in his or her name - or 
from restricting or lim iting 
the credit p ^ t e d  - solely on 
the basis o f sex.

**This gives a woman, 18 
yean or older, the right to 
apply for and get c r ^ it  in 
her own name, if she meets 
the financial requirements of 
the credit grantor.

"M eeting those depends on 
her ability to be responsible 
for her own debts.

"This tnually means having 
a regulzu income, stability in 
employment and residence, a 
checking account, and refer­
ences,”  KAs. Myen said.

The specialist discussed how 
variations in individual mari­
tal status can affect credit 
even with new legislation.

” The single, young vyoman w 
who has never had credit may 
Jiave a problem in establish­
ing cre^t.

"A  parent or some other re­
sponsible adult may have to 
guarantee the account at first.

"Credit is established once 
the account is handled proper­
ly for a sufficient tim e."

Altfiough die married wo­
man now has the legal right 
to credit in her own name, 
most firms usually prefer to 
handle the account as a fami­
ly  account, Mrs. Myers taid.

"It's less expensive to serv­
ice one account instead of 
two.

"However, most firms w ill 
open an account for the mar­
ried woman on request, if  she 
meets the credit requirements. 
Still, some firms may include 
her husband's name in paren­
thesis for identity purposes."

Married women may en­
counter problems if credit re­
porting agencies are slow to 
make separate reports for hus­
band and wife, the specialist 
noted.

'Tor instance, if a married 
woman applies for credit in 
her own name, and the report­
ing agency shows no separate 
record on her, it could cause s 
refusal of credit.

"A  visit to the reporting 
agency and then the firm's 
credit manager can help 
straighten out the matter; if

the woman meets all the 
other credit requirements."

Other credit situations in­
volve widows, divorced or 
separated women.

"The widow usually has no 
problem in changing accounts 
to her name if  the family has 
a good record of payment and 
her financial position meets 
the firmls requirements, Mrs. 
Myers said.

"A divorced woman who had 
bad accounts in her husbauJ's 
name may have to reapply 
for accounts in her name.

"In general, she must follow 
the same guidelines for es­
tablishing credit as a single 
woman.

"If die had accounts in her 
lume as a married w:man, 
she simply m i^ t  have her 
marital status changed on her 
records after discussing the 
accounts with her creditors.

"The divorced woman, in 
any case, would be wise to 
consult each firm and change 
previous accounts that were 
family accounts or accounts 
in her husband's name," Mrs. 
Myers suggested.

Women who are separated, 
but not divorced, have the 
most difficult time with cred­
it, the specialist szud.

'.'Some firms suspend addi­
tional credit during this time, 
because funds may be tied up 
until a divorce is finaL

"This may affect the credit 
records and impair future
