Clarification Of
Alien Commuting
Court’s Ruling On

Southwest Regional Immigra-
tion Commissioner L.W. Gil-
man said today inquiries re-
ceived by the regional office
indicate considerable misunder-
standing has surrounded the re-
cent supreme court decision
concerning permanent resident
aliens who commute into the
United States on a daily or
seasonal basis.

The Immigration official ex-
plained that the supreme court
decision held that permanent
resident aliens of the United
States who commute to jobs in
the United States on a dailyor
seasonal basis may be legally
considered as returning resident
aliens.

Gilman added that Immigra-
tion Commissioner Leonard F.
Chapman Jr. said there has
beenwidespread misunderstand-
ing of the decision, with many
persons believing the gateshad
been opened to unlimited entry
by aliens to work in the Unjted
States. Commissioner Chap-
man has assured public offi-
cials, labor leaders, and citi-
zens that the supreme court de-
cision will not result in any
changes in Immigration Ser-
vice procedures and should not
cause an increase in aliens en-
tering the country to work.

Regional Commissioner Gil-
man said that currently there
are 42,000 "commuters" living
in areas along the Mexican
border and some 8,100 perma-
nent residents that commute
on a seasonal basis. He added
that the daily and seasonal
commuters are eligible to re-
side in the United States where
they would have nearly all the
rights of U.S. Citizens, with the
exception of voting. They
have chosen to live across the
border in Mexico and com-
mute daily to jobs in the U.S.
or return to Mexico periodical-
ly after seasonal employment.

Each community chooses
a lovely Lucia Queen to reyp-
resent the young girl martyr-
ed for her religion centuries
before in ancient Rome. The
chosen queen is feted and en-
tertained royally. In families
with daughters, throughout
Sweden, the prettiest is tra-
ditionally chosen as Lucia.
Her "gift" is to wait on ev-
eryone else for the day.

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CHRISTMAS LEGENDS
WITH ANIMALS

Christmas season folklore is
fascinating. Whether true or
not, there are innumerable
tales on traditions of the holi-
day season.

Animals are prominently
mentioned in many legends
and customs.

One Christmas legend tells
of the little gray lamb with
a longing in its heart to be
white. It wandered to the
dwelling of the Holy Family,
lingering at the door. The
Christ Child, seeing the lamb
beckoned it in. He laid His
hand on its head, and it be-
came white as snow.

Norwegians, Swedes, and
the Swiss make it a special
point to be extremely friend-
ly and hospitable on Christ-
mas, both to domestic pets
and wild birds.

A persistent Christmas leg-
end is that bees hum a carol
to honor the Christ Child. In
England, holly is placed on
the hive to wish the bees a
Merry Christmas.

Spaniards are taught to treat
cows kindly; they believe
that cattle breathed upon the
Christ Child to keep Him
warm. Tradition holds that
cows and horses kneel in ador
ation at midnight each
Christmas Eve. Among the
residents of the German Alps
it is believed that on Christ-
mas Eve all animals can
speak.

In Worcestershire, it was at
one tme the custom to give a
bough of mistletoe to the cow
that first bore a calf after
New Year's Day, to bring
good luck to all,

In Syria, the youngest cam-
el which accompanied the
Three Wise Men is called the

camel of Jesus, and it is this
camel which brings gifts to
children,

In Bohemia a horse is taken
into a river at Christmas and
walked against the current.
The rider tosses an apple into
the stream and if it hits the
horse it will be stronger dur-
ing the coming year.

PLANT OF MISTLETOE
IS THE PLANT OF PEACE

The hanging of mistletoe at
Christmas is an Enclish cus-
tom which goes back to the
Druid beliefs. This plant was
thought to bring good luck,
and so sacred that if enemies
met beneath the mistletoe in
the forest, they would lay
down their arms, exchange
greetings, and keep a truce
until the next day.

From this custom grew the
practice of hanging the plant
of peace over a doorway at
Christmas as a symbol of
good will to all comers. A
kiss under the mistletoe was a
declaration of love and a
promise of marriage, and an
engagement announced in
this way was thought to bring
good fortune to lovers.

THE MUSIC BOX

The music box has been a
popular Christmas gift item
since the 196h Century. Mu-
sic boxes for milady hold
everything from jewelry to
precious perfumes. Children's
toys of various shapes and siz-
es offer a variety of tunes.
Hit item of this season, of
course, is the box which
gives out with the tinkly
strains of Christmas music.

BIRTH OF CHRIST

Christmas in medieval Eng-
land was called Christes
Masse, then Christ's Mass, un-
til it acquired its present spel-
ling. The day is still known in
many countries of Europe as
“Christ's birthday" and is cal-
led Noel by the French, Na-
tale by the Italians, Weih-
nacht by the Germans, and
Yulen Jul by the Scandinav-
ians.

Most scholars agree that
December 25 is most certain-
ly not the birthday annivers-
ary of the Savior, and that He
was not born in what we now
measure as 1 A.D. The cus-
tom of celebrating Christ's
birthday on December 25
originated in Rome in the
fourth century of the Chris-
tian era, some say in 354 A.D
The Roman monk Dionysius
Exiguus, who made the calcu-
lations for the calendar in the
sixth century, probably mis-
placed A.D. by at least six
years.

Herod the Great, according
to the current Gregorian cal-
endar, died in 4 B.C. He is
said to have put to death the
boy babies in Bethlehem who
were two years old and young
er. The first Christmas may
have been as early as 6 B.C.

In finally choosing Decem-
ber 25 for Christmas, the
early church fathers probably
were not unmindful that the
Roman feast week of the Sat-
urnalia ended on December
24, after which some purifi-
cation of the soul would be
in order. Worshippers of the
Persian god,Mithras, celebrat-
ed December 25 as the ad-
vent of the Sun.

The place of Christ's birth
is much better established
than the time. If you went to
Bethlehem this Christmas and
asked to see where Jesus was
born, the inhabitants would
direct you to a small grotto,
or cave, beneath the Church
of the Nativity.

History fixes the year of Je-
sus' birth at 6 B.C. All the
historical quibbling is of lit-
tle significance to the real
meaning of Christmas, which
can be read in the face of al-
most any true hehevcr on
Christmas Day.

SINGING AT CHRISTMAS

The actual joyous singing at
Christmastime is traditional
and can be traced back
through many centuries. St.
Francis of Assisi is given cred.
it for using sacred songs, tak-
en from church services, and
using them in street festivals
during the 13th century. He
is sometimes called "the fa-
ther of Christmas carols" be-
cause he introduced sacred
hymns to the people for pub-
lic singing. In early America
the Pilgrims did not sing car-
ols, but we find the rest of
the new world bringing
Christmas carols with them
from their mother country
and singing them at Christ-
mas time during the festivi-
ties honoring the birth of
Jesus, much the same as we
do today.

I'HE CHRISTMAS TREE

\ccording to legend, the
Christmas tree custom began
when St, Boniface, a mission-
ary in Germany during the 8tk
century, adorned an evergreen
in tribute to the Christ child
and substituted the tree for
some of the symbols used in
pagan rites.

You can take your pick as
to when the Christmas tree
became popular in the United
States. Some researchers say
Hessian soldiers brought the
tree custom with them to this
country during the time of the
Revolutionary War.

It has been established that
Harvard University's first Ger-
man professor, Charles Follen,
decorated a tree for his son as
early as 1832. A description
of the tree was recorded in
Harriet Martineau's book,
"Retrospect of Western Trav-
il". She described "an eve-
ning spent decorating the tree
with gilded egg shells, wax
paper bags filled with lozen-

ges, and barley sugar."

In 1847, researchers note,
August Imgard of Wooster,
Ohio, decorated a small
spruce for his nieces and
nephews.

ngeveral workmen are killed
in Texas every year by lhe' :
sudden, unexpected 'cave~ins
or slides," Hubert B. Jaco, soil
scientist for the USDA Soil
Conservation Service at Pecos
said. "The problem is aggra~
vated by the fact that most
people assume all clay.sonls
are stiff and will not slnp.

"Fact is, some clay soils will
kill you quicker than a sandy
soil," Jaco stressed.

"The cause of slippages are
freakish pressure plates hidden
beneath the soil surface. Cer-
tain kinds of clay soils shrink
and crack when dry, then
swell when wet. After several
weeks of dry weather, a heavy
rain can cause some clay soils
to swell as much as 20 percent
in volume." Soils in Terrell
County having a slickensides
are the Dalby series.

This constant shrinking and
swelling through the years has
caused pressure faces, or
plates, to develop which are
slick from sliding against each
other. Technically, they are
called "slickensides." They
are as slick as their name in-
dicates and extremely danger-
ous.

Jaco said soil surveys have
been made by the Soil Con-
servation Service as part of
the National Cooperative Soil
Survey on about 70 percent of
the land in Texas. These sur-
veys reveal the location of
soils with slickensides as well
as a host of other valuable in-
formation.

HOW TO KEEP YOUR
CHRISTMAS POINSETTIA

Let's get those Christmas
plants off to a good start. It's
much easier to keep them in
good health than it is to nurse
them back after they begin
ailing.

Take the poinsettia - with
red, pink, or white bracts. It
is very sensitive to changes in
temperature, so keep it out of
drafts. Use water at room
temperature. Bracts will last
longer if the plant is kept at
lower temperature, particular-
ly at night. If it is near a win-
dow, move it back at night so
it won't get a chill, Give it
bright light, but no sun. Grad-
ually withtold water after the
plant is through blooming.
Store in a cool basement un-
til April or May, watering it
once a week.

When the weather warms up,
cut back stems to about six
inches and sink the pot in a
protected spot in the garden;
prune it back in July or Au-
SUst - or a couple of times
during that period. Before the
weather turns cold, bring the
plant to a south window; wa-
ter and feed regularly; give
ittotal darkness about 12
hours a night during October
ind November, Bracts should
show color by Thanksgiving
ind you can discontinue the
artificial darkness. The prized
part of the poinsettia is the
colored bracts or leaves, and
"ot the true flower, which of-
ten falls soon after the plant

CRANBERRIES ARE TREAT
ORIGINALLY AMERICAN

Cranberries are as tradition-
al as apple pie. Known to the
Indians as i-bimi, or "bitter
berry", cranberries were
pounded into a paste called
pemmican, which was used as
poultices on wounds.

Noting the berries to be the
favorite food of cranes, the
Pilgrims called them crane-
berries. In true American tra-
dition, this was eventually
changed to cranberries.

Cranes, of course, are un-
welcome in cranberry bogs -
but other birds are encourag-
ed. Bogs are often lined with
bird-houses - homes for swal-
lows, which eat destructive
insects.

Along with the birds, the
bees play a welcome role in
cranberry production. The
pollen is too heavy to be car-
ried by the wind so bees are
necessary to pollinate the
flowers.

IN BRAZIL

A unique custom practiced
in some sections of Brazil is
typical of the spirit of Yule-
tide. To make Christmas hap-
pier for poor people in the
community, others contribute
small gifts of food. They are
wrapped in white paper and
the packages designated for
children usually contain choc:
