Repealing Sectiona 48a, 
48b, 61e, and 51f o f Article 
I I I  and Soctiona 62 and 63 
of Article XVI of the Texaa 
Conatitution, Article XVI of 
the Texaa Conatitution ia 
amended to:

"The c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
amendment setting ths 
salaries of members of 
the legislature at |600 
per month and setting a 
per diem o f 330 per day 
during legislative sessions 
and a mileage allowance 
at the same rate provided 
by law for state em­
ployees.”
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AU STIN— Texans may be 
selectinir their presidential 
nominating convention dele­
gates in a special primary 
next ye&r.

A presidential preference 
primary bill was voted out 
of the House Elections Com­
mittee in spite of heavy op­
position from a parade of 
witnesses.

Significantly, perhaps, the 
Committee vote came on the 
same day U.S. Sen. Lloyd 
Bentsen of Texas announced 
his candidacy for the Demo­
cratic presidential nomina­
tion.

Bentsen has acknowledged 
his interest in seeing a pref­
erence primary established in 
his home state, although he 
insists he is not making a 
major campaign for it.

Texans now choose dele­
gates to presidential nomi­
nating conventions in state 
conventions o f the major 
parties.

Under the proposal ap­
proved by the Committee, 
delegates would be elected on 
the priman- election ballot. 
ETesidential candidates would 
pick their own delegates in 
each of Texas’ 31 senatorial 
districts.

Opponents assailed the bill 
advanced by Rep. Tom 
Schieffer of Fort Worth as 
a “ winner take all" measure. 
Schieffer insisted that it is 
not, and claimed Democratic 
party rules authorise such 
methods o f naming delegates.

Bentsen aides reportedly 
feel the primarj’ will make it 
possible for him to get a 
bigger share o f Texas dele­
gates than he would win un­
der the existing convention 
system, although this is sub­
ject to question.

MORE FUNDS DUE
Texas will get IB4.2 mil­

lion in recently-released fed­
eral funds to aid cities with 
building sewage treatment 
facilitiea

The money, impounded by 
presidential directive, was 
ordered released last week by 
the U.S. Supreme Court. It 
is in addition to $111 million 
released immediately after 
the High Court’s decision.

Water Quality Board mem­
bers are working on a list of 
cities which will receive the 
$64.2 million.

WQB Executive Director 
Hugh C. Yantis Jr. said 
Texas will also be permitted 
to allocate separate funds to 
large cities and small cities. 
In the past, small cities have 
had to compete with large 
cities for available funds.

O IL ALLOW ABLE SET
Texas Railroad Commission 

once more set the statewide 
oil production allowable at 
100 per cent for March.

For three years, the Com- 
raiasion has been directing 
all-out production, and st the 
same time imported oil is 
continuing to flow in.

Commission Chairman Ben 
Ramaey said 4,023,000 bar­
rels were imported the first 
week o f February, a consid­
erable increase over January. 
Buyers asked for 4,065,124 
barrels o f Texas oil daily, 
which represents a 8,946 bar­
rel decrease from February.

Disabled Workers Should Apply 
Promptly for Social Security

Working people who face 
a long-term severe disability 
should apply promptly for 
social security benefits to 
avoid loss o f payments they 
may be entitled to. according 
to social security officials 
here.

S o c ia l s e c u r ity  pays 
monthly benefits to eligible 
workers and their families if 
the worker is severely dis­
abled and cannot work for a 
year or more. Payment be­
gins with the sixth fu ll 
month o f disability.

"Back payments can only 
lie made for up to 12 
months,’ ’ a spokesman said. 
" S o  d isa b le d  w o rk e rs  
shouldn’t delay their appli­
cations. even i f  they’re not 
sure they’ll qualify for pay­
ments. About one o f every 12 
workers getting social secu­
rity disability payments 
misses out on some payments 
because he applied too late.”

May Sov« A Lift

What would you do if you 
encountered a person chok­
ing - -  unable to talk or 
breathe? Most people would 
probably slap them on the 
back and hope the poblem 
would work Itself out. Now, 
however, there's a better 
wav! It's called the "Heim- 
hck Maneuver" or the 
Heimlich Hug". It was devis­
ed by Dr. Henry J. Heimlich, 
director of surgery at the 
Jewish Hospital in Cincin­
nati and in most cases where 
the "hug" was applied, a life 
has been saved.

Because the "hug" is so 
easy and quick to do, and 
because its results have been 
so successful, the Texas 
Medical AsK>ciation recom­
mends that everyone be­
come familiar with it so that 
future choking victims can 
be spared a needless death.

Prompt action u required 
to save a choking victim be­
cause death can occur inside 
of four minutes. The "Heim ­
lich Hug", which you want 
to practice on a willing "v io  
tim " first, can be applied 
from the standing position in 
this fashion:

1. Stand behind the victim 
and wrap your arms around 
his waist, allowing the v ic­
tim's heud, arms and upper 
torso to hang forward.

2. Make a fist with one 
hand and grab it with the 
other. Place the fist against 
the victim's abdomen, just 
above the navel and below 
the rib cage.

5. Squeeze the fist into the 
victim 's abdomen with a 
forceful upward thrust. This 
may be repeated if neces­
sary.

(Note: a second person 
should be prepared to remove 
ejected food or other ob­
struction from the victim's 
throat when it is expielled.)

If the victim has already 
collapsed, the rescuer need 
not pick him up. Face down 
or face up, the procedire is 
basically the same: Straddle 
the victim, place both hands 
(one on top of the other) |ust 
below the victim 's diaphragn

and then push sharply toward 
the victim's head. The pro­
cedire should be repeated if 
necessary.

(Note: a second f>erson 
should be prepared to remove 
ejected food or other obstruc­
tion from the victim's throat 
when it u expelled.)

The idea of the "heimlich 
Hug" is to compress the air 
in the lungs, so that food 
stuck in the throat pops out, 
enabling the victim to 
breathe again.

Every year in the United 
States, 3 , ^  people strangle 
on food stuck in their throats 
and that's more people than 
are killed each year in ac­
cidental shootings. In most 
cases, the incident occurs at 
the dinner table. The victim 
suddenly chokes, turns blue 
or black, and is dead within 
minutes. He can neither 
i(>eak nor help himself. And 
chances are no one else will 
help him either since by­
standers iBually confuse the 
episode with a heart attack. 
Thus the popnilar appellation 
of "cafe coronary".

The typical case of "cafe 
coronary" involves an elder­
ly person with either no 
chewing teeth, or with ill- 
fitting dentures. The victim 
also often has been drinking, 
and so IS not as careful as he 
should be about cutting up 
his meat or chewing ade­
quately.

In one case, a man told his 
wife, "Mabel, you can't 
swallow that big a piece of 
steak." She replied, "Oh, 
yes 1 can !" Unfortunately, 
those were her last words.

Texas taxpayers will be re­
quired to pa> absnil $17,- 
819,400,000 in federal taxes 
as their share of the cost of 
the federal spending budget 
of $349.4 billion proposed 
by President Fort for the 
1976 federal fiscal year be­
ginning July 1, 1975, accord­
ing to an estimate this week 
by the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce.

This estimate was based on 
the Chamber's calculations 
that Texas taxpayers bear 
5 .104i of all federal taxes.

The West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce pointed out 
that any change whKh Con­
gress may make in this bud­
get will reduce or increase 
the amount that Texas tax­
payers will have to bear de­
pending on whether Congress 
cuts t>r spenils more.

The $17.8 billion share 
which would be borne by 
Texas taxpayers to support 
the president's proposed bud­
get is 4-1 2 times the total 
Texas state spending in 
1972.

"The average citizen of 
Texas has a hard time relat­
ing to a $349.4 billion na­
tional budget, "J. Pike God­
frey, executive vice-presi­
dent o f 1\TCC said- "In 
fact, the average person can 
not relate to 5K of that 
amount, the $17.8 billion 
that Texas taxpayers will 
pay".

"How much IS the $17.8 
billion of federal taxas that 
Texans w ill pay?" Godfrey 
asks. "W ell, let's look at it 
in terms we can all under­
stand.

'The federal taxes Texans 
will pay on a $349.4 billion 
budget would amount to $1,- 
590 for every man, woman, 
and child in Texas or to $6,- 
360 for an average family of 
four.

"Put another way, Texans' 
federal tax bill would build 
nearly a half a million $30,- 
000 homes, or if the inhabi­
tants of Fort Worth could di­
vide that much money 
among themselves, each 
man, woman, and child in 
Fort Worth would get about 
$23,382.00 each".
