AUSTIN — House members
have sent the Senate a bill
limiting penalties for speed-
ing up to 70 miles per hour
to a maximum $25 fine with
no insurance rate penalties.

Representatives also ap-
proved extension of the 55
mph speed limit, but did not
provide the necessary 100
votes to place it into imme-
diate effect. The present
limit, passed more than a
year ago in conformity with
federal energy-saving man-
dates, expires at the end of
this month.

At issue is whether Texas
again goes along with the
federally-imposed limit and
retains eligibility for alloca-
tion of $303 million in fed-
eral highway funds this

year.

Gov. Dolph Briscoe said he
fears “there is a very defi-
nite possibility” the fine ceil-
ing for speeds over-55 and
up-to-70 (the old limit) may
endanger federal funds for
the highways.

Briscoe said he would pre-
fer a simple extension of the
55 mph speed bill as an en-
ergy saver, as well as a life
saver and a highway aid
saver.

However, the Governor
stopped short of saying he
would veto the fine bill,
which provides for maximum
penalties, including court
costs, of $25 without charge
to a driver’s violation record.

Representatives hope to
force the Senate to go along
with the fine limitation by
withholding 100 votes from
the 55 mph bill until both
measures are cleared by the
upper chamber.

REGISTRATION PLAN
PASSED

All Texas voters will have
to re-register between Octo-
ber 1 and January 31 under
a bill passed by the Senate
last week.

The relatively non-contro-
versial bill sets up a new
computer - policed permanent
voter registration system for
the state.

Once all voters are signed
up again, local registrars
every two years would send
out new certificates auto-
matically. To help weed out
ineligibles, the certificates
will be mailed in non-
forwardable envelopes so
they will be returned if the
voter has moved,

Up to 30 per cent on cur-
rent voter rolls are believed
to be ineligible, mainly by
reason of having moved, ac-
cording to Secretary of State
Mark White Jr.

A computerized file will
be maintained in the secre-
tary of state's office to help
prevent this situation from
occurring again under the
new law and local registrars
will be cempensated for re-
moval of ineligible names as
well as for addition of valid
new voters to rolls.

READABILITY DESIRED

"old 0il" from fields drilled
before January 1, 1973, sells
at one price, and "new oil"
discovered after January 1,
1973, sells at the world price
which is twice as high. There
1s no logical defense for sell-
ing an identical product at
two different prices. This wil
not encourage domestic drill-
ing and production, nor keep
American producers from
selling their "old oil" over-
seas, if they can get higher
prices for it there. Uncom-
fortable as it is, we will have
to move to the world price if
we are ever going to have in-
centives to develop enough
petroleum at home for our
own needs, and then, when
the price of o1l has found its
natural market level, the de-
termination can be made
whether coal can be competi-
tive with oil. When it is, peo-
ple on the east coast and in
the far west will have a se-
cure price for coal that will
allow them to engage 1n
heavy investment in coal
mining for this country's fu-
ture.

Our government has over-
regulated many things, and in
doing so, has often achieved
short-term gains, but at the
expense of long-term goals
which are more desirable.

Spiraling Costs
Cause of Request
For Incentive Boost By Mrs. Mitchell

Sheep and goat leaders tes-
tified before Congressional
committees that an increase
in the incentive level for
wool and mohair is needed
just to keep up with spiral-
ing costs, said Armer Ear-
wood, president of the Texas
Sheep and Goat Raisers' As-
sociation from Sonora., Ac-
companying him was Dr,
Percy R. Turner of Water
Valley, first vice-president
of the TSEGRA. These men
appeared before both the
Senate and House Agriculture
Committees on behalf of the
wool and mohair industry in
hearings conducted in Wash-
ington, D.C.

Earwood recommended that
the incentive level be allow-
ed to fluctuate as directed
by the Wool Act of 1966,
The Act set the incentive
level in relation to price of
product to cost of production.
However, the level was froz-
en in 1971 at 80,2¢ for mo-
hair and 72¢ for wool, and
the Congress again froze the
incentive at the same level
in 1974, The Texas leaders
indicated that had Congress
allowed the formula to set
the incentive levels since
1971, the payment price on
wool would have been ap-
proximately $1.00 on wool
and $1.10 on mohair.

While in Washington, the
Texas livestock leaders also
joined officials of the Na-
tional Wool Growers Associ-
ation in a meeting with Dr,
Norman Ross, Assistant Di-
rector of Domestic Council
for President Ford, at which
time the serious predator sit-
uation was discussed. An ef-
fort is being made by the Na-
tional Wool Growers to meet
with the president to discuss
the ever-increasing predator
situation. The sheep industry
has requested that the presi-

rooms for seminars and re-
search activities that will be
available to the legislative
community for committee
meetings and functions. A
multi-media presentation
concerning the history of
Texas law will be on perma-
nent display in public areas.
