Summer Work
Program Set Up
For 20 Applicants

County Judge Charles Stav-
ley revealed last weekend
that permission had been
granted for as many as 20
participants in the summer
youth work program for Ter-
rell County. The program is
for young people between the
ages of 14 and 21 years.

Judge Stavley stated that 10
of the youths would be em-
ployed by the Terrell County
Independent School District,
one at the library, and the
other nine by the county. The
original proposal wa: for only
10 employees in all, Stavley
stated, but in a meeting with
representatives of the Permian
Basin Regional Planning Com-
mission, Stavley, and School
Superintendent Carroll B.
Card, it was agreed to author-
ize 20 units for Terrell Coun-
ty.

The young people who are
granted summer work must
meet certain requirements,
Judge Stavley stated, and all
applicants will be paid $2.10
per hour and may work only
40 hours per week.

Persons interested in the sum
mer employment are asked to
contact Judge Stavley or High
School Principal Jim Payne to
make application for one of
the jobs.

The program comes under
the sponsorship of the Permian
Basin Regional Planning Com-
mission under a grant receiv-
ed from the federal govern-
ment to assist young people in
finding gainful employment
during the summer months if
they qualify. Most of the du-
ties of the youths employed in
the project are "housekeeping"
type duties by the school and
county, with the person em-
ployed in the library having
other duties commensurate
with the work that goes on
there.

A lot of people criticize a
great many government W el-
fare programs, and w ith good
reason, But it's equally un-
portant to recognize when
government programs are
well directed, and two bills
passed by the House last week
should help people in our area.

The Older Americans Act
recognizes needs of some old-
er citizens that cannot always
be met by either family or lo-
cal community. lts Foster
Grandparents Program pays
the minimum wage to cer-
tain older Americans needing
financial assistance who are
see king an opportunity to
give their attention and af-
fection to young people. Fos-
ter Grandparents spend time
with children in hospitals, by
working with children from
broken homes, and by assist-
ing in other ways young peo-
ple who, through no fault of
their own, come from famil-
ies where they do not get ad-
equate attention.

We all know that young chil-
dren need love, encourage-
ment, and the attention and
wisdom of older people, and
that older Americans want to
keep a sense of their useful-
ness. Here is a program that
helps young and old together,
to the benefit of both.

There are other useful pro-
grams in this Act: one, meals-
on-wheels brings hot meals to
shut-in elderly Americans
who are unable to prepare
meals for themselves. Another
gives part-time jobs to older
Americans in rural areas as-
sisting in conservation project
work.

A similar bill passed this
week offers continuing assist-
ance to people with develop-
ment disabilities. This act
has, in the past, provided ex-
ceptionally good evaluative
and organizational aid to the
many state and private pro-
grams for the disabled, as
well as establishing successful
demonstration projects for
treatment. People with cer-
ebral palsy, autism, dy..caia,
mental retardation, and other
life-long disabling conditions
will stand to benefit from this
legislation which is, in my
opinion, a model for the ap-
propriate role of the federal

government in health and wel
fare.

Problems remain in the way
these programs are presented.
Bills are often written with
automatic funding increases
from year to year, and that
builds in automatic inflation.
These programs require con-
tinued scrutiny and the best
efforts of your representative
to try to keep costs under con-
trol; but they also require
him to be responsive to the
needs of older Americans for
whom private industry still
does too little and to those
with special and costly ne.

There are many
pros and cons on the actual
draft; but 1 think the concept
of salvaging something from
the 3 million dollars and
many months of work already
spent on Constitutional revi-
sion is a sensible one. At least
it would allow the voters to
express themselves once and
for all. Until this happens,
there will be a continuous,
powerful cry to call a very
expensive Citizens' Conven-
tion (which we've basically
already had in the Constitu-
tional Revision Committee
and its public hearings) to hask
over the same items that have
already been debated at length
No one will ever be able to
draft a constitution that is 100
per cent acceptable to every-
one, and now is the time to let
the citizens of Texas either
adopt or reject a new consti-
tution and then lay the issue
to rest,

particularly in our rather iso-
lated area of the state, is that
we never hear about what
state agencies in Austin are
doing until it is already too
late. Hopefully, the legisla-
ture has remedied this some-
what by passing a bill which
would create a "Texas Regis-
ter".
