I did so for three major reasons!(1) many of the jobs were for "pork barrel" projects that would not really be wise expenditures; (2) we need to stimulate the private sector of the economy for jobs that could he long-lasting and that can create products which consumers really want; and, (3) this large ex­penditure would have deep­ened our already large defi­cit. This was not a popular vote in my party, but 1 am an American first, and a member of a political party only after th.it. Fortunately, one of the best sections of this hill (summer jobs for young people in productive enterprise) was brought up in a separate h ill iliis week which 1 supported, which will help provide jobs for young people in our district, and which passed by a large margin. Some of the other and better sections of that jobs bill which was vetoed will iindouhtedly be brought back and should be able to win support by both the C on­gress and the President.The President vetoed a b ill that would require stripmin- ed land to be reclaim ed by the mining companies and the House failed by only four votes to override that veto.In that instance, 1 voted to override the veto because I felt that the American peo­ple and the President had been given faulty informa­tion about the contents of this bill and 1 was convinced that the bill represented a good compromise between looking to our future energy needs and also looking to the defense of our landscape for future generations.The need in government is to make choices that w ill be wise in the long-run, not the short-run; to make choices that bring people and parties together, not to divide them; and for Uie President and Congress to work with one another and with the citizens of this country for coherent far-sighted policies in the national interests rather than in a partisan interest. 1 hope that both the Congress and the President w ill increasing­ly move toward that end.

F.xeniption to the law may be granted for religions reasons or medical contraindic.it ion, hut religi- ous exemptions may he set aside by the State Commis­sioner of Health in time of em ergency or epidemic.Individual and combination immunizations arc given. In­dividual protection is given for polio, measles, and rubel­la , while the combination shot is given for diphtheria, tetanus, and pertussis.School immunization levels reported to the Texas Educa­tion Agency in these various Categories - -  for the top 20 major cities in Texas — show the^e figures: DTP Td %per cent; polio, 95 per cent; ru­b e lla , 95 per cen*; measles 97 per cent.T he state went through an unprecedented second year in 1974 without a case of para­lytic  polio being reported. O nly nine cases of diphtheria were reported. Measles drop­ped to just 212 cases and ru­bella to 317 cases, while 99 cases o f isertiissis (whooping coiigli) and four cases of tet­anus were reported.

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Early Defection Of 
Fall Webworms 
Aids In ControlPecan tree owners are be­ing cautioned about web- worms and are given possible control measures against the worms. Early detection is es­sential in keeping trees free of the parasite. Pecan trees locally  are most susceptible to the webwomi.F all webworm moths arc laying eggs on leaves of pop­lar, cottonwood, mulberry, w illow, pecans, and other de cidious trees in the Trans- Pecos area. The fall web­worm moth is snow-white in color with yellow and black spots on its body. These moths are normally observed flying around trees and shrubs, in the home land-

sc.-ipc, in the early evening hours. The female moths lay eggs in massi's of 25 to over 100 on the back side of the leaves. The egg mass is part­ly covered with fine white hairs. When the eggs hatch, the small worms start feed­ing on the leaf immediately As the small worms start feeding, they build a web around the leaves on a small twig. Eventually the young worms will build a web aroimd an entire branch.For effective control of fall webworms, early detec­tion of the small webs is im­portant. The small webs may be removed from trees or shrubs by pruning off the in­fested twigs with the webs. The fall webworm feeds within the web, so if you pmne off the entire web, all

the worms in the web can be destroyed. In large trees where small webs cannot be pruned from the tree, foliar insecticide sprays should be applied. Foliar, sprays of Car- baryl ( Sevin) Diazinon or Ba­cillus Thuringiensis ( an in­sect biocide) will give good control of fall webworms. Sprays should be mixed and applied according to instruc­tions on the label of the in­secticide containers. Sprays should be applied as soon as new webs are detected on trees. Sprays should be ap­plied to the point of spray runoff on foliage above and below the new webs. lATiere light numbers of new webs are present, spot spraying of trees only where the webs are present w ill provide adequate control of fa ll webworms.
